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ALTERGLOBALISM AS A SOCIO-HUMANITARIAN STRATEGY FOR
ANALYSIS OF THE PRESENT

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the constitution and institutionalization of the alter
globalization movement in the Russian social and humanitarian community. On the basis of I.
Wallerstein's world-system analysis, the foundations and limitations of the composite elements of the
"paradigm of globalism" — ideologies, antisystemic movements and social sciences, and outlines the
possible principles, methods and practices of the paradigm of "alter globalization" as a modern social and
humanitarian strategy. The risks of non-participation of the Russian political elite, the Russian scientific
community, and Russia as a subject of international relations in developing a model for the development
of the global community are very high, since they can turn into practices of an "imposed" or coercive
identity. The history of relations between the countries of Western Europe and Russia, the West and the
East (E. Said) in modern times abound with examples not only of restraining the growth of the
subjectivity of peoples, but also of "nurturing" artificial nations. In addition, anyone who is not able to
offer their own variant can always be offered a format of "catch-up" modernization, the results of which
turn into the creation of "Central European grayness". Every objective tendency of social life is nothing
more than an alienated and embodiment of the intention, ideas, views, preferences and values of quite
specific subjects of politics, economics, science, etc., which has received an intersubjective, interactive
and interpretive dimension in a certain period of time. For example, for all the anonymity and multiplicity
of the process of globalization, it is essentially and anthropologically represented by us as subjects of our
time. It is a different matter for whom we speak in it, what place we are vising for ourselves, for others,
what place is pre-prepared for us by established communities and structures. Among the promising
moments for the formation of the paradigm of "alter globalization" we propose the following steps:

A) development of a new methodological and disciplinary canon of social and human sciences; B) the
newest forms of channeling the energy of antisystemic movements; B) alternative ideologies of
Modernity — nationalism, racism, national socialism, colonialism, populism — world outlook patterns of
thinking.
