Abstract. With the increase in the scale of the integration of mankind, the subjectivity of man is radically
changing. Physical and information accessibility of the relationships for a person throughout the planet,
simultaneously, is accompanied by an acceleration of the rhythms of human history. All this allows us to
get an idea of the nonlinear nature of the processes of individual and social life, with respect to a
uniform, continuous flow of conceptual time. Reflection of the non-linearity of the flow of human history
in the public consciousness does not arise immediately, but was formed gradually in the process of
rethinking of the value system in the transition from one era to another. Social integration at any level of
the unification of people (policy, state, empire, humanity as a whole) for effective management and,
consequently, its sustainable existence requires a synchronizing principle — ideology.

The entire XX
century saw the main priority in the development of the integrity of society in the importance of the
structure of society over the quality of the human personality. This led to total alienation of a person
from the structures of society in the modern world, and eliminating of the importance and role of an
individual in solving social problems. Today, in order to harmonize relations between subjects of different
levels, as well as human relations with nature, it is necessary to restore the significance of the ideals of
humanism on a qualitatively new level.
