Abstract. In the article metamorphoses of educational system of modern Russian society are
investigated. In the center of attention is destructive influence on the system of Russian education of the
western system of the values and models of education apprehended by Russia after the collapse of the
USSR. According to the author, this western influence can also be a factor of denationalization,
marginalization of the younger generations in modern Russian society. The analysis which is carried out
in article covers educational and world outlook at the national and regional levels of activity of the
Russian society.
