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TRADITIONALISM AND CONSERVATISM:
DIALOGUE BETWEEN CHURCH AND STATE IN CONTEXT
OF HISTORICAL EXPERIENCE OF EASTERN SLAVIC CIVILIZATION

Abstract. The thesis has been put forward, according to which the significance of traditionalism as a
phenomenon of spiritual culture consists in its inherent intention for the protection of spiritual
foundations. This intention turns out to be especially in demand during the period of social crises,
because the actual traditionalism among the Eastern Slavs is an imperative of powerful statehood,
capable of surviving in an extremely tough geopolitical environment. It has been traditionalism that in
many respects contributed to the endowment of State and state power with the status of a legitimate
and sacred phenomenon. This is typical of the East Slavic civilization, throughout the existence of which
the activity of the Orthodox Church was closely associated with State and the state-building. And
although religiosity is not necessarily in correlation with traditionalism and, moreover, cannot be reduced
to fundamentalism, the role of religious traditions in ensuring the stable functioning of State or in its
discredit may be significant. The problem of traditionalism in the development of Christian society,
involving the consideration of the specific features of the dialectic of traditions and innovations, arises
with the emergence of Christianity and has an ontological basis.

Considering the features of traditionalism in the structure of the Orthodox world, the author emphasizes
the role of the conservative tradition in Russian socio-philosophical thought, for it is in it that the
problem of the relationship between church and state that interests us is presented most
representatively. An analysis has been also made of the peculiarities of the relationship between state
and church in Russian philosophy. Concepts of S. L. Frank, N. A. Berdyaev, and V. S. Solovyov are the
subject of the consideration. Focusing on their creativity has provided an opportunity not only to reveal
the connection of traditionalism with various types of conservatism, but also to characterize the positive
significance of conservatism in ensuring the historical continuity of cultural development, including
religion, because in a dynamically developing society it must be updated permanently.
