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Abstract. According to WHO, chronic diseases in children are characterized by their long duration and
generally slow progression. The most recognized chronic diseases are asthma, diabetes, oncological
diseases, cerebral palsy, ADHD, obesity and many others. For the past 20 years the prevalence of chronic
diseases with children has been on the rise. Depending on the kind of chronic disease, its nature, cause of
the onset or psychomotor development, the needs of children suffering from chronic diseases, and the
needs of their families, vary. The basic need of a child with chronic disease is the need to be accepted by
the family and friends and acquaintances, to be in physical contact with a close person. A specific need is
the increased need of care, health care, stimulation and rehabilitation. The role of social work is,
therefore, to identify the needs of children and their families, respect these needs, build a relationship
with the family and win the family over for cooperation and, last but not least, identify community
resources for assistance and use them efficiently. The use of the family-centred approach in social work
assumes improving of social and environmental factors in the family (better functioning, satisfaction with
social support), lower level of stress factors, higher satisfaction with services and greater well-being of
the involved parties. The objective of the article is to point to these needs, and to what is the impact of a
chronic child disease on the family and on the needs of appropriate services, particularly early
intervention service which, however, is not covered by the current legislation.
