This approach contradicts to the position which is widespread both in sociological and everyday
discourses where downshifting is perceived as a voluntary rejection of orientation on social success, as a
form of self-limitation, asceticism, escapism, and even poverty. It is typical for the logic of modernist
worldview taking for granted the value system shared by the majority as a basis for social construction of
social hierarchy. Downshifting which is define in this term is a form of downword mobility. However the
post-modernist culture is acquiring popularity and changing system of analytical coordinates. It shifts the
focus on the pluralism of values, individualization, and tolerance.
