The
science endeavors to obtain the new knowledge and reclines on facts. The religion oneself orients at first
on psychology and on middle of the people learning level. Any scientific notion has limit of its
applicability. That is why an unknown always exist. Non-dogmatic and self-critical science develops
suitably its nature. This developing gives the extreme reorganization of the world picture and the place of
the person in the world. Systematical appearing of bifurcations in sole knowledge process is the
characteristic property of history and is its invariant. This property demolishes the Laplace determinism
with radical manner. Initial data for instantaneous state of the Universe (initial value of space-time metric
and its sprout) predict all the past and future world evolution. The criticism of the pseudo-science is
given.

According to the author
the process of globalization offered by the West to other countries and people is the essence process of a
westernisation of the world, its transformation into an appendage of the western civilisation and culture,
in its most essence — to economic systems of values dominating in the west and connected with them to
the purposes of economic domination in the world. Economic system of values, values of consumption
are considered in article as the tool of familiarising and submission of generations of nations of the world
to values and an image of the Western world, at the expense of dismantle, destruction and unification of
cultures of nations of the world on the basis of values of consumption.

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STRATEGY FOR SOCIAL INCLUSION DEPRIVAED GROUPS (drug
addicts as an example)

Abstract. The absence of system of sociological knowledge about the processes of institutionalization of
social exclusion/inclusion in the structuration of modern society is contrary to society's need for solving
theoretical and practical problems of inclusion of socially deprived and deviant groups. These
circumstances determine the relevance of the topic of research and dictate the necessity of diagnosing
social, economic and legal conditions of functioning deprived of deviant groups, to identify the
mechanisms that contribute to discrimination, as well as identify ways to resolve social contradictions.
The institutionalization of the social exclusion the important role played by the ideology of the state,
which is realized in the legislation and norms of society. Until 1996 in Russia for the use of psychoactive
substances relied criminal liability, formed as a result deprived deviant social practices of drug addicts, as
well as discriminatory model of social response of institutions and society. The change in legislation - the
abolition of criminal prosecution for drug use — led to the transformation of social interaction deprived
groups, and social institutions. However, despite decades of experience to build a more humanistic
models for drug addicts is still the existence of a variety of drug use practices and their negative effects
indicates that no solution to the problem of drug addiction and the existence of discrimination deprived
groups. The group of drug users are socially excluded from society, and as a consequence — increase in
the number of HIV/AIDS infections, rising number of cases of hepatitis C, an increase in crime, increase in
the number of divorces.
