All the
results obtained in this process find an integral expression in the information (social) technology,
designed to harmonize the state of the object — to fit it optimally into the structures of the existing or
only emerging sociality. The status of new knowledge is recorded as a tool for a purposeful change in the
organizational conditions of the society, the criteria for its evaluation and the methods of activity in the
forecasted conditions. The content of the transition from the transformation of the known to the
removal of uncertainty in the transformation of the future is disclosed. The instrumental potential of
problematic and system approaches in social analytics is considered. The problem of validating the
methods of interpreting social survey data is being updated; Fixation of parameters and variables
describing the structure of a social phenomenon. The problems associated with the use of comparative
historical and empirical methods used in analytical studies are justified.
