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TRENDS OF CRISIS CONSUMER BEHAVIOR IN RUSSIA

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Abstract. The article examines the forms of influence of macro-level crisis processes in economics and
politics on the transformation of models of consumer behavior of Russians. The focus of the article is the
processes of development of the consumer society in modern Russia. The definition of a consumption
society is given, its osovye parameters are analyzed. It is substantiated that the systemic crisis of the
Russian consumption society caused the processes of transformation of consumer behavior patterns that
were formed in conditions of favorable social and economic development of Russia in the first decade of
the 20th century. The article analyzes such factors in the development of Rossin's consumer practices as
a reduction (in times of crisis) of Russians' incomes, import substitution processes, ideological factors,
and others. Processes of macroeconomic nature, shifts in geopolitics and state ideology of the last
decades are considered by the author of the article as important factors of influence on the level of
everyday life, transforming models of consumer behavior of Russians. The formation of many changes
has an evolutionary character, and so far it does not allow talking about directions of changes, new ones,
and so More sustainable forms of consumption.

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Abstract. The current report examines the role of personality trait “risk propensity” as an important de-
terminantaffecting the process of adoption of an innovative product. The major theoretical approaches
to revealing the essence of the construct are analysed. Attention is paid to the innovative consumer be-
haviour by describing the stages of forming the positive attitude and readiness for adoption of innovative
products. Results of an empirical study are presented, held in a sample of 369 Bulgarian respondents,
that confirm the existence of a relationship between consumer innovativeness and risk propensity. More
specifically, the data shows that there is a strong positive correlation between the two constructs.

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SOME ASPECTS OF SPATIAL AND SCHOOL SEGREGATION AND
SELF-SEGREGATION OF ROMA MINORITY IN BULGARIA

Ethnicity related phenomena are closely associated with socioeconomic and thus to social phenomena in
general which actually determine them. In this sense: any form of existence of an ethnic group is a
socioeconomic sequel. Nevertheless the level of socioeconomic development of the country determines
the character and the status of ‘inter-ethnic’ and even the ‘inter-national’ relations. In multiethnic
countries the interethnic relations are influenced by spatial and economic development mismatches, the
differences in the living- and dwelling conditions, including housing, the different ethnic group members
have or are provided with. Social gains such as prestige, power, access to and control of economic goods,
and access to communal and social services, including healthcare and education, are often distributed to
the groups and their members on the basis of their ethnicity.

Ethnic parameters of social and professional stratification of society are inevitable in one way or another
and yet surmountable. Moreover the social and economic disproportions — especially between
immediately contacting groups — should be eliminated for the sake of interethnic relationship
optimization.

The interethnic relations in Bulgaria have become increasingly complicated during the last decades after
the fall of Communist regime. The Roma people (or Romani) keep adhering to different forms of pre-
industrial traditions and practices, and cultural models in general, with the corresponding patterns of
communication, mentality, social bonds and interpersonal relations. The process of adjustment and
aligning, thus integrating to the society goes along with economic integration but Roma people still keep
their intra-ethnic norms and yet adhere to the group character of economic activities. Nevertheless the
‘trade-and-services’ has been the main zone of inter-cultural contact of Roma people and the other
ethnic groups they live with for centuries and yet this process still goes together with mutual restrictions
put over the intercultural communication and cooperation in other spheres which limits the complete
integration of the minority in the contemporary Bulgarian society.

The article tries to look at problems of the education among Roma people in Bulgaria from the
perspective that ethnically segregated schools reproduce the poverty and deprivation across the
generations in Roma minority.
