Abstract. Love can be considered as a property of a human, as a property of a spirit. In ancient
philosophy (in China, India, Greece) man is part of the cosmos, a part of universal harmony, part of
nature. Man is understood as a microcosm (small universe). It is a living spiritual organism, which in
principle is everything in the Grand Universe — all the elements of the world. In India first identified the
spiritual essence of man —the Atman (identically equal to Brahman — "the Fire, the Creator of all"). Many
European thinkers considered the mind as the highest human quality (Aristotle, Descartes, Kant, Hegel).
At the same time, the scholastics, Leibniz, Soloviev, Berdyaev this property is the spirit (the monad).
Scheler shows that the essence of man to himself is unknowable, this "thing-in-itself". In the European
philosophy man is a unity of spirit, mind, body. The complexity and perfection of a particular component
person (or any creature) are related to the information capacity of the space in which this component is.
The hypothesis that the information capacity of space of the reasonable monad is 1016 is justified. The
highest qualities of the spirit (reasonable monad, Atman) are freedom, creativity, love. Like the Apostle
Paul, can say "but the greatest of these is love." It is shown that spiritual love is the highest human
property, the basis of creativity, knowledge and evolution as the ascent to the Unity. A formal expression
of spiritual love is an identity " = ". The identity of two beings, is unattainable in the physical and mental
plans (due to the low dimensionality of these spaces). It is carried out only on the spiritual plane, in a
space of dimension more than 1016. The path of man's ascent to the Absolute as Unity is the love, the
identity of everything with everything.

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of Jean Baudrillard's social and philosophical ideas on the
role of commercial advertising in the modern society. Baudrillard shows that advertising is one of those
areas of modern society that simulate reality, overshadowing its iconic, fabricated reality that produces
patterns of consumer behavior — establishing the prescribed form of modern human existence — and
satisfying the needs of modern man in dreams and caring. The significance of Baudrillard's theory is
determined, in particular, by the justification of advertising for them as a means of controlling the
participants in society, the means of affirming imaginary freedom in society, the means of ephemeral
easing of emotional problems and artificial immersion in comfort, as well as the means of incorporating
them into the system of the consumption society — the space of universal solidarity and the maintenance
of a common, unified body of consumer values and norms — and at the same time a general disunity in
styles, varieties and levels of consumption and friend m similar parameters. In the article, on the basis of
Baudrillard's ideas, it is emphasized that advertising and advertised consumer symbols and objects serve
tasks of an ideological scale — by universal, unifying standardization, characterized by the diffusion and
consolidation of a predetermined system, an extremely limited, existentially inferior mode of existence,
determined by models, needs and orientations, hostile subjectivity and spirituality. Baudrillard's ideas
serve to understand that the processes taking place in modern society are in contradiction with the ideals
of social harmony and spiritual health of the society and its representatives.

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Abstract. The article studies the phenomenon of language, language planning and regulation as an im-
portant factor in the modern man and society development. Language is seen as an important tool for
human ethno-cultural development intercultural dialogue. Particular importance is the theme of lan-
guage in the context of language education as a factor of human socialization in a multiethnic society. In
a polyethnic society, such as Russia, the role of language is realized in two main forms. Language can be a
tool of cultural identity, preservation of ethnocultural memory, but on the other hand, language can be a
tool of nation-wide consolidation and unity.

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DOMESTIC TOURISM: STATUS, PROBLEMS AND PROSPECTS
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The article shows the trendency in growth of domestic tourism in the country and its benefits for the
Russians and the state. It analyzes the main problems hindering the development of domestic tourism.
Based on multiple regression models factors of demand of Russians for domestic tourism are estimated.
As the determinants of demand, the number of the Russians and their per capita income, the cost of the
product, the dollar and sanctions are considered. The study showed a high elasticity of demand for the
dollar and low elasticity of demand for income, price and sanctions. The model is statistically significant
and the evaluation of tourist stream obtained by means of it differs slightly from the actual. The author
noted the possibility of changes in domestic tourism in the future due to economic (income growth and
the dynamics of the dollar) and administrative factors (subsidies and taxation).

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BREACHING THE CONCEPT: "POLITICAL OPPOSITION"
AND "FIFTH COLUMN"

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the content of the concepts "political opposition" and
"fifth column" and their delimitation. The author identifies six types of political actors that can constitute
political opposition (parties and party coalitions, religious organizations, social and professional groups
with a high degree of cohesion, public institutions, non-governmental organizations and pressure
groups), considers three approaches to determining the political opposition (institutional, dispositional
and functional) and gives an author's definition of this concept. The genesis of the term "fifth column"
and its content are also considered. The author comes to the conclusion that this term contains a
different content, but it is used arbitrarily to «label» the political opponent. "Moral panic" around the
search for the "fifth column", growing into political hysteria, usually leads to negative results for the
country in which it occurs.

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FROM THE THEODICY TO SCIENTIFIC REALISM (to the 10 anniversary
of "the Ginzburg-Alfyorov address" against clericalisation of Russia)

Abstract. Today, 10 years have passed since the address of 10 Russian academicians to the president of
the country against her clericalization, known as the "appeal of Ginzburg—Alferov", and 5 years from the
time of the Russian President's address (May 22, 2012) to Russian scientists, it is said: the scientific
community must be cleared of all the contamination of pseudoscience and falsifications in its ranks: "This
is also among the priorities of the RAS". But we see how the laws of actual material production continue
to penetrate the spiritual production of new knowledge and thereby destroy it. This is also evident in the
fact that the RAS failed to prevent VAK from recognizing theology as a scientific discipline, which
strengthens the position of supporters of the clericalization of the country. Therefore, we will continue
the dispute with supporters of clericalization, including one priest from former physicists (Archpriest Kirill
Kopeikin from St. Petersburg).
