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LIFE AS AN ANTI-CHAOS IN CHAOTIC WORLD

Abstract. The presented article deals with the problem of the origin of life in space as the extremely rare
but structurally stable phenomenon of the evolving universe. The rarity of the phenomenon of life in
space is caused by the requirement of combining a number of physical conditions necessary to create the
possibility of the appearance the biosphere in our Galaxy. Structural stability (life) is based on the
objective presence of such a combination of necessary conditions. For example, on the planets adjacent
to the Earth their temperatures exclude the appearance of the biosphere, but around each star a zone of
life-compatible temperatures exists. At the same time, the Mind born on the Earth is an additional
possibility of adapting part of the Earth's biosphere to the environment. In the article the author gives
the original definition of life. Life is seen by him as a stream of ordering (negentropy), provided by self-
correction of the hereditary code under the condition of an inflow of free energy. The author claims that
in nature there is a law of non-decreasing and usually the growth of entropy as a measure of chaotic
physical system. According to the author, low-entropic solar radiation displaces entropy from the vicinity
of the Earth at the price of a general increase in entropy. According to the author, this creates local zones
for the possible emergence of the biosphere in space.

I. A. llyin, an army diary from the times of the First World War was analyzed by the representative of the
Russian emigration F. A. Stepun. The conceptual peculiarities in the consideration by the philosophers of
the social and political phenomenon — the war are defined. The antinomic sound of the ideas put forward
by the domestic thinkers is emphasized.

Abstract. The article gives the analysis of D. Merezhkovsky’s works “The Forthcoming Boor”, “Sick Russia”
and D. Grigoriev’s work “Russia”. It reflects the authors’ opinion on revolutionary events. Their works are
the documentary facts of the Russia fate in the 20" century and also the sources for understanding social
actions and ideas. The theme of Merezhkovsky and Grigoriev's works reflected the problem of social
crisis shown in revolutions and wars. Having realized the socio-historical cataclysms of the first half of the
XX century, Merezhkovsky and Grigoriev overcome the limits of art: thinkers tried to show not only a
social evil, but also its metaphysical roots, thereby they changed the ideological understanding of the
situation by their contemporaries. The main goal of the collection "Sick Russia" is the consideration of
revolutionary charecter and goals, violence, intelltctuals® role, relationship between culture and
revolution, social justice and value of human life, transformation of culture in terms of the revolution, its
role in the regulation of social relations. Grigoriev's Russia showed another Russia that "sufferes and
terrifies", where the cutthroat and meaningless revolt has been brewing at any time. Being in expulsion,
thinkers continued to defend their former ideological position. The emigration was a period of rethinking
everything — revolutionary ideas, actions of the Russian intellctuals, and reasons for spiritual and cultural
crisis, which led to revolutionary actions. After all revolutionary events and wars D. S. Merezhkovsky and
B. D. Grigoriev were affirmed in their own ideological attitudes; they developed and identifyed new
conceptual and creative ideas. The creative heritage of artists and thinkers is significant for the
interpretation of past and present of Russia, as well as for searching foundation of modern moral
reference points.

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ACADEMIC MOBILITY OF SENIOR SCHOOL LEAVERS: BETWEEN
THE CAPITAL AND REGIONS

Abstract. Loss of working population as the consequence of migration to more successful and
prospective regions is the shared problem for the majority of the regions of the Russian Federation
during the last 25 years. The main migration direction is west, and the main attraction centers are
Moscow and Moscow Region, St. Petersburg and Leningrad Region. The fact that the most active
participants of the process are senior school leavers (17-18 year olds), who strive for entering HEls
outside of Mari El Republic (up to 40 % of the aggregate number of school leavers) and the significant
part of them do not plan to come back home, cause an overriding concern. As the result the region
looses the most intellectually and culturally prepared young people, which adversely affects social,
economical and demographic conditions of the Republic of Mari El. The article, which is based on the
analysis of statistic data and polling of school leavers, reveals factors which promote departure of young
people, formulates perspective focus areas for improving social and economical attractiveness of the
Republic.

Abstract. Transit of political system in Russia is analyzed in the light of fundamental theoretical and
philosophical foundation. The author points out an importantance of these fundamental debates
between the followers of different approaches to understanding nature of society and policy based on
the structures of socio-historical memory concerning with actual socio-political processes. He admits
significance of correlations between political modernity and its previous history. Characterising the
actual concepts of global political history the author briefly shows his own approach to the pfoblem and
gives the explanaition of term “political epoch” characterizing different criteria of five epochs: epoch of
an ancient myth-and-dynastic states; epoch of religious-and-dynastic states; epoch of secular totalitarian
states; epoch of secular democracy states and epoch of future secular social/anthropomorphic states.
