Abstract. Science is the developing notion. The truth is the identity of the real and ideal making. Any
notion has some limit of its applicability. Any truth is processing one. Religious myths connect to the
different studies of the consciousness becoming. The principle of unity of life requires a unified approach
to world. The science of physics in the broadest sense of the word as a universal science of nature
pretends to be a single objective truth about the world. But apart from physics there is a philosophy
which, as we know, is a form of social consciousness aimed at developing a holistic view of the world and
the place of a person in it, as well as exploring the cognitive, value, ethical and aesthetic attitude of a
person towards the world. The most general philosophical category is the category of being, which
denotes the existence of the objective world, matter, nature, independent of consciousness, and in
society — the processes of the material and spiritual life of people. Physics divides the world into parts
(for her the world is a physical vacuum and elementary particles as quantums of his excitation), and
philosophy goes from the whole to the parts. After all, even the structure of the organs of the human
body is dictated by the unified logic of its existence. Strictly speaking, these human organs are parts of his
brain, without which the brain itself is nothing. Between the physics and philosophy there are religious
dogmas that, on behalf of the unity of being as a whole, dictate the rules of behavior to those people
whose knowledge is still incomplete and inevitably in part - for man finds the instantaneous state of the
world as having an abyss of past history and the abyss of future fulfillment. Religion is initially needed for
man as he needs a fairy tale (a fairy tale is a lie, but in it a hint, a good fellow's lesson). In this case, there
is a polarization of both the man (on the masculine and feminine), and of the world religions

—on Buddhism (with his falsity of the Unification of the One into subjective and objective beginnings) and
theism (with his absolutization of man's creativity in the image of the Creator of the whole world). A
single being is meaningful only as being twofold — with answers to questions: what and how? The spirit as
a single set of functions of the consciousness of mankind as a whole is not a substance, but the law of its
existence, not "what", but "how". And the soul is a single set of functions of the consciousness of an
individual as part of humanity.

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DISABLED PEOPLE AS AN OBJECT OF SOCIAL SUPPORT (at the
meso economic level)

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Abstract. Priorities and problems of social escort of disabled people on the basis of interactive training
and improvement of active forms of assistance of their employment are investigated. An assessment of
implementation of the leading acts on the example of the Republic of Mari El is given. It is possible to
refer to positive effects: creation of through structure of management of educational activity in the
sphere of training of children with OVZ, variability of their maintenance in specialized groups, in the
preschool organizations of the combined and compensating look, use of remote educational
technologies, creation of psychology and pedagogical maintenance at the place of residence, home
training. All this provides individual development and increases quality of school disadaptation of
disabled children. Against the background of positively experience the difficulties connected with a lack
of support of society and bias of public opinion concerning training and employment of disabled people
are revealed. It belongs first of all to the rural zone where nearly 15 % of the children needing the
correctional help owing to absence of specialized groups in the preschool educational organizations live.
For increase in competitiveness of the studied contingent in labor market in the republic such measures
as, establishment of quotas are taken for disabled people, reservation of jobs, the organization of their
training in new professions, holding job fairs. However, as showed author's monitoring, in the sphere of
employment the lack of balance of supply and demand of labor, a low wage, shadow employment,
insufficient availability of the environment, deficiency of specialized jobs, decrease in financing from the
regional budget have problem character. It resulted in negative dynamics of indicators of employment,
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training, the organization of public works and self-employment of jobless disabled people. On the basis of
sociological poll of two categories of respondents: employers and disabled people author's measures for
implementation of programs of maintenance with use of mentoring, social partnership and
interdepartmental interaction of the interested bodies and the organizations, development of standards
of services in employment education, stimulation of employers to creation and quoting of jobs, transport
availability and transition to risk — the focused models of control and supervising activity are proposed.

Ivan Efremov about threats to sustainable development
of Russia and the world

Abstract. The article considers the views of the scientist-paleontologist, social thinker and science fiction
writer |. A. Efremov (1908-1972), expressed in the novel "The Hour of the Bull". The assumption is made
that the global social, demographic and ecological catastrophe, named in this novel "The Century of
Hunger and Murders", is not only a forecast in the spirit of the Club of Rome, but an allusion to the
horrors of the revolution and civil war in Russia, which |. Efremov saw personally, being still a teenager.

I. Efremov used a kind of "double optics": seriously assessing the threat of a global demographic and
ecological catastrophe, he constantly hints at the history of Russia and Soviet reality. Thus, Efremov's
warning is drawn not so much to the future as to the present and is aimed at reassessing the events of
the past. Probably, it was these hints that caused the fact that in 1971-1986 the novel "Hour of the Bull"
was forbidden not only to reprint, but also to mention in the press.
