Abstract. The relevance of the two problems of ensuring the country's transfer to the development
course is grounded: it is the training of specialists looking to the future and forming the elite of Russian
development. The system of education that has developed in the country is mainly focused on training
specialists for the past, and not for the future. The initial bases for the development and implementation
of the breakthrough social and humanitarian technology of anticipatory education are proposed. The
creation of self-developing polysubjective environments for anticipatory education presupposes the
consolidation of the state, society and business in the interests of national security and development of
the country. The philosophical and methodological foundations of the organization of such environments
are based on post-non-classical scientific rationality, in which the task of integrating the value-target
internal orientations of scientific activity in their correlation with social goals and values is solved,
preconditions for the transition from technogenic to socio-humanitarian civilization are created. As a
basic structure and locomotive of the organization of polysubjective environments of anticipatory
education, a system of distributed situational centers, which has a trend of reformatting into a system of
development centers at federal, regional, local, departmental and corporate levels, is considered. This
will allow ensuring the conditions for inclusion and integration in the environment of anticipatory
education of interested diverse state, departmental and corporate structures, including industrial
enterprises, organizations of science, education, non-profit organizations etc. Pilot projects of self-
developing environments of anticipatory education could become a locomotive for the development of
the country and for the education system.

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NEW DISCURSIVE PRACTICES

Abstract. The concept of "discursive practices" have become very popular in the past years. It is used in
characteristics of new theoretical approaches to studying social reality, often expresses a fundamental
rejection of the established mental schemes, is indicative of a search for new paradigmal trains of
thought. Discursive practices also include various forms of constructing reality based on linguistic
resources. As is pointed out, it is language that acts as a means of constructing the existing reality.

Discursive practices inherit various spiritual traditions pertaining not only to European but also Oriental
culture. The well-known paradox of old practices is that they are aimed not at changing external
conditions but at the care of oneself. In the ancient Greek pedagogical tradition, "care of the self" was
related to institutional educational practices, and in the Roman tradition — to self-knowledge. Making a
deep analysis of ancient thought, M. Foucault substantiates the thesis that "care of the self" does not
imply personal alienation or "withdrawing". Discursive practices are rooted in social processes, too.

The article analyses new discursive practices that have become widespread in modern philosophical
anthropology. Radical changes in the status of this philosophical discipline can be observed. The logical
following of M. Foucault’s "death of man" thesis, in fact, has exposed to criticism the philosophical
comprehension of man. Radical rejection of the achievements of classical anthropology has destroyed
the continuity in the evolution of the philosophical interpretation of man. The article attempts at
returning the notion of "human nature" in the conceptual arsenal of philosophical anthropology. Much
attention is paid to the development of synergic anthropology.

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Abstract. Years of study in a secondary and high school are a stable and predictable biographical track.
Each step in it shapes opportunities to take the next step. At the same time, many personal and social
factors minimize the possibility of students to change the track (school, city, social environment).
Graduating from high school is a biographical crossroads where young people are forced to leave the
current track and choose a new path. An important element of this vital crossroads is a dilemma: to stay
in the hometown or leave it? The desire of rural youth to leave the village is easily explained in the
traditional terms of migration concepts. However, strong migration moods are observed even in regional
centers. The aim of this research was to identify the scale of migration moods of high school students in
Omsk and the factors affecting them. The situation was analysed in terms of social success. The sample of
the survey includes 1500 high school students. The research had been conducted in 2017. The survey
showed that most of them want to go to study in other cities despite the rather good opportunities to
get the university degree in Omsk.

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REVITALIZING SMALL AMERICAN TOWNS:
VISITOR’S EXPERIENCE PREFERENCES

Abstract. A sample of 404 people suggests that local residents and visitors to the area are very similar in
their travel planning, travel behavior and experience preferences. The majority of these potential visitors
like to plan their own travel and like to seek out new destinations. They are most likely to plan their trips
on a smart phone. They are almost equally likely to make a generic internet search or go to the website
of a CVB or the state’s Division of Tourism.

These respodents were highly drawn to the term “New” as a marketing message, which is consistent with
their stated desire to find new places to see and experience. The most popular marketing messages after
“New” included “Relaxing”, “Secluded”, “Tried & Trusted”, “Historical” and “Nostalgic”.

According to their answers, our respondents are very willing to leave the Interstate highways to see a
unique attraction (But note that this self-report finding is at odds with most studies of actual visitor
behavior.) Combining a cultural experience with an outdoor or natural experience is very popular as are
new & unique dining opportunities and shopping for arts, crafts and local goods. The respondents in this
survey report an anticipated spending level that is slightly below regional averages for day trip visitors.

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THE GENDER ASPECT OF THE SEMANTICS
OF THE TRADITIONAL MARI COSTUME

The costume performed a number of functions in traditional society, including marking the gender
differences, based on the value orientations of the society. The goals and objectives of the work were to
study gender differences in the culture of Mari people, manifested in the symbolic system of the
costume, known both in ethnographic and archaeological materials. The results of the study are
important for understanding the origins of the gender stereotypes of Mari ethnic group.

The main sources of research were materials of excavations of ancient Mari cemetery and materials on
ethnography, in the process of processing they used comparative, system-functional, structural methods
that allow to present traditional costume as text.

In Mari culture, as well as for other traditional cultures, the male and female worlds a clear division, the
costume plays an important role in the design of which. Mari men's costume was cosmopolitan
throughout history; it used objects and symbols designed to be perceived outside the ethnic community.
The woman remained the guardian of the tradition, including the religious mythological, which she
reproduced in the costume.

The costume has transformed throughout history, reflecting the changes that have taken place in the life
of society. Mari female costume, distinguished by its splendor, an abundance of decorative elements,
embodied the subordinate position of the woman in society, whereas the male costume testified to male
external activity.

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THE ESSENCE AND NATURE OF HISTORY

V. M. Rosin
Institute of Philosophy of Russian Academy of Sciences, Moscow (Russia)

Abstract. The article discusses the current situation in historiography, for which the crisis of the concept
of history is characteristic. First, the author raises the question of the connection between history and
sociology: some authors believe that history is a "genetic sociology", and others that the division
between history and concrete sociology passes along the mobile line that separates the past from the
present, that the present constantly passes into past and vice versa. The views of K.Popper and the
understanding of history as a set of rational reconstructions (interpretations) are analyzed. According to
the author, a whole history that allows her to think and establish the essence is not only the
interpretation of history, but also the historical way of life of the individual and the historical way of
existence of a culture that passes through several stages in its development. The three scenes of history
are analyzed with the involvement of cases. The features of historical work and texts arising from this
analysis are formulated. The study implemented a strategy of private methodology, including situational
analysis in historiography, the formulation and discussion of problems, comparative analysis, the
reconstruction of the concept of history, the construction of new schemes and concepts. As a result, it
was possible to show the limited interpretation of history only as a cognition of the past and to outline a
new three-aspect understanding of history. The reality of history assumes a historical way of life and is
linked in a certain sense with the present; history — not only acts on a person like art, it relies on
historical facts, unfolds before us a history that is clear in the eventual relation that has a beginning and
an end, presents us with knowledge about the past (in the form of certain versions, interpretations),
believes a new, historical reality in the culture. In the last part of the article, the author discusses the
problem of historical time, proposing to distinguish not only astronomical and eventual time (other
researchers do), but also to analyze non-temporal historical processes (formation, functioning,
development, transformation), and not to identify historical time with categorial scheme "past - present -
future".
