Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the constitution and institutionalization of the alter
globalization movement in the Russian social and humanitarian community. On the basis of I.
Wallerstein's world-system analysis, the foundations and limitations of the composite elements of the
"paradigm of globalism" — ideologies, antisystemic movements and social sciences, and outlines the
possible principles, methods and practices of the paradigm of "alter globalization" as a modern social and
humanitarian strategy. The risks of non-participation of the Russian political elite, the Russian scientific
community, and Russia as a subject of international relations in developing a model for the development
of the global community are very high, since they can turn into practices of an "imposed" or coercive
identity. The history of relations between the countries of Western Europe and Russia, the West and the
East (E. Said) in modern times abound with examples not only of restraining the growth of the
subjectivity of peoples, but also of "nurturing" artificial nations. In addition, anyone who is not able to
offer their own variant can always be offered a format of "catch-up" modernization, the results of which
turn into the creation of "Central European grayness". Every objective tendency of social life is nothing
more than an alienated and embodiment of the intention, ideas, views, preferences and values of quite
specific subjects of politics, economics, science, etc., which has received an intersubjective, interactive
and interpretive dimension in a certain period of time. For example, for all the anonymity and multiplicity
of the process of globalization, it is essentially and anthropologically represented by us as subjects of our
time. It is a different matter for whom we speak in it, what place we are vising for ourselves, for others,
what place is pre-prepared for us by established communities and structures. Among the promising
moments for the formation of the paradigm of "alter globalization" we propose the following steps:

A) development of a new methodological and disciplinary canon of social and human sciences; B) the
newest forms of channeling the energy of antisystemic movements; B) alternative ideologies of
Modernity — nationalism, racism, national socialism, colonialism, populism — world outlook patterns of
thinking.

Abstract. The article is devoted to the role of philosophy in the educational space, its position as a
discipline in engineering and technical University. The author actualizes the question of the need to
rethink the status and potential of philosophical knowledge in the architectonics of modern educational
space in connection with the decrease of interest in philosophy as an important subject of General
cultural orientation and the Declaration of the thesis of its "uselessness" in engineering and technical
University. The important role of philosophical training in the formation of significant personal qualities
of students is shown. Philosophy as the quintessence of the Humanities in engineering and technical
University is presented as a very well-tuned intellectual tool designed to form an independent, reflective,
critical thinking, strengthen the spiritual and moral core of the personality of students, create moral
incentives for professional activity. Attention is paid to some features of teaching this discipline in high
school. It is noted that quite often there is a need to awaken curiosity among students, to kindle interest
in the issues discussed in the classroom, to justify the priority and importance of spiritual and moral
values in the life of the individual, regardless of professional activity. The necessity of using non-
traditional teaching methods is substantiated. Active and interactive technologies in teaching philosophy
in engineering and technical University are considered from the position of building a multi-level
interaction in the system "teacher—student" and "student—student".

The significance of the utilitarian motivations of individuals as well as of the self-seeking values
are increasing in Russian society. Russia is, therefore, moving to the type of the culture, in which success
is seeing to be reach at any price. Moreover, private and social success in our society relates to different
types of individualism, which are based on the principle of benefit from inter individual relationships and
the achievement of private goals at the expense of other people's interests. The study of a group of
successful young people (25-30 years old) in Moscow confirms the conclusion about the increased
significance of utilitarian and pragmatic, sometimes even criminal, motivations in the social behavior of
youths. At the same time, the study shows that private and business success of young Muscovites is very
closely connected with private and social responsibility. The individualism of these people has, therefore,
social character, and they have considered attitude to the questions of social fairness and social
solidarity.

They belong
to a new socio-cultural type of people, which combines different social characteristics. The combination,
which was nearly not possible in the recent past.

The development of incoming tourism in difficult foreign
policy conditions is noted. In 2007-2008 and 2010-2014, there was an exponential increase in incoming
tourism. The decline in incoming tourism in 2009 was caused by the global economic crisis. The decline in
the flow in 2015-2017 due to sanctions. The sanctions have had the greatest impact on the countries that
traditionally supply classic tourists for sightseeing purposes (Germany, France, Italy). There is a small
contribution of incoming tourism to the economy of our country. This is due to the low costs of incoming
tourists. At the same time, outbound tourism leads to loss of GDP in 2 times more than the contribution
to the GDP of incoming tourism. When considering the geography of the entry flow, it was found that the
largest number of arrivals from neighboring countries. They come not for the purpose of tourism, but to
find work and visit relatives. Today Russia, which has a significant tourism potential, is mainly an importer
of tourism services, so it needs to increase its competitiveness in the international market. The authors
indicate the increasing role of tourists from the Asian region (China, South Korea, India, Iran), which are
interested in different types of tourism in the territory of Russia in the incoming tourist flows to our
country. Foreign tourists are most interested in nature features, events. To attract them to these events,
it is necessary to inform them for the year using various means. In the future, it will limit the entry of
tourism complex foreign policy environment, visa regime, small supply of new tourism products.

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STUDENTS AND FOOTBALL: POINTS OF CONSIDERATION

Abstract. The article analyzes the results of the All-Russian Student Survey "World Football
Championship-2018 in Youth Assessments and Opinions", conducted by the Russian Society of
Sociologists in 2017. According to the data, most respondents approve the decision to hold the World
Championship in Russia, although they named far more negative consequences for the country and
regions than positive ones. Respondents are aware that the prestige of the host country will require to
cut the budget expenditures for more urgent needs for various groups of population. They also
underscore the possibility of mass riots, terrorist attacks, rising prices, growing corruption,
environmental pressures, epidemiological risks. They are outraged by the concentration of their studies,
the shortening of semesters, the need to leave the city. This can be largely explained by the fact that the
majority of students can be characterized as “passive TV fans”. Additional qualitative research made it
possible to reveal the attitude of students of the Nizhny Novgorod State Agricultural Academy to the
games in Russia and Nizhny Novgorod more accurately.

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RUSSIAN PROVINCIAL SOCIETY ON THE PROBLEM
OF THE DECAY OF THE USSR
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Abstract. The collapse of the Soviet Union became not only the largest geopolitical event of the second
half of the 20th century, but also a fateful one for many residents of this once united state. The reasons
for this are of interest not only to researchers, as evidenced by the already established historiography of
the issue, but also to ordinary citizens of our country. In order to reveal the attitude of the population of
the Russian province to this issue, teachers and students of the Volga State Technological University,
conducted a survey among the residents of the Republic of Mari El and neighboring regions. The
respondents were contemporaries of this event, but the media had some influence on their assessments.
The results of the survey show that the majority of respondents are negative about the disintegration of
the USSR, or assess the event rather negatively than positively.Answering the question about the causes
of the collapse of the USSR, the respondents gave arguments that have parallels in modern historical
science. For example, many respondents were inclined to believe that this event was the result of a
whole range of reasons for foreign and domestic policy, in particular, economic and others. Despite the
fact that only a small part of the respondents faced the problem of separation of families, the need to
move to another country, all noted the humanitarian aspect of the problem. Despite the tragedy of this
event, many respondents noted not only negative, but positive consequences of the collapse of the
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Soviet Union. The results of such surveys are of interest not only from the event point of view, they allow
to reveal the level of development of historicism of thinking, the influence of the media on the worldview
of Russians, the ways of forming historical myths.
