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THE PROBLEM OF GOOD AND EVIL IN APOLOGIST
AND EARLY PATRICULTURE

Abstract. In the presented article, the problem of good and evil in the theocentric worldview in the Late
Antiquity is considered. An attempt to resolve the main antinomy of Christianity about a world lying in
evil, but also a good creation of God, receives its consistent all-round explication in medieval philosophy.
However, the apologists, preserving continuity with the apostolic tradition, did not try to find an
explanation for the existence of suffering and misfortunes in the world due to the fact that Christ, His
Personality and Sacrifice is the main thing in the narrative. An analysis of the written sources of the early
Christian period testifies to the lack of desire to justify God or to evaluate His deeds. It is proved in the
paper that the attention of the authors of this epoch was focused on the idea of gaining a good beyond
the outside world, understanding the essence of good and evil in an anthropological sense. But by the IlI
century there was a new tendency in the assessment of this problem. A key feature of written sources is
the desire to avoid issues related to the emergence of evil, in view of the existing fears to undermine
faith in the mercy of God. Every evil is interpreted as a test of the spiritual forces of man. It is established
that in the Middle Ages the loss of the fundamental principles characteristic for the period of apologetics
leads to the fact that Western European philosophy, while remaining within the boundaries of theism,
gradually loses the early Christian principles, based on attention to the image of the God-man, His
Person. This circumstance has caused the changes in the fundamental foundations of philosophical
thought, aimed at finding and determining the ontological status of evil, solving the theodicy problem.

Abstract. Opposition of individual and public (single and common, private and collective etc.) defines
functioning and development of any social phenomenon. No social object exists besides this. The
statement about the opposition of individual and social in social phenomena is ambiguous, and its
content is problematic. This ambiguity is caused by the fact that such opposition goes through the
changes depending on social phenomena’s based on the opposition of individual and public inside them.
Some of the difficulties that arise in interpreting it are discussed in the article. It is revealed that they
have objective grounds in the unequal representation of the sides of this opposition in phenomena (up to
the dominance of one of them) and at the same time in the ambiguity of the concepts "social"
("collective", "general") depending on the social context, in the inability of researcher to identify this
opposition. In the article there is analysis of such situations. For example in some situations “public”
could be different from “public”, “collective” and “common” in another situations. Sometimes even more
difficult to have situations where exists only one part of opposition. Possible solutions of the difficulties is
in the consideration of the phenomena in the historically concrete context of their existence, in the
analytical work on clarifying the content of concepts. The analysis of the problem is based on the idea of
the determining significance of this opposition in the development of social phenomena.

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TRADITIONALISM AND CONSERVATISM:
DIALOGUE BETWEEN CHURCH AND STATE IN CONTEXT
OF HISTORICAL EXPERIENCE OF EASTERN SLAVIC CIVILIZATION

Abstract. The thesis has been put forward, according to which the significance of traditionalism as a
phenomenon of spiritual culture consists in its inherent intention for the protection of spiritual
foundations. This intention turns out to be especially in demand during the period of social crises,
because the actual traditionalism among the Eastern Slavs is an imperative of powerful statehood,
capable of surviving in an extremely tough geopolitical environment. It has been traditionalism that in
many respects contributed to the endowment of State and state power with the status of a legitimate
and sacred phenomenon. This is typical of the East Slavic civilization, throughout the existence of which
the activity of the Orthodox Church was closely associated with State and the state-building. And
although religiosity is not necessarily in correlation with traditionalism and, moreover, cannot be reduced
to fundamentalism, the role of religious traditions in ensuring the stable functioning of State or in its
discredit may be significant. The problem of traditionalism in the development of Christian society,
involving the consideration of the specific features of the dialectic of traditions and innovations, arises
with the emergence of Christianity and has an ontological basis.

Considering the features of traditionalism in the structure of the Orthodox world, the author emphasizes
the role of the conservative tradition in Russian socio-philosophical thought, for it is in it that the
problem of the relationship between church and state that interests us is presented most
representatively. An analysis has been also made of the peculiarities of the relationship between state
and church in Russian philosophy. Concepts of S. L. Frank, N. A. Berdyaev, and V. S. Solovyov are the
subject of the consideration. Focusing on their creativity has provided an opportunity not only to reveal
the connection of traditionalism with various types of conservatism, but also to characterize the positive
significance of conservatism in ensuring the historical continuity of cultural development, including
religion, because in a dynamically developing society it must be updated permanently.

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Abstract. The article deals with a process of communication between students of a classical university,
which form different groups: those who live in the city where the university is located (Nizhny Novgorod),
nonresident and foreign students. It is considered a group of entrants, especially in the question of
professional orientation. A sample population was 688 respondents of age from 17 to 24 years. There
were six groups depending from the place of location. The features of communicative culture were
compared on the basis of the research materials "Faculty Habitus" and the socialization of the students
of the classical university (case of Lobachevsky State University of Nizhny Novgorod). The results of the
study show that the Nizhny Novgorod students continue to maintain their previous social ties, but
visitors tend to develop new ones among their classmates. It is showing that by rural students an
adaptation is more difficult tea by cities students. Rural students need a support by side relatives. To
research of cultural communications of different groups can be useful for the educational work and
development of institute of supervision in university. An accounting of socio and cultural peculiar
properties can be help adaptive students to modern university environment. But university is the
organization which can form adaptive and communicate competens of students.

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ANTHROPOLOGY OF LOCAL AUTHORITIES
IN MODERN RUSSIA: DEVOLUTION OR IINVOLUTION?
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Abstract. The article deals with the formation and development of local authorities in modern Russia.
Local power is considered in a broad sense, as "power institutions acting on the periphery, in the Russian
Federation - at the level of the subjects of the Russian Federation, local self-government" (National Law
Encyclopedia). The main stages of the formation of local authority and its evolution in the context of
strengthening the power vertical have been singled out, which has contributed to a change in its status,
powers and character. The most important element of any system of power, including municipal, is its
human resource, that is, those people who exercise power. These are elected representatives (deputies,
heads of representative and executive bodies), as well as state civil and municipal employees. Personnel
is the most important element needed for effective work of government bodies. On the other hand, the
official personifies power and reflects the existing system of government. The peculiarity of Russia is that
despite repeated attempts to democratize the system of public administration, in the final analysis, the
tendency to strengthen the managerial vertical and approve a centralized (authoritarian) model of
governance wins. The article deals with the processes of formation and development of state and
municipal service. The legal basis of the state civil and municipal service, social and demographic portrait
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of state and municipal employees are disclosed. The analysis of the personnel structure is based on
official statistical information and allows us to trace the trends in the number of employees by
categories, as well as their ag and educational characteristics. The study of the staff of the regional state
and municipal service also includes an analysis of the motivation of the work of officials and their life
strategies. This is an important anthropological aspect of power, which reveals its practices at the
personal level, a system of values and goals. Considerable attention is paid to characterizing the
problems of local authorities, including corruption.

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FEATURES OF PROFESSIONAL IDENTITY
OF MODERN TEACHER (REGIONAL ASPECT)

Abstract. According to many studies, a key condition for the effectiveness of professional activity is a high
level of identification with the profession and its professional group. Therefore, the study of the features
of the modern teacher identity promotes to better understanding the problems, contradictions and
professional deadlocks existed in the Russian education system, including the regional level. The aim of
the study is to reveal factors influencing the teacher’s professional identity in the Republic of Mordovia
based on empirical material. The features of the professional identification of teachers in the Republic of
Mordovia were explored based on questionnaire survey data. The formation level of the teacher’s
professional identity is determined by the categories "wanting to leave the profession" and
"commitment to the profession." The impact of age, working experience, gender, place of residence,
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social well-being of respondents was analyzed. The survey was conducted in 2017 among teachers of the
Republic of Mordovia (n = 400). In interpreting quantitative data, the results of a pilot focus group
conducted in June 2018 among rural teachers in the Republic of Mordovia are used as an additional
source of information. A two-stage cluster analysis was used to analyze the answers to the question
about possible reasons for leaving the teacher profession. The four groups of respondents were
identified with the predictors as "professional burnout" (30 %), "low salary" (25 %), "error in choice of
profession" (18 %) and "commitment to the profession"(27 %). The group of respondents demonstrating
their commitment to the profession consists mainly of rural teachers aged 40 years and over, with more
than 20 years of working experience. Based on the socio-demographic characteristics of teachers with
commitment to teaching, we can assume that their position is largely determined by "cost estimates"
because of possible losses and inconveniences in the case of leaving the teacher’s profession. However,
this supposition can be clarified or corrected in the framework of a larger-scale sociological study.

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A NONLOCAL QUANTUM-SYNERGETIC ONTOLOGY
OF THE ARCHETYPES OF SOCIAL DEVELOPMENT:
RHYTHMOCASCADE SCHEDULE OF WARS AND REVOLUTIONS

Abstract. When studying the history of large social communities, the quasi-organismic nature of their
development was repeatedly noted. Starting with the classical ideas of Toynbee, Sorokin, Gumilev, we
can observe the integral temporal fabric of life of macro- and megahistory of mankind. It is natural to ask
about the mechanisms of retention of the relevant integrity for huge time periods and possible laws of
their development. As the main mechanism for maintaining integrity can be considered a social myth,
implemented in the networks of human communication. According to the logic of myth formation, it
would have to be local in terms of time and space, limited by the geographical locus of this cultural
tradition and the times of three or four generations, but this is only partly so. In large periods of time, the
myth seems to live in the form of archetypes of the social unconscious much longer than the life of ethnic
groups and States. It has archetypal character and is delocalized on huge spaces and times that gives rise
to a hypothesis about a distant order of social archetypes and their synchrony in different civilizational
locuses. The explanation of this phenomenon is offered in the language of quantum-synergetic
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representations of EPR macro-quantum correlations of people consciousness that was first discussed by
K. Jung and V. Pauli. The proof of the long-range order of the social unconsciousness archetypes is carried
out by the adapted method of rhythmocascades, and the presence of homologous series of the vast
majority of major wars and revolutions in Europe during the last 400 years is shown. It is hypothesized
that the wars are located on a two-period lattice of 128 and 90 years, and respectively reflected the life
of passionar archetypes of the Western world. The extrapolation forecast of these regularities for
possible wars and revolutions of the XXI century is considered. The prospects of large anthropological
transition in the middle of our century are discussed.

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RESOURCES AND POSSIBILITIES OF THE REDIAL ACTION
IN MOSCOW ON THE EVE OF THE EVENTS OF DECEMBER 1905

Abstract. The article presents the results of an analysis of some aspects of training and the conditions for
the deployment of mass armed unrest in December 1905 in Moscow. It is about the preparation of one
of the first new types of insurgent actions in a large city, the characteristic features of which was a
combination of partisan methods of fighting the directional actions of the unarmed crowd. It is
emphasized that the specificity of the urbanized environment made possible the formation of a powerful
hotbed of terrorist activity. At the same time, sources have been identified, from which the rebel forces
drew cadres for participation in insurgent events. The line of the organizers of the armed underground
for involvement in the ranks of terrorist groups of representatives of a wide range of radical anti-
government forces grouped on the basis of territorial production, socio-corporate and ethnic
characteristics was noted. A general idea of the militants' weapons is drawn up, attention is drawn to the
presence in the hands of militants of particularly dangerous extremist structures of weapons of the
newest systems of foreign production. The level of military qualification of the ultra is analyzed, the basic
tactical methods of extremists developed by military specialists and characterized by a high degree of
adaptation to the street war theater are defined. The moral and psychological attitude of terrorists ready
to unleash a civil war is assessed. Attention is drawn to the peculiarities of the city's theater of insurgent



actions, conditions were noted which, as favors, also complicated the insurgent work. The correlation of
forces between the terrorist camp and government troops on the eve of the uprising is considered, as
well as the degree of readiness of the army units to counteract the guerrilla-terrorist tactics of the
insurgents. Conclusions are drawn about the strength of the rebels' initial positions and the existence of
a set of factors that favored the plans of revolutionary extremists.

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ABOUT CAUSES OF THE (NO-)REFERENCES ABOUT SLAVIC
PAGANISM IN WEST-EUROPEAN SOURCES (VI-XIlIl CENTURIES)

Abstract. Author search of causes, why in beginning of XI century appears a lot information about Slavic
pagan pantheon by West-European authors, and why it was no facts about it before. Later the number of
such texts will grow in the XII=XIII centuries and even in later times, when the phenomenon of paganism
itself would disappear (that’s why from the XIV century some of the new sources will contain speculation
and falsification; but earlier texts have a high degree of certainty). The result was the emergence of a
second corpus of such sources after the Old Russian in terms of volume in the Slavic world — about the
religion of the Polabian-Baltic Slavs. Also, there is an analyze what was the reason, what this sources
don’t speak about all communities, for example, Lusatian Serbs. Among the key reasons — the policy of
the German Emperor St Henry I, who in the confrontation with Poland in 1002-1018 forcedly attracted
the pagan people of Lutici (Lutician federation or Veleti union) to the war union, which in some way
legitimized Veleti not only politically, but also culturally and religiously in the eyes of German neighbors,
who had been conducting an attempt to conquer and Christianize for more than 200 years West Slavic
world. Author has a discussion with H. towmianski’s skeptical thesis, and looking in textual and
archeological sources of West Slavic paganism and especially pantheon.
