Abstract. In modern sciences that study human are widely used scientific methods which transfer results of
animals conscious researches on human conscious. It is possible because animals mental behavior is liken unto
human inner world. In this article we offer the critical view on the widespread practice of using human
psychology terms in description of animals behavior. Such practices lead to unperceived anthropomorphism.
This leads to assurance in absence of any divide between animals and humans. The author agrees that
following such assimilation is very convenient but there are no scientific or methodological reasons for that.
Conscious, self-report are the things which allow us to speak about the presence of human inner world.
However, if one base on the empirical research program, he can doubt the presence of conscious in everyone’s
mind except his own. Using human psychology terms leads to unconscious admission that animals have inner
mental world. We can talk about inner world presence only when we are sure that there is one who knows
what it means to be someone. When talking about human we must remember that he has self-report, but we
don’t know whether animals have anything like that. The result of this research can be formulated like that:
animals behavior for the greater part follow the rules of cause-and-effect relations, so there is no need to
interpret it as wishes, emotions and thoughts. Thereby there is no need in existence panpsychism hypothesis
which is so popular in sciences about human and animals today.

EVALUATION OF DIGITAL REALITY INNOVATIONS

Abstract. The boom of digitalization of all spheres of society’s activities is carried out outside the control
of the society itself, in whose interests, according to the statements of its organizers, it is initiated. It is
senseless to stop these processes, as well as globalization processes, but to find the harmony of positives
and negatives from innovations in the digital reality is necessary and scientists should be the initiators of
these processes. In the article, on the basis of modern concepts of the philosophy of science, as well as
the experience of designing large automated systems of organizational control, proposed social and
humanitarian criteria for evaluating digital innovations (productivity, safety, development, satisfaction).
The possibilities of using these criteria across the world community and Russia are analyzed. The
necessity of the transition from the technogenic to the socio-humanitarian civilization, the overcoming of
the technogenic dominance in the technological modes due to the transition to the VII socio-
humanitarian way is substantiated. A specific example of a qualitative assessment of the notion of “mass
chipization” of the population using the criteria proposed in the article is considered. Ideas and
conceptual foundations for the development of tools for scientific and applied research for designing
social systems with a digital reality are proposed. The post-non-classical cybernetics of self-developing
reflex-active environments (third order cybernetics) is considered as scientific support. For the design of
the technosphere (digital reality), the problem of becoming a practice-oriented socio-humanitarian area
is also relevant. In our opinion, this is a place for socio-humanitarian ergonomics. We believe that the
development of third-order cybernetics and socio-humanitarian ergonomics could lay the foundation for
the transition to a socio-humanitarian civilization and a VII socio-humanitarian technological stage.

THREE TYPES OF METAPHILOSOPHY

Abstract. In the article consider three different types of metaphilosophy. Metaphilosophy is presented by
the author as the problem of self-determination of philosophy. The rapidly changing of the world raises
the question of the place and purpose of philosophy. A large number of special sciences have a long since
expropriated the whole subject area. In this state, philosophy unwittingly adjoins separate scientific
disciplines, acting as a preliminary and vague speculation. According to D. Zilberman’s sharp remark
philosophy plays part of «entertainer». For this reason, a completely natural question arises about what
should be done and what exactly (methodologically) should philosophers themselves do? In the context
of such a large-scale question, this article is an attempt to determine the main ways to building of
metaphilosophy's position.

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RELIGIOUS INTENSIONS
IN RAYMOND KURTSVEYL'S TRANSHUMANITY

Abstract. This paper considers the ideas of transhumanism presented by the ideologist and guru of the
movement R. Kurzweil. It focuses on the basic provisions of the theory of R. Kurzweil, his vision of the
person of the future, his understanding of the nature of consciousness, brain functions, and the near
technogenic future of the “Singularity era.” Without “technological baptism” or obligatory augmentation
(modification of a body with biomechanical implants, gadgets, and chips) an outcast will be left outside
the civilization of “deities and semi-deities.” The author accentuates a religious component and religious
aspects of the ideas of transhumanism which presently change the frame of the western civilization and
human conscience in a consumer society. The purpose of this paper is to show the traces of Kurzweil’s
religious ideas which are implicit and not directly reflected, and which literally “idolize” evolution.
Evolution has a nature of acceleration at each subsequent stage (exponentially) and expectation of a
wonderful event — the Singularity era. R. Kurzweil as a new technological guru educates his adherents for
a different reality. Transhumanism accentuates the possibility of expanding thinking abilities and creating
various alternatives — artificial intelligence (Al), mind uploading, and cryotechnologies. The post-
transhumanistic vision grants the right to its followers to dismember, dissect, and connect various things,
to ignore individual consciousness, and in a religious context to show violence against a soul as well as to
form certain hybrids and to call the former as “evolution victory.” There arises a burning question
whether transhumanists are ready to leave freedom of choice to those who don't want to join a global
experiment of the Singularity era. A new model of the world religion and the person is being created. The
model is based on transhumanism and a posthuman with a postulate “a fusion is inevitable or get
robotized or die.”

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Abstract. The article emphasizes the idea that the face of the danger of depopulation regime for the
reproduction of Russia's population, currently demographic policy (federal, regional and municipal) in the
first place puts the task of forming a stable value orientation and behavior in the young population,
which is aimed at the creation of families with two children — "necessarily", and families with three
children — "very desirable"! The authors focus on the analysis of value orientations and peculiarities of
the manifestation of the matrimonial behavior of student youth, identify the main social factors shaping
behavior, peculiarities of the marriage selection, premarital acquaintances, attitude to the registration of
marriage, the stability of marriage, the probability of its disintegration, satisfaction with marriage,
reproductive attitudes. Particular attention is paid to the aspects of premarital matrimonial behavior of
young people, their unsuccessful, pleasant and safe attempts to "reconcile" such behavior with the
passage of studies at the university. For the empirical confirmation of their conclusions, the authors use
the results of a number of sociological surveys on the topic of problems of the pre-marital behavior of
the student of the youth of the Urals, Western Siberia and the Volga region, conducted in 1999-2017 at
the Institute of Economics of the Ural Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences. "Do young Russians
need a family?" — the authors of the article "with figures in their hands" give the answer "No doubt, YES",
and show the stable traditional commitment of Russians to such basic value orientations as "good family
and children", "personal and family health" , "housing and material prosperity," "peace, harmony,
morality. The authors believe that intra-family relations within the framework of "fathers and children"
lay the foundation for the life values, orientations and economic behavior of young people, and to a large
extent predetermine the contours and content of their family and working life.

Personal problems of employees, family and domestic conflicts in their
environment - this topic is poorly understood and, moreover, is closed for discussion and comprehensive
publicity by the Ministry of Internal Affairs. Nevertheless, taking into account the complexity of the
workers, family and living conditions of the staff, it is necessary to recognize the work of a specialist with
this category of families. Employees of law enforcement agencies, especially if we mean the family-
household aspect of their lives — these are ordinary people and, of course, it is precisely employees who
can not have any special methods of working on family problems. Another thing is that there is a
specificity of the profession that can be manifested in family situations. The article highlights the urgency
of the problem of family and domestic conflicts in the families of law enforcement officers, the
importance of social work in the direction of prevention of this phenomenon is noted, which is confirmed
by the results of the conducted research in one of the district departments of the Private Security Service
of Barnaul (Altai region). Under the new legislation, the family is included in the list of categories for the
provision of a wide range of social services, based on the new legislation in the field of social services, the
family of an ATS employee is included in the list of categories of citizens who can be provided with social



services on the new conditions. For this category, a wide range of social services is provided, based on
individual family circumstances that worsen or may worsen the conditions of the family's life.

Abstract. According to WHO, chronic diseases in children are characterized by their long duration and
generally slow progression. The most recognized chronic diseases are asthma, diabetes, oncological
diseases, cerebral palsy, ADHD, obesity and many others. For the past 20 years the prevalence of chronic
diseases with children has been on the rise. Depending on the kind of chronic disease, its nature, cause of
the onset or psychomotor development, the needs of children suffering from chronic diseases, and the
needs of their families, vary. The basic need of a child with chronic disease is the need to be accepted by
the family and friends and acquaintances, to be in physical contact with a close person. A specific need is
the increased need of care, health care, stimulation and rehabilitation. The role of social work is,
therefore, to identify the needs of children and their families, respect these needs, build a relationship
with the family and win the family over for cooperation and, last but not least, identify community
resources for assistance and use them efficiently. The use of the family-centred approach in social work
assumes improving of social and environmental factors in the family (better functioning, satisfaction with
social support), lower level of stress factors, higher satisfaction with services and greater well-being of
the involved parties. The objective of the article is to point to these needs, and to what is the impact of a
chronic child disease on the family and on the needs of appropriate services, particularly early
intervention service which, however, is not covered by the current legislation.

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Abstract. Fundamental changes in the form of Russian economy (the transition to a planned economy in
the early XX century and again the transition to a market economy at the end of the same century)
strongly and ambiguously influenced the financial behavior of the population. In modern conditions, of
particular relevance are studies aimed at studying the dynamics of the development of certain aspects of
financial behavior of the population in specific historical conditions. As a hypothesis of the study, the
following thesis was put forward: "the credit behavior of the population is largely rooted, but the
transformation of the main credit practices is gaining momentum." The methodological basis of the study
was the historical and sociological approach, which required the study of the history of the credit
behavior of the population of Russia and the analysis of reality. The analysis of the works of Russian
authors devoted to the history of consumer credit in Russia allowed to reveal the peculiarities of credit
behavior of Russians in the past. To assess the current state of credit behavior was performed statistical
analysis of data on the volume of lending to individuals and implemented the author's probing
sociological research. The peculiarity of the sociological research was its object-students studying in the
universities of Volgograd. The choice was based on the need to study the "continuity" of credit practices.
This study was implemented in Volgograd in December 2017 — January 2018 by the method of
spontaneous sampling, the sample size was 404 questionnaires, the task of sample representation was
not set. The assessment "past-present-future" made it possible to describe in detail the credit practices
of the population, to demonstrate their rootedness and dynamics of changes.

Abstract. Cultural analysis of medical texts, including the popular ones, is the trend, which is intensively
developed in the contemporary world and domestic discourse. It makes it possible to create the lost
integrity and to include specific medical phenomena in the field of the many-sided humanitarian study.
The authors of present article undertook cultural analysis non-classical and publicist texts of the XIX
century for the reconstruction of the mosaic picture of medical practice in the sphere of female health. It
is revealed, how under the spreading of scientific ideas and efforts of doctors the healthy habits and heal
thy way of life gradually but steadily penetrate to the culture of everyday life, how harmful phenomena
that had been supported by the tradition or by the fashion slow vanished. The article reviews the
changes related to physiology and functionality of woman's cloth, practice of the child-bearing and
obstetric clinical practice, the popularization of physical culture and new sport entertainments,
popularization of cosmetic procedures and body maintenance. The authors make accent on how new
trends in the sphere of medicine practice change cultural paradigm of the epoch as a whole. In particular,
the physical ideal of the epoch changed, new notion of the family and the gender roles appeared,
attitude to the marriage and status of parent transformed, the new concepts of upbringing established.
Despite the fact that many new methods, proposed by doctors were not scientifically substantiated and
later were recognized as a misleading, the whole cultural situation changed to better in general.
