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Introduction. The article analyzes the relationship of ideology with the metaphysical picture of the
world, as well as the ideal ideas of Russian society about the nature of their state and about the
fundamental elements of the state identity of their state "we". Ideologies allow all key elements of
society to be brought into a meaningful system, target it to collective action and also allow you to
determine by whom and how the “historically significant choice of landmarks and ways of civilizational
development should be carried out”. Therefore, questions about how modern ideologies are formed are,
extremely relevant.

Methods. There are represented materials for substantive understanding of the ideological
positions of the state presented in the Constitution of the Russian Federation. Methods of dialectical
logic, comparative and typology analysis, method of interdisciplinary synergy was used.

Results. ldeologies about ideology are very heterogeneous: they either represent it as the
dominant force of social development, or completely deny it. However, the nature of the forms of the
equivalent being of ideal principles is such that they self-grow only in the process of social conversion.
Therefore, the mentioned variety of ideological interpretations is quite natural. To move in this direction,
the ideas laid down in the Constitution must be actively addressed, must be discussed, comprehended,
compared with philosophical maxims and with modern practices. The modern economic system of
society is focused on the massive processing of the “substance” of nature, culture and man, society, has
come close to intervening in the “first order” sphere of production that has not changed until now —in
the sphere of man’s production. Worldview and ideological choices may become dominant in favor of
cyber-trans-humanism, in favor of establishing progressiveness and abandoning the “old” man of the
cyber-state. The main scenario of the future is the movement towards preserving the nature of the social
(anthropomeric) state.

Conclusions. 1t is concluded that the position of the social state should be the subject of active
attention in connection with the alternative perspective of the future of the XXIlI century.
