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RUSSIA'S POLICY IN SOUTH SIBERIA: THE DEVELOPMENT OF
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Maiminsk Secondary School No. 1, Manzherok, Altai Republic (Russia)
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Introduction. Throughout its history, Russia has tended to expand its territory, primarily in the east.
The fall of Kazan and the defeat of the Siberian Khanate allowed to begin the process of mastering
Siberia. The aim of the study is to examine the peculiarities of Russian foreign policy in the Siberian
region, in particular with regard to the lands of Steppe and Gorny Altai in the period of the 17th — early
XVIIl centuries. To achieve this goal, it is necessary to solve the following tasks: first, to consider the
development of land in Southern Siberia and the advancement of Russian explorers deep into the Gorny
Altai, secondly, to raise the problem of the eastern direction in Russian foreign policy and its relationship
with the Dzungar Khanate.

Methods. The article was prepared on the analysis of the historical literature on the subject raised.

Results. Moving to the south of Siberia, Russian explorers faced opposition from the Teleuts.
Relations with them were controversial throughout the 17th century, only at the end of the century did
the Teleuts bring Shert to the Russian Tsar. During the XVII century. The tribes of the Northern Altaians
were included in Russia: the Tubalars, the Kumandins, the Chelkans, and the southern ones — the bodies
and some of the Teleuts. Since 1619, relations were established with Dzungaria. Russian-Dzhungar
relations were characterized by contradictions and mutual claims. They achieved particular acuity during
the reign of Peter the Great and Tsevan-Rabdan, in particular because of territorial disputes over Gorny
Altai.

Conclusions. It can be noted that the particularities of the country's foreign policy during this period
were greatly influenced by the dependence of the course on the personality of the ruler, in particular
Emperor Peter the Great, Galdan-Boshoktu Khan, and Tsevan-Rabdan. The study also revealed the
interrelation of events in southern Siberia and Central Asia and events in the central part and in the
western direction of Russia, which in many respects contributed to the slowdown in the development of
Russia of the lands of Gorny Altai.
