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PROLEGOMENES TO ONTOLOGY
OF NEOCLASSICAL PHILOSOPHY

Introduction. The situation in which modern philosophy finds itself today is fundamentally
different, in many respects incomparable with various types of philosophizing and the construction of
metaphysical systems of the past. Conceptual changes and shifts in modern philosophical science
concern not only the revision of the general picture of the world, but also the explication of new
categories and principles that underlie the emerging type of rationality — neoclassical philosophy.

Materials and Methods. Despite the fact that in modern Russian philosophy, post-structuralism and
after-postmodernism, with their methodological attitudes of anti-systemic, paralogical, irrationalism and
general post-apocalypticism, are the main reflexive and methodological vector of research of both
fundamental fundamentals and different fluctuations discourse begins to form a new request for the
formulation and development of a new philosophical system.

Results. This request is primarily determined by the realities of modern society, which is in a state
of ontological gap and the formation of a new system of self-organization. The total digitalization of
modern life, the penetration of the Internet and IT technologies into all areas and processes of social
communication, the formation of the digital economy and globalization, pose a new challenge for
philosophy — a critical understanding of the achievements of modern scientific and technological
progress.

Discussion and Conclusions. It becomes clear that philosophy in its previous form does not have an
adequate theoretical and methodological potential and does not meet the challenges of the modern era.
The formation of a synergistic picture of the world, the emergence of a new type of rationality, changes
in the humanitarian paradigm underlie the emerging neoclassical philosophy. The purpose of this article
is to reveal the main content, reflexive models and the potential of neoclassical philosophy in the context
of the formation of a new ontology that meets the requirements of the modern era. To achieve this goal,
it is necessary to perform the following tasks: identify the essential features of the neoclassical picture of
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the world, define the modern type of determinism, identify the underlying principle of neoclassical
philosophy, as well as define its main category.
