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LEGENDS ABOUT TRIBAL HEROES AS A REFLECTION OF THE
PAGAN CULTS OF THE MARI

Introduction. In the context of deep and comprehensive changes in society, attention to the
spiritual culture of past eras has increased significantly. It is very relevant to consider the pagan cult of
the Mari, which makes it possible to identify specific features in the religious ideas of the Mari, their
development and interaction for a long time. On the one hand, this problem is important from the point
of view of public consciousness, since the natural cults of the Mari people were part of the ideological
views of the ancient population and were reflected in various aspects of their life activity. On the other
hand, at present the Mari people are practically the only people who have preserved their ancient
religion. But modern Mari maps (“priesthood”) largely lost traditional knowledge during the Soviet
period.

In this regard, the study of this topic is very relevant both in theoretical terms and in practical —
preservation of ancient traditions.

Research methods. In this article, the following methods were used: comparative historical method
of system-structural analysis and an integrated approach.

The main ideas of the study, the results obtained and their discussion. The cult of nature, the cult of
ancestors in the Mari legend can be traced for a long time and most clearly reflects the evolution of Mari
paganism. The main purpose of the article is to study the pagan cults of the Mari in the period of the
disintegration of the clan system and its reflection in the legends about tribal heroes. The main sources
of research are three main groups: archaeological and folklore materials, as well as written sources,
presented by notes of Russian and foreign authors who visited the territory of the Volga region.

Conclusions. The research results are important for understanding the genesis of the horse cult.
