Introduction. The article presents the investigation of how patterns of acceptance of natural science
knowledge are fixed in the current culture, and how the characteristics of the subject connects with the mecha-
nisms that describe cognitive activity. The author analyzes the phenomenon of knowledge accepting and con-
nects it first with the pragmatics of the subject's interaction with the surrounding world. The relevance of the
work is due to changes related to how modern people work with information, including scientific knowledge.

Methods. The article bases on the combination of methods of philosophical analogy and a comparative
method. The objects of comparison are the complex of ideas about the procedure for accepting and justifying
knowledge in the philosophy of science on the one hand and in everyday culture (folk-epistemology) on the
other.

Results. The acceptance of knowledge in philosophy of science is directed from the development of a cer-
tain set of hypotheses to their subsequent verification and refutation of the most of them. This means that this
process is a process of disconnection, while the folk-epistemological mechanism can be described as an additive
process: the acceptance of new knowledge is "added" or "built up" on previously accepted beliefs.

Conclusion. The considered mechanism for accepting knowledge is set by the context of the situation and
the social properties of the cognizing subject. We propose a definition of an additive mechanism for accepting
knowledge and ways to distinguish it from mechanisms that describe other cognitive practices.

Introduction. The purpose of the article is to show the evolution of creativity in the consumer society.

Methods. Comparative-historical method and dialectics.

Results. Traditionally, creativity is associated with the fact that previously hidden from our senses, in a
sense sacral, essence of creativity begins to emerge, to become tangible by creating some new, previously
non-existent product. Over the centuries, the public perception of what should be considered creative has not
undergone significant changes and has proved to be resistant to successive socio-political systems — creativi-
ty has traditionally been identified with the creation of beauty, which should meet the criteria of harmony and
aesthetics.

The society of consumption that emerged as a result of neoliberalism proclaimed the cult of constant
renewal and adaptation, which led to the emergence of a new type of man — "plasticine man" (according to
B.Yu. Kagarlitsky). The growth of information technologies, in turn, accelerates the expansion of cultural
standardization. These changes have affected the nature of creative work. The economy does not need a sin-
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gle "creator" who creates his masterpieces at the cost of painful, sometimes fruitless, attempts over long
years; on the contrary, the process of production of new "products with added creative value" should be max-
imally curtailed in time and, figuratively speaking, put on stream.

Conclusion. "Genuine" creativity, as an activity aimed at creating a new product, which, among other
things, should also have a certain social utility, is gradually replaced by a "creative surrogate", the purpose of
which is to shock the public by appealing to its primitive instincts and drives, while the public utility (as well
as other) is put beyond the scope of a creator.

Creativity having been heavily commercialized is increasingly losing its true purpose, turning from a
special gift into a product of mass consumption.

Introduction. Has the Postmodern Project completed? Or have the mutual influences of the economy of
Postfordism and Postmodern culture still not reached their point of “measure” necessary for the transition to a
new qualitative state of society? In order to find answers to these questions in article was analyzed postmod-
ern and post-postmodern philosophical concepts that have become the methodological basis for describing of
modern styles of architecture.

Methods. The article is devoted to analysis of postmodern and post-postmodern philosophical concepts
that have become the methodological basis for description of contemporary styles of architecture. To this aim
theoretical concept of modern architects Z. Hadid and P. Schumacher was analyzed and a new principle of
the “Post-Postmodern” era was identified — continuous change within all systems and their interactions. In
particular, article shows the influence of post-structuralism, deconstructivism, social constructivism,
synergetics, dynamism, and digimodernism on the formulation of parametric architecture’s principles.

Results. As a result of a comparative analysis of the architectural concept of Zaha Hadid LTD Bureau
and the ideas of philosophers of postmodernism in the article was concluded that modern conceptualization of
architecture indicates a significant impact of culture on the nature of the economy and the public world order.
A modern architect is capable of forming “cultural codes” of his era within the framework of his “style”.

Conclusion. The article concludes that contemporary conceptualization of architecture testifies the sig-
nificant influence of culture on nature of economy and public world order. Like in 60s of XX century post-
modernism as philosophical approach arose as a continuation of ideas of architectural postmodernism in
Postpostmodern era new architectural styles and socio-cultural issues reflected there can provide the basis for
actual philosophical generalizations.

Results. Based on research done, the authors put forward the supposition that the existing coordi-
nate system lacks a socio-ethical dimension. The coronavirus pandemic, which made all the basic insti-
tutions of civilization shaky, is a good example of how precarious and unpromising the situation of
technogenic civilization is under current conditions. The article reveals the position about the need to
form a new ethical system, a new worldview that will be able to objectively reflect and give a sober
assessment of the processes taking place in the digital and physical world. The formation of a new par-
adigm, which will be based on social and ethical considerations, is a lifeline for mankind in a crisis of
the main categories of civilization and culture. The new worldview will prevent the destruction of what
has been built up over the centuries, and will become a platform for further progress, taking into ac-
count the human dimension.

Conclusion. As a result of the study taken authors cam to conclusion about the need to consolidate
private and fragmented initiatives aimed at ensuring stable and sustainable development into a compre-
hensive program that can take into account the features and interests of all participants in public pro-
cesses and will be aimed at creating a human-oriented coordinate system. Results achieved within the
research may be used in the interdisciplinary field of research on civilizational processes.

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METHODOLOGICAL FEATURES OF THE STUDY OF MODERN MYTH

Introduction. This article discusses the problem of studying the methodological features of the modern
myth as a cultural universal in the context of the attitudes and principles of post-non-classical science. The
purpose of the article is to show that modern scientific methodological approaches developed in the frame-
work of post-non-classical science make it possible to see and understand those processes and phenomena
that will help significantly bring together and coordinate the contradictions between science and myth , turn-
ing their interaction within culture as a whole into a productive and mutually beneficial process.

Methods. A special place in the article is devoted to the analysis of two basic scientific approaches to
myth. The first of them can be called classic. In it, the myth is presented as an exclusively archaic phenome-
non and is characterized as a legend about gods and heroes, which was characteristic of peoples in antiquity,
and in modern culture, as science as a whole developed, it was successfully overcome. With this approach,
myth is considered as a pre-logical form of thinking that arose at the dawn of mankind, is not peculiar to ra-
tional man and pushes him to self-deception. The second approach considers myth as the basic universal of
culture, characteristic of man at all stages of its development. With this approach, the myth is responsible for
the formation of the field of value meanings. And therefore, plays an extremely important role in human life.
Such a myth is characteristic of human consciousness at all stages of its development. The second approach
to myth in the twentieth century was presented by outstanding researchers (A.F. Losev, E. Cassirer, K. G.
Jung, M. Eliade, C. Levy-Strauss, Yu. M. Lotman, K. Hiibner, J. Campbell and others) and is in terms of the
study of myth, the most promising, because it allows you to overcome the narrow specialization of individual
scientific branches. To do this, it is necessary to consider the myth syncretically, as a whole, taking into ac-
count its ontology. However, the second approach requires taking into account a number of methodological
guidelines that correspond to the basic principles of post-non-classical science and are presented in the article.

Results. The main ones can be reduced to the following. Due to its unique plasticity, the myth leaves
room for its speculation in accordance with constantly changing circumstances. And so it remains elusive for
the researcher. Being a universal of culture, myth is peculiar to man at all stages of his development and plays
a very important role in his life, forming a field of meaningful meanings. And these meanings will always
live up to expectations. So, a myth becomes an image of a fact and a fact of consciousness, controlling it. And
therefore, a person will always be in the myth of culture and carry his myth in himself, changing myths as
they develop.

Conclusion. The use of methods and approaches of post-non-classical science can help to better under-
stand myth as a basic cultural universal and its functioning in society.

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ACTOR-NETWORK THEORY AS AN EXPRESSION OF CRISIS
OF NEW TIME RATIONALITY’S FOUNDATIONS
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Introduction. Holding to the subject-oriented position, the authors consider, primarily in a critical sense,
the actor-network theory (ANT) in the version of Bruno Latour. The claims to it are formulated and argued,
mainly in terms of its inherent reductionism and relationalism.

Methods. The article is built in the conceptual reconstruction strategy. It implies «simultaneous» con-
sideration of the researched material both in the author’s and interpreter’s logic.

Results. ANT does not solve the productive theoretical problems to which it refers. First of all, the
problem of the fundamental ontological insufficiency of causal discourse and the meaningful discrepancy of
the description and explanation procedures caused by it. The holes in the foundations of modern rationality
discovered by Latour — indisputable reductionism and, as a result, the lack of simplicity of the method of
knowledge and insensitivity to the unique subject of knowledge — are not being overcome by the actor-
network theory itself. On the contrary, reductionism in it is growing: an interobjective actant-rhizome net-
work is taken as a model of the described reality.

Conclusion. ANT is correlated with certain tendencies in modern scientific and social practices. It is al-
so a provocative expression of New Time rationality’s crisis condition.

Introduction. From a critical point of view, the article considers the phenomena of globalization
and consumption society as dominants of the development of modern history. Globalization is seen as a
social project generated by Western civilization and culture, essentially of an economic nature, repre-
sented by the interests of business (production, trade, financial). By the society of consumption, the
author understands the symbiosis of the world mass production of goods and services, and of the same
large-scale mass consumption. The author compares the Western form of globalization and the con-
sumption society with the destructive Leviathan, and P. Picasso's "Guernica" as an image of the torn
world of man and society. The author argues that science, under the influence of the Western globaliza-
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tion project and the consumption society, has become a factory for the production of mass values and
mass man, has become an appendage of the consumption society.

Methods. The main methods of research were critical analysis, a systematic approach and a
method of scientific design, which contributed to a comprehensive and critical analysis and prediction
of the development of the problem.

Results. The article considers the globalizing contexts of university science, which, according to
the author, is in a transitional state, between chaos and order. The most significant of them are: (a) the
loss by science of the status of an independent social institution, its transformation into a servant of
economics and politics; (b) the transformation of science into an instrument and ingredient of factory
production loyal to globalizing values of a mass educated labour and a developed mass consumer in a
global consumption society; (c) the de-structuring and diffusion of science, scientific values and goals
in a global consumption society. It is stated that the mainstream in the dynamics of science in the glob-
al consumption society was the movement from the classical academic Prussian educational system,
applied Anglo-American. Among the specific trends that destroy science, the author -calls
defundamentalization, commercialization, eroding ethical values, narrow specialization, formalization,
destruction of scientific schools, etc.

Conclusion. In conclusion, the author proposes the national security measures necessary to over-
come the emerging destructive trends.

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INTERACTION AS A BASIS OF SOCIAL ENVIRONMENT
MANAGEMENT IN PUBLIC LIBRARIES

Kursk State University, Kursk (Russia)

Introduction. The purpose of the study is to study the possibilities of interaction as a resource for build-
ing management models in the framework of public libraries. The relevance is due to the peculiarities of the
formation of the information society, which on the one hand provides unlimited opportunities for building
such models, and on the other hand "risks perpetuating inequality" (P. Brophy, J. Craven). The problem lies
in the need to resolve the contradiction between the existing experience of interaction in building a social
environment for people with disabilities in public libraries and the insufficient degree of its actualization in
the framework of existing research approaches.

Methods. The main approach chosen by the author in the study is informational, which characterizes
the social environment of public libraries in terms of management capabilities and related risks. The main
method of research is a questionnaire survey of employees of public libraries in Kursk, conducted in 2019
(N=168), the sample target is solid. Additional methods are unstructured interviews with the heads of public
libraries in Kursk (N=10) whose transcripts are given in the article and analysis of statistical information.

Results. The study solved two problems: determining the degree of readiness of employees of public li-
braries to interact with people with disabilities and disabilities, and building a model for managing the social
environment of public libraries and their interaction with special libraries. The results of the questionnaire
allow us to conclude that employees of public libraries in General are ready to organize their work in such a
way that the social environment in each particular organization and within the framework of interlibrary part-
nership contributes to the formation of a «creative person.

Conclusion. Models for managing this process should be built on the basis of interaction between the
subject and the object of the regional cultural field. There are certain barriers that affect their activity compo-
nents: insufficient qualification of employees, lack of sufficient material, information and other resources,
poor quality control of work.

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“FAILURES” AND “FORKS” OF RUSSIAN INNOVATIVE PROJECTS

Yu. A. Petrovskaya
Petrozavodsk State University, Petrozavodsk (Russia)

Introduction. The article is a review of the book "Innovations: debriefing. How Russian innovative en-
trepreneurs make mistakes" edited by D. M. Medovnikov. The relevance of the topic is due to objective sci-
entific contradictions in modern sociological theory, as well as acute social problems associated with the
transition of Russia to an innovative way of development. Modern sociological science cannot boast of a
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breakthrough in the study of the innovative personality as a social type in the conditions of Russian civiliza-
tion, while the formation of an innovative personality and its penetration into all spheres of public life gives
Russia the opportunity to switch to innovative tracks.

Methods. The article is based on the analysis of the book content through the prism of sociological the-
ories of the "fifth generation", which study nonlinear socio-cultural dynamics, processes of self-organization
of society, and a synergetic approach. In our analysis, we adhere to the approach that defines Russia not just
as a state, but as a special civilization with its fundamental values that differ from the values of "buying and
selling" (according to N. Wiener).

Results. The lack of tolerance in the Russian culture towards business mistakes significantly impover-
ishes the scientific base, research and practical experience in the field of innovative entrepreneurship and
leads to excessive mythologization of success in this area, especially at the stage of development of techno-
logical startups. In reality, success in the field of innovation is a fairly rare phenomenon that faces many diffi-
culties. The authors of the book present and analyze 15 cases of Russian innovative technology companies
and innovative entrepreneurs who made mistakes that led to serious difficulties in business of varying degrees
of depth. The description of cases is accompanied by an analysis of errors and their causes, as well as the
world practice of innovative technological activities.

Conclusion. The analyzed work and analysis of statistical data confirm the thesis that only a few of the
huge number of innovative technological projects that pass through the "funnel of venture financing" survive.

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SOCIAL ADAPTATION IN THE LABOUR MARKET AS A FACTOR
OF INTERREGIONAL MIGRATION OF UNIVERSITY GRADUATES

Introduction. The article examines the problem of social adaptation of University graduates in the labor
market and its impact on inter-regional migration of young people. The main purpose of this study is to confirm
the impact of social adaptation of University graduates in the labor market on inter-regional migration of young
people (for example, the Kemerovo region).

If the conditions of human life, individual personality traits or the quality of the local employment center
do not contribute to social adaptation in the labor market, then various options for incomplete or completely
failed adaptation are possible. This can lead to prolonged unemployment and affect the emotional-volitional and
material condition of the individual. One of the options for solving the problem of employment for graduates of
higher educational institutions may be inter-regional migration, in which the greatest impact on the development
of society is provided by labor migration (labor migration).

It is known that a significant proportion of the total number of internally displaced persons is occupied by
youth, as the most mobile and active part of the population, in need of self-realization and looking for an envi-
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ronment in which it could fully reveal itself. Against this background, it becomes relevant to study the internal
migration of young people who have received higher education, because it is the graduates of higher educational
institutions that play a crucial role in the development of the state at the regional and municipal levels. Conse-
quently, the development of regions depends on how adaptive they are, adapted to realize their potential (in their
region).

Methods. A questionnaire survey of graduates was used as the main research method.

Results. The study identifies factors that play a key role in the process of social adaptation of graduates in
the labor market, which prevent or promote their employment and professional realization in their native region
and influence their decision to move; it highlights indicators that can be used to identify the prospects for social
adaptation of students in the labor market; the hypothesis that the success of social adaptation in the labor market
directly affects the decision of graduates to migrate to other regions is confirmed.

Conclusion. Based on the identified factors and indicators in the framework of employment Centers, it is
possible to develop an effective program for the social adaptation of University graduates in the labor market and
prevent further outflow of labor from the regions.

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GODS OF POLABIAN-BALTIC SLAVS IN RUSSIAN LITERATURE
OF XVIII CENTURY. PART 1: SCIENTIFIC BOOKS

Introduction. The article discusses the material of Russian-language literature of the XVIII century in
scientific genre (history or mythology), dedicated to the pagan deities of the Polabian-Baltic Slavs. The pur-
pose of the study is to outline the scope of the described material, identify its sources and degree of reliability.

Methods. With the help of textual and historical analysis, the volume and limits of the information of-
fered by Russian researchers of the phenomenon are revealed. With the application of the comparative meth-
odology, an idea is achieved of which sources their data come from, which ideas the authors considered sup-
ported and which ones modified or criticized what was proposed by them for the first time. The method of
source study allows us to trace the further fate of the views expressed by them.

Results. The article deals with the books of four authors, who were first in Russian who work with the
religion of the Polabian-Baltic Slavs: V.N. Tatishchev, M.V. Lomonosov, M.D. Chulkov and M.I. Popov.
V.N. Tatishchev with two works devoted to history stood apart: his research in this area was not in demand
among his contemporaries, although he possessed great insight and deep appeal to the material. It is shown
how V.N. Tatishchev was dependent on foreign (primarily German and Polish) historiography. M.V.
Lomonosov limited his search in this area, giving them a chapter in “Ancient Russian History”. Trying to be
more critical of the material, nevertheless he made a number of inaccuracies that had a serious impact on the
subsequent literature. Already interacting in their works on mythology M.D. Chulkov and M.I. Popov mainly
relied on the development of M.V. Lomonosov, supplementing and changing his materials is not so signifi-
cant. In turn, these authors played a prominent role in the subsequent history of the cultural appeal to the
deities of the Polabian-Baltic Slavs. A large number of source studies are proposed in the literature for the
first time.

Conclusion. From the point of view of modern science, at first glance, the work of the XVIII century
seems unsuccessful: their authors do not know the sources well, trust the later interpretations of texts, in
which there is room for errors and even mystifications. A number of traits are attributed to the medieval Slavs
and their beliefs, which they did not actually possess; conversely, an understanding of their realities is com-
pletely incomplete. And yet, a number of the provisions of the literature in question have not lost their scien-
tific relevance and accuracy, and even more so it is impossible to deny its significant impact on later culture.

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DEVELOPMENT OF FORESTRY IN THE SECOND
TSAREVOKOKSHAYSKY FOREST AREA
OF THE TSAREVOKOKSHAYSKY COUNTY OF THE KAZAN
PROVINCE IN THE SECOND HALF OF THE XIX CENTURY

Introduction. The purpose of the article is to consider the state and main trends of forestry development
in the second Tsarevokokshaysky forest area of the Kazan Province. In the context of the difficult situation in
the modern forest sector of the Republic of Mari El and the country in a whole, the appeal to the historical
experience of forest management in the Mari region is of undoubted interest.

Methods. The study was carried out on the basis of the principles of historism, objectivity and
systemicity with using of historical-genetic, comparative-historical, historical-statistical and historical-
systemic methods. This allowed to analyze the presented facts and trace the dynamics of the most important
forest indicators for the second Tsarevokokshaysky forest area.

Results. In the second half of the XIX century, meteorological and soil conditions were generally favor-
able for tree growing and development of the economy in the second Tsarevokokshaysky forest area. More
than 90% of the forest soil here was occupied by coniferous plantations. Most of the treasury forest givings
was the object of forest management and the use of forest resources here was carried out in accordance with
the approved plan of economy. However, the efficiency of reforestation and protection of forests from illegal
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forest use was rather low. Profitability of forestry tended to growth due to the increase of the demand for
forest and timber, as well as the increase in the cost of wood in the country's markets.

Conclusion. On the basis of the materials of published sources, scientific literature and, in particular,
archival documents extracted from the funds of federal and regional state archives, the main quantitative and
qualitative indicators of forestry development in the second Tsarevokokshaysky forest area have been pre-
sented and analyzed. The state of the forest areas that have spoken here is characterized. The specifics of
forest management, protection of forest resources and forest profitability dynamics are revealed. The main
results and conclusions of the study have not only theoretical, but also undeniable practical significance for
the modern forest sector of the Republic of Mari EL
