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THE DOOMSDAY CLOCK AND THE MYTHOLOGIZATION
OF TIME IN THE DIGITAL AGE®

Introduction. The article is devoted to the study of the role of the Bulletin of Atomic Scientists maga-
zine and the metaphor "Doomsday Clock" used by this publication in the mythologization of time, character-
istic of the media sphere of digital society. Media in the digital age are undergoing a serious transformation of
temporal myths that construct social reality. The Doomsday Clock is one of the most important tools for re-
producing the eschatological myth in the modern digital world. The media image of this metaphor has a
strong influence on the formation of ideas about time.

Methods. The methodological project of the study is focused on the post-non-classical paradigm of
studying the mythologization of time. The analysis of the processes of transformation of temporal social my-
thology into digital form in the modern media environment makes a constructivist approach to the study of
social reality in demand. An important role in the study is played by the methodology of studying social time,
which involves a functional analysis.

Results. The Doomsday Clock, placed on the cover of the Bulletin of Atomic Scientists, has become a
recognizable media image symbolizing the unsolvability of global problems of humanity that can lead to its
death. In the modern media environment, the Doomsday Clock reproduces the eschatological myth in a new
digital format, visualizing fundamental planetary threats. By bringing the hands of the Clock to midnight and
predicting the imminent end of the World, the publishers of the Bulletin pursue the goal of clearly demon-
strating the seriousness of the impending danger of a planetary catastrophe. To do this, they use an apocalyp-
tic myth that has a huge potential for emotional impact. At the same time, the periodic decrease in the amount
of time before the death of the World (the count is already in seconds), with its simultaneous constant transfer
to the next year, leads to the mythologization of time.

Conclusion. The metamodern context of combining the incongruous characteristics of time represented
in the Doomsday Clock metaphor contributes to its perception at the mythological level. The mythology of
apocalyptic time sets the framework for social actions and defines the temporal modality of digital society.
