OF INTUITIVE KNOWLEDGE

Introduction. The article examines the psychological features of intuition in the context of postmodern
social action. The author emphasizes the uniqueness of the flow of intuitive processes as in cognition, as well
as the practical activity of the individual, living in the conditions of "flow" of existence, uninterrupted risks,
instability.

Methods. The presented study includes an analysis of various psychological trends and schools in the
study of the problem of intuition, as well as a systematic approach.

Results. In our country, such a symbiosis was not destined to take place due to not only a lack of tech-
nology, but also the prevailing rejection between psychological and neurophysiological schools. This deter-
mined the relevance of the topic, since the analysis of literary neurophysiological data can help bring the
results of psychological work to objective indicators and form a new look at the understanding of intuition.

Conclusion. In the course of solving the tasks set, a diversity in understanding and inconsistency in the
interpretation of the phenomenon of intuition in psychology was established, and a periodization of the histo-
ry of the study of the problem of intuition in foreign and Russian psychological thought was made.
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
