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Introduction. The relevance of the research topic is due to drastic changes in the practice of the country's
socio-political life, global changes in politics and geopolitics. How to preserve the country, preserve and in-
crease the national cultural heritage in a difficult situation of civilizational confrontation with the West. These
questions are relevant today.

Methods. This study uses general scientific methods, methods of cultural studies and history, a compara-
tive historical method of research.

Results. The idea of traditional moral values, which were normative for most of history, is being updated.
The revision and rejection of traditionalism carried out in the USSR, in the more than a thousand-year history
of the country, looks like nothing more than a historical fluctuation, a sharp departure from the established val-
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ue normativity. Any abrupt departure from the framework of traditional normativity in the historical perspective
is extinguished, the situation returns to the average, familiar, historically established. This is exactly what we
are seeing today, albeit at an early stage. Russia's national moral values are once again gaining absolute domi-
nance over values brought in from outside, primarily universalist values that have a Western character in their
genealogy. Russia has its own historically and religiously established cultural and civilizational system, which
corresponds to national moral values, which include elements of traditionalism.

Conclusion. The national moral values of Russia have been formed throughout our history, and therefore
have a pronounced historical, traditionalist dimension, if only because the history of the country has more than
1000 years. Modern and postmodern to some extent directed to the future. But this is not a linear process, seri-
ous corrections are possible here. We are talking about the actualization of moral values, characteristic of past
historical eras, from the modernist project of the USSR close to us to Russian history of the pre-modern period.
National moral values are a product of the teleology of Russian history, in the spirit of G. F. Hegel.
