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Introduction. The article considers the use of monuments of religion, history and culture of the Altai
Territory in the development of religious tourism. In modern conditions, people are becoming more actively
inte-
rested in religion and spiritual values. Historical and cultural excursions with a religious focus are made in
order to find the meaning of life, escape from everyday difficulties, be alone with your thoughts, know your
soul, and also bow to holy places.

Methods. The initial theoretical positions of the study are the works of A. Yu. Alexandrova, A. V.
Babkina, M. B. Birzhakova, T. T. Hristova, M. S. Oborin, V. N. Yakunin, as their works more
comprehensively consider the development of religious tourism in the regions. In the course of the work, the
documents of the state list of monuments of religion, history and culture of the Altai Territory were analyzed,
archival sources of religious places of worship in the history of the region were investigated.

Results. The study of the development of religious tourism in the Altai Territory was carried out by V. N.
Ilyin, S. L. Ivanov, S. Yu. Zhitenev and others. According to the authors, the prospects for the development of
this type of tourism in the region are obvious: the presence of temples and holy places; steady growth of interest
in religious monuments; the emergence of new objects; expanding the geography of offers for pilgrims and
tourists, developing new routes, coordinating activities with other pilgrimage organizations.

Conclusion. We have proposed a historical and cultural religious tour to Pervomaisky and Zarinsky
districts of the Altai Territory, where the most interesting pilgrimage sites are located. During the development
of the tour along the route "Altai Historical and Religious Way", a technological map of the tourist trip was
created. The choice of a religious tour is explained by the fact that this view is one of the most interesting and
promising in tourism, given that there are many temples, shrines and cultural and historical sites in the region.
