Introduction. The article examines the importance of museums in the life of modern Russian society
and its regions. The classification of museums is given. Much attention is paid to the analysis of the phe-
nomenon of the "Museum of Childhood", which can become a favorite place for children, an important
factor in their all-round development and personality formation. For adults, the "Museum of Childhood" is
a special place of good memories from childhood history, an opportunity to play board games from child-
hood, to experience the psychophysical and emotional transformation of an adult personality. The Muse-
um of Childhood is also an educational platform where excursions, master classes for children and adults
should be held, various circles work, and meetings with interesting people should be organized.

Methods. The main research methods were the systems approach, the theory of self-organization and
comparative analysis.

Results. The article states that the main number of museums is concentrated in large cities of Russia,
primarily in megalopolises, while in regional Russia and its townships, museums are either absent or exist
only in local history forms. In them you can get acquainted with the nature of your native land, but this is
not enough for the general development of residents, especially for schoolchildren and students studying
geography, history and other subjects from school textbooks. The authors propose to organize museums
"Knowledge" in small settlements of Russia, in which museums of many directions will be united. Such
museums will make it possible to acquaint residents of small towns and settlements with the initial and
basic concepts and knowledge about our planet, its nature, history and culture of the peoples of the world.
Knowledge museums will help schoolchildren and students to successfully master educational programs,
learn a lot of interesting things about the wealth and diversity of the earth and water elements of the planet,
get great pleasure from meeting the unknown worlds of life on earth. The presented article describes a
model project of the Knowledge Museum, developed at the Volga State Technological University. This
project is intended for small towns and settlements in regional Russia. The structure of the Museum of
Knowledge is described, its importance for residents and especially for children living in cities of regional
Russia.

Conclusion. The implementation of the proposed project will make it possible to turn the Knowledge
Museum into a fairy tale, into a favorite place for children in small towns and settlements in regional Rus-
sia.
