Introduction. The goal of this article is a futurologic forecast of total political regime development against
the background of globalization and society digitalization. The critical mass of population is ready to this event
due to the welfare mentality and the lack of motivation to work. The environment established also corresponds to
the new conditions. Globalization also plays an important role, which manifests itself'in the huge number of poor
people especiallyin the third world countries and in the terrifyingpolarization of society.

Methods. Historical method, method oftrend extrapolation, understanding sociology.

Results. The initial premise is the peoples’s dissatisfaction on a mass scale with the existing conditions. At
the same time, people degrade to lumpens and start to possess the welfare mentality. Some people are found
below every possible poverty rate (according to their own perceptions). They put forward several theories of the
appearance of the «lord» or savior. One of the theories developed by S. Zizek is personalized. Hoever not all
theories are subject to personification as a primitive way of finding a savior, a messiah, a hero. The authors offer
three more theories to the “hero’s” portrait not associated with names, be it Danko or Jesus Christ. The first
theory suggests that a man is divine. It is enough to fill the average person with artificial organs and
omnipotence, to endow them with longevity, for them to claim the status of God. There will be the required
passionarity. There will also be a son of God for the sacrifice. The hero is positive and ready to save the lost
sheep. The hero is positive and always sacrificing something. The second theory suggests that the hero is purely
negative. Little Zaches from E. Hoffmann's fairy tale was chosen. The convenience of the “hero” lies in the fact
that they win fame for no apparent reason and all the sins can be shifted on the “hero”. The third theory deals
with artificial intelligence. Artificial intelligence, although it is “ours” but it is otherworldly, like God. It is
difficult to agree with it if he is a completely epidemic object, i.e. it is capable of self-learning. On the other
hand, artificial intelligence can be constantly renewed and therefore can be eligible for immortality. His retinue
are creators. They will not allow the intellect to die. However, most importantly, people learn to transfer the
decision-making function to the machine. This decision, whatever it may be, is made by the Other who is not
completely alien, but still Alien. He is from another world.

Conclusion. Totalitarianism is viewed from the variety of opinions being controversial in its character.
Artificial intelligence technologies development can be of help for various political forces in establishing a total
order in the world under their supervision and control. It is necessary to rethink the idea of totalitarianism by
Russian and foreign political scientists and political philosophers in themainstream of virtual reality.
