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WOMEN’S SUFFRAGE MOVEMENT

Introduction. Women's suffrage was a radical idea in the 19th century when it was believed that
women lacked the rational abilities and independent judgment necessary for responsible political govern-
ance. The article shows how the women's suffrage movement originated, strengthened and developed in
the United States and Great Britain, where the struggle was long and difficult. The experience of these
countries and those that were the first to give women the right to vote is generalized, which broadens the
understanding of historical events that took place in the mid-19th and early 20th centuries.

Methods.General scientific methods as well as a historical-comparative method were used during the
research.
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Results. Women in the United States have been involved in a long and difficult struggle for suffrage,
requiring dedication and hard work of several generations. Seventy-two years passed between the Seneca
Falls Convention (1848) and the adoption of the nineteenth amendment (1920). In the women’s struggle
for the right to vote in the UK, the first and second wave of the campaign can be distinguished. Those who
participated in the first wave of the campaign believed in peaceful, constitutional methods and acted
through petitions, posters, leaflets and public gatherings. A new generation of activists was ready for di-
rect, belligerent action to achieve their goal. British women were only granted voting rights in political
elections in 1928.

Conclusion. Great Britain and the USA turned out to be the main centers of the organized women's
suffrage movement that arose in the middle of the 19th century. Women's suffrage has never been a gift. It
is concluded that women were able to achieve the right to vote through skillful organization, mobilization
and activity in creating a powerful social movement. The suffragists saw the path to social and political
equality through gaining the right to vote and achieved it.
