Introduction. The relevance of the study is associated with methods of influencing the religious con-
sciousness of a believer with the aim of using it as a resource in achieving the goals set by the example of
Russian Muslims and methods of influencing their religious consciousness to achieve victory in the Great
Patriotic War. Target settings for influencing religious consciousness can be oriented towards obtaining a
positive result both in the case of repelling an invasion of fascist Germany and achieving purely mercantile or
narrow political interests. The problem of manipulating religious consciousness does not lose its relevance in
view of the constant attempts of various destructive movements to use the religious factor in their interests.
The goal is to understand how the impact on religious consciousness, taking into account the ethno-
confessional factor, affects their loyalty and empathy, which contribute to the formation of an all-Russian
spiritual unity.

Methods. The method of historical and logical unity was used in the article to study the empathy of re-
ligious consciousness while creating favorable conditions for implementation, using the example of a set of
measures of the USSR and Nazi Germany, aimed at using human resources to achieve victory.

Results. It is shown that the correct impact on religious consciousness, using religious symbols, authori-
ties, an appropriate interpretation of religious sources, is an effective means to achieve their goals. But at the
same time, the close relationship between the religious and national self-identification of individuals is
shown, which plays a key role with equal methods of influencing religious consciousness.

Conclusion.It turned out that religious consciousness is an effective factor in attracting believers to
achieve their goals, the effectiveness of which also depends on national and state self-identification. Religious
disagreements fade into the background when there is a common threat to representatives ofthese faiths.
