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THE SOCIAL CREDIT SYSTEM AS A MANIFESTATION
OF DEEP POLITICAL TRANSFORMATION IN CHINA

Introduction. A number of analysers define China's social credit system as “a Draconian project for mass
surveillance driven by powerful technologies to limit personal freedom”, etc. The article offers a deeper look at
the problem. It is argued that this system is aimed at trans-forming management structures in China and has
nothing to do with the intentions of the global oligarchy to impose a “digital dictatorship” on the world.

Methods. The method of analysis of primary and secondary data on the problem of the modern social
credit system and its impact on the processes of social development of China was used.

Results. The article analyses the desire of the Chinese government to create a social credit system inde-
pendent of Western global information networks, capable of overcoming the global information network-related
control and control over the traffic and content of personal and public information developed by Western world
information networks, as a tool for controlling and managing world public processes by Western capital and
Western governments, especially the United States and its intelligence centres. From a sceptical standpoint,
Western capital and governments have already created projects to track, control and manage information in the
global network by such Western projects as, for example, the global electronic intelligence system ECHELON

(Five Eyes), operating on the basis of an agreement between the UK, USA, Australia, New Zealand and Canada.

Conclusion. The author concludes that the project of the social credit system developed by China, which
can become an important factor in the national security of China and the security of its citizens around the world,
is positive.
