Introduction. The author has analyzed some contemporary features of Russia State social policy. Her
main attention is focused on practices, which relates with the «active turn», it means the segment of Russia
political transit that is appeared in the field of social policy. The article describes socio-philosophical and
applied dimensions of participatory democracy practices and civil society, NGO activities in the field of part-
nerships between the State institutions and people. The author concludes about a trend of progress of the new
public civil actor of social policy in Russia.

Methods. The author gives some materials for substantive understanding of the new trend of Russia so-
cial policy. The methods are supported by dialectical logic and philosophy of labor activity, comparative and
interdisciplinary analysis.

Results. The article is focused on modern trends of Russia social policy transit that is defined by term
“active turn”. Socio-philosophical foundations of the “active turn” are described in the light of theory and
methodology of labor activity. Regarding to works of L. Zelenov and G. Shchedrivitcky the author studies
several dimensions of social activity which are correlated with a man as a subject/actor of social activity. ach
other: The article presents theoretical vision of nature of public social policy; it describes correlation the as-
pects of public policy activity and aspects of public partnership. It is showed that theoretically the term “ac-
tive turn” is too close with philosophical concept of activity that are focused on its capacity for individual and
collective self-progressing. In conclusion the authordescribes some concrete forms of social being and exist-
ence of a man as an active subject/actor of labor activity.

Conclusion. The author gives conclusion about philosophical foundations of the “active turn” of the
modern social policy which in need to be in progress for more sustainable development and also it in need in
critical rethinking of contemporary alternative philosophical approaches.
