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MICROTARGETING COMMUNICATION
AND ATOMISING SOCIETY

Introduction: Today’s communication through the Internet makes one’s preferences and interests even
more accessible and allows an especially precise intervention in people’s interactions. This atomises society
and undermines the sense in social interactions. Under conditions of social restrictions caused by the SARS-
CoV-2 virus pandemic, the analysis of the resulting contradictions becomes even more relevant than usual.
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Methods: At least partially, the matter is presented via an overview of publicly accessible messages
from the media and is explored in the context of existing scientific developments on the interactions in socie-
ty, and on communication. Also used are opinions of modern philosophers.

Results: The transition of a significant part of the personal communication to the social online plat-
forms presents an opportunity for corporations, political parties, and so on to seek to substitute public com-
munication with more «exotic» means of attracting customers and supporters. One such mean is the segrega-
tion of their audience, based on their psychological profiles, followed by tailored manipulation. The success
of'this approach is rapid, but short-lived, as it segregates society and atomises society. The individual finds it
increasingly hard to navigate the social interactions that surround them. These processes are already apparent
in some unusual outcomes from standard sociological observations.

Conclusion: Everyday life shows there is a favourable environment for social microtargeting via the
social online platforms. The pandemic further turns people towards the computer-mediated world, where the
lingering interests are more than one can anticipate. The pandemic will pass, but the atomisation can be
overcome via social contacts and not only conscious, but also shared and transparent, activity between peo-
ple. Achieving such interactions is a real challenge before humanity.

Introduction. The article explores the philosophical and social problems arising from the development
of artificial intellect (AI). The possible ways of turning a modern weak Al into a strong one, comparable to a
human in creative abilities, and the problems of freedom, trust, alienation are considered.

Methods. General scientific methods are used: induction and deduction, analysis and synthesis, inter-
pretation and formalization, analogy, as well as philosophical methods of the theory of cognition by I. Kant
and G. Hegel, especially the dialectic of content and form, discrete and continuous, and others.

Results. The development of the theory and practice of Al raises questions about the essence of con-
sciousness, mind, reason, intellect, about the influence of technology (especially Al) on the essence of man.
The task of developing a modern weak Al to a future strong Al raises questions about the advantages and
disadvantages, about the strengths and weaknesses of human and artificial intellect, about the difficulties that
must be overcome on the way to a strong Al. Naturally, questions arise about freedom, trust, alienation in the
interaction of humans and Al. The greatest difficulty: how to make Al understandable and anthropocentric,
friendly to humans and society?

A GENDER ASPECT OF CATEGORY “CO-BEING”

Introduction. The article deals with the question of the place of gender issues in M. Heidegger's exis-
tential analytic. Since this aspect of the study of Heidegger's legacy is practically not represented in the sci-
entific literature, and gender issues in modern Western philosophy are extremely in demand today, the sub-
ject of the article seems relevant for the research. The aim of the study is to find gaps in the interpretation of
Dasein falling into everyday life in the work «Being and Time».

Methods. The research methods used by the author include comparative analysis and synthesis of vari-
ous approaches to the study of existential issues.

Results. Despite the fact that its author deliberately distanced himself from a detailed study of the posi-
tive modes of being-in-the-world, focusing on the defective, i.e. on the everyday dimension of the existential
of co-existence, some aspects of the analysis of co-existence indicate that among the modes of positive care
(that bring people together rather than distance them from each other) the leading position is occupied by
love between man and woman. The phenomenon of empathy, which M. Heidegger speaks about, indicates
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an emotional rapprochement between people, most fully represented by an intimate feeling. Love is at the
heart of being and in this respect is a positive way not just to escape from existential loneliness, but to over-
come it in being-in-the-world since co-being is constitutive for being as such. Love as a form of empathy
does not indicate an impersonal everyday being-with-others but a personal being-with-the-other that repre-
sents in its uniqueness all others and pulling the lover out of the state of everyday hibernation into a renewed
non-everyday dimension of being-in-the-world, changing the trajectory of life in an atmosphere of new
meanings.

Conclusion.The results obtained contribute to the understanding of the current state of interpersonal re-
lations, the search for ways to optimize the relationship between men and women and to overcome the crisis
of post-family relations in the modern world.

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FUTUROLOGICAL PROJECTS IN NICK BOSTROM’S NARRATIVE

Gorno-Altaisk State University, Gorno-Altaisk (Russia)

Introduction. This paper presents a critique of the main points of transhumanism and its futurological
projects using the example of Nick Bostrom’s concept (forecasts of the near and distant future due to scien-
tific and technological progress, genetic engineering, and a new type of mindset in the era of Singularity).

Methods. The following methods are used in the study: methods of a systematic approach, the method
of religious comparative studies, and the document analysis. To analyze the vision of future scenarios and
the specifics of the language of transhumanists, the method of comparative analysis and the method of her-
meneutics are used.

Results. Nick Bostrom tries to find relevant arguments for a positive future by anticipating all existen-
tial risks and creating a classification of risks (Bangs, Crunches, Shrieks, and Whimpers), by analyzing and
reasonably correcting them, by developing a program that may be applied to future superhumans. Claiming
to give a complete description of possible risks, however, N. Bostrom prefers a certain selectivity, for exam-
ple, he deliberately ignores the scenarios described in religious theistic systems. The philosopher makes a
special accent on Artificial Intelligence and the possibility of creating its future modification in the form of
loading a person’s mind into a computer, and thus, the created Super Intelligence will calculate possible
ultrafast evolutionary changes itself. Nick Bostrom’s reliance on Super Intelligence is connected with up-
holding the idea of differential technological development «it is necessary to slow down the use of hazardous

technologies and accelerate the use of useful technologies». «Useful» nanotechnologies and special mecha-
nisms for controlling supertechnologies will help the future unified government, the monopolist «Singletony,
and «transhumans» to cope with the risks and, possibly, to save people as species, even if they are highly
modified or exist only in a digital form. The study emphasizes the need to create an alternative explanatory
dictionary, which will allow to truthfully and objectively evaluate, understand, and explain the
transhumanistic paradigm and futurological projects on the transformation of man and society as a whole.

Conclusion. In the age of “high manipulative technologies” and double standards, when it becomes
difficult to distinguish real achievements from virtual ones, real news from fake news, and really positive
projects from destructive ones, one needs to clearly understand what is going on and what alternatives people
have.

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MONITORING OF THE PERSONNEL POTENTIAL

Introduction. Justifying the relevance of the work to increase the human potential of specialists in
working with the family, the authors of the article note the importance of this area of activity for society as a
whole. The absence of unity systematic, dialectical and competence-based scientific approaches, of views to
the foundation of employees' potential monitoring requires a thorough approach.

Methods. Analysis of scientific publications on the stated topic, official sources, a sociological survey
of' specialists working with substitute families and members of substitute families, modeling.

Results. Therefore, the article analyzes the approaches to the concept of «personnel potential» that
have developed among domestic authors. After analyzing the scientific literature and their own research, the
authors explain the necessity to form a monitoring system of employees' potential when working with foster
families. Considering personnel monitoring as an integral part of management, the authors of the article
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substantiate the necessity and importance of monitoring human resources in the management service of spe-
cialists working with substitute families. This work shows the sequence of forming the monitoring system of
employee's potential, methods of its organization, also the authors isolate main indicators of effective devel-
opment of employees' potential, influence of monitoring on managerial impact to improve employees' poten-
tial of the corporation. The article presents the main methods for monitoring personnel and their human re-
sources potential, and also offers criteria for evaluating the effectiveness of work to increase human re-
sources potential. The proposed work substantiates the influence of the personnel monitoring system and the
quality of communication links in the organization, including the one under study. The authors offer a model
of the monitoring system of employee's potential for the foster families' service, which are included in the
professional standard of specialists in working with the family.

Conclusion. Summing up the results of the study, the authors show the importance of obtaining timely
and reliable information for the personnel management system, which will contribute to improving the over-
all efficiency of management and making informed management decisions.

Introduction. The article considers the importance of the cultural and historical resources of the city of
Biysk as a potential for preserving historical memory and developing tourism by creating a pedestrian space
in the historical part of the city. The relevance of the work is due to urbanization, motorization, environmen-
tal pollution, and the growth of tourist flow. These phenomena lead to the need to reorganize the pedestrian
space. Based on European experience, a pedestrian street is an excellent solution for the historical part of the
city. Such spaces will help reduce the transport and environmental burden on the territory.

Methods. The initial theoretical positions of the research are the ideas of creating public pedestrian
spaces by the following specialists Bevz N. V., Velev P. S., Maitland B. In the course of the work, compara-
tive and analytical methods were used, which made it possible to trace the changes in the formation of ele-
ments of cultural heritage in the city - ancient merchant architecture, historical mansions, to assess the quali-
ty of the pedestrian street environment. Also, in the course of the work, the documents of the state list of
historical and cultural monuments of the Altai Territory were analyzed, documents and archival sources of
cultural and historical sights and the history of the city of Biysk were examined.

Results. Biysk is the gateway of the Altai Mountains; it is from here that the routes to the Altai destina-
tions begin. The history of the city of Biysk is associated with the names of P. A. Kopylov, A. D. Vasenev,
N. A. Asanov, A. F. Morozov, E. G. Morozov and others. There are 277 monuments of architecture, history,
culture in Biysk. There are buildings of former houses and mansions left in the city, which can be reor-
ganized and used as a pedestrian space for tourists to preserve the historical part of the merchant city and
cultural and historical education of vacationers. For the development of citywide functions, it is necessary to
reorganize part of the buildings and territories. It is necessary to diversify several objects in the pedestrian
zone.

Conclusion. A pedestrian street project was developed in the central historical part of the city of Biysk.
The analysis of the cultural and historical potential of the city, its concentration within the urban environ-
ment, the significance of objects for the history of Biysk and the Altai Territory allowed us to identify
Sovetskaya Street as the most promising pedestrian street. Most of the buildings have important historical
significance. 26 objects have the status of regional significance, 24 objects have the status of federal signifi-
cance. Parks and pedestrian spaces in the city can be combined and then citizens will be able to take long
walks and transitions from one zone to another along a pedestrian street.

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THE HISTORICAL PAST UNDERSTANDING
AS THE SUBJECT'S INNER REALITY PROBLEM

Introduction. The purpose of this article is to consider procedures for understanding the past, which are
at the intersection of historical ontology and historical epistemology. We propose to consider the problem of
understanding the past in the context of existential states of the subject of cognition. This article addresses
the possibilities, conditions and boundaries of understanding the past. Subjective conditions and limits of
scientific knowledge are analyzed. From different angles, the problem of understanding the past, epistemol-
ogy, phenomenology, historiography, and in the context of the psychologization of the subject who knows
the problem is considered. The author discovers mental prerequisites that determine cognitive actions.

Methods. The study is based on specific methods: rational reconstruction of various epistemological
approaches; a systematic and logical analysis of the main approaches to historical truth; theoretical design of
the system truth model; the systemic-synergistic problem of truth.

Results. The obvious distance between the subject and the object of knowledge gives rise to the desire
to epistemologically overcome it, which can lead to bold a priori guesses about a historical event and derive
the consequences, checking them with the historical facts as temporary results of rational reconstruction,
which is insufficiently argued empirically. If we really consciously take such a profound action as under-
standing the past, as what once happened in our lives, then we need not only intelligence and imagination,
but also a number of other important internal efforts. These efforts are aimed at creating a structure whose
content can give rise to certain states within us that show the possibilities of historical thinking. An important
object for further study is the current design of reality.

Conclusion. The deepest problem of historical thinking is how to understand what is specifically and
really understood, since what happened in the past is hidden from us not only literally, but also mentally, by
a kind of internal screen of our imagination, hidden by a curtain of weakly eliminated psychological and
intellectual intentions and states.
