Introduction. The perception of Soviet civilization in Russian post-Soviet society has never been unam-
biguous. The current state of Russian public consciousness is characterized simultaneously by several contradic-
tory circumstances: nostalgia for Soviet civilization with its obvious social advantages, varying degrees of criti-
cal attitude to it, indifference, and finally, outright rejection and neglection of it. This uncertainty is explained,
including in some features of the post-Soviet development.

Methods. Historical and comparative-historical methods are used, which allow us to trace the formation of
the factors under consideration, as well as the method of ascent from the abstract to the concrete, which makes it
possible to gain knowledge about the phenomenon under consideration as a multidimensional complex for-
mation.

Results. Some essential features of the Russian post-Soviet development and the resulting contradictions
are the factors that prevent adequate perception and most importantly, understanding of this civilization, even by
a favourably disposed part of society. This adequate understanding, according to the authors, is that the Soviet
civilization, despite all its contradictions and shortcomings, is not only the highest phenomenon in Russian histo-
ry but also the most mature social (as an expression of human, socially fair) outcome of world development. This
article is devoted to the consideration of some of these factors.

This is primarily about private property, the irresistible craving for it, and the "existential consequences" of

The authors conclude that, although the realities of modern Russian society led a significant part of the
population to re-evaluate initially, thoughtlessly interpreted in the 90s "values" of the "new Russia", that is, the
bourgeois, although there comes an understanding of their inhumane nature, and along with this - an awareness,
in principle, of the truly human character of the Soviet social civilization, but these factors, revealing all the con-
tradictions of modern public consciousness, seriously hinder the objective perception of the Soviet civilization.

Conclusion. The attitude to a person and to everything around him has become like a commodity, like a
foreign, like a thing. Very large masses of people were drawn into these relations of "commodity producers".
And even the opposite social sympathies of the majority of people are not able to resist their "human nature".
They succumb to its temptations. And it is unlikely that they can be resisted without a radical change in the
"general flow of life", i.e., the socio-economic foundations that produce and cannot fail to produce such a "hu-
man nature".

Introduction. This article is a review of the monograph of Samara researcher Kh. I. Mingulov "Heuristic
potential of mathematics": a monograph. Samara: Publishing house Samar. state econ. University, 2018.108 p.
ISBN 978-5-94622-852-7. The work is devoted to the analysis of the heuristic potential of mathematics as an
independent form of knowledge, as well as a necessary means of constructing fundamental theories in various
fields of science.

Methods. A comparative analysis of the methodologies for constructing formal systems of logic, mathe-
matics and science in the study of cognitive systems in biology and sociology is used. A dialectical approach is
also used in assessing the possibilities of formal sciences in the study of social systems of cognition, where indi-
vidual factors are essential.

Results. The author emphasizes the importance of mathematics as a key methodological toolkit at all his-
torical stages of the emergence and development of ideals of scientific rationality: classical, non-classical and
post-non-classical. Noting the huge role of mathematics in the development of various fields of natural science,
the author also talks about the difficulties and problems of mathematization in humanitarian knowledge. Criti-
cism of the work is based on the fact that the author, speaking of mathematics, identifies it with mathematical
physics, which is not entirely legitimate. To bring fewer abstract methods of natural science under a more ab-
stract methodology of mathematics and logic seems incorrect.

Conclusion. The author of the peer-reviewed article absolutizes the creative possibilities of mathematics.
Mathematics and logic are not highly heuristic. Mathematics is a good tool for proving finished knowledge,
where the original foundation is always outside of mathematics itself.

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RURAL SCHOOLS IN THE FOCUS OF SOCIOLOGICAL RESEARCH

Introduction. The purpose of this article is to analyze the problems of rural schools that affect the adapta-
tion of young professionals in small towns and rural areas. The subject of the author's analysis is programs, both
regional and Federal, designed to solve these problems. The unifying beginning was the sociological context —a
questionnaire survey of young professionals working in schools in small towns and rural areas.

Methods. The article analyzes the problems of rural schools on the basis of a comparative method and a
questionnaire survey.

Results. The state of the labor market in small towns and rural areas reflects the situation in the country's
economy. Youth as the most active social category is called to change the situation. However, even it is not a
driving force for a number of reasons. The analysis of them allows us to speak about the search for new ap-
proaches to the adaptation of young people. The reason for migration from the city is the poorly developed infra-
structure of the village. The migration process consists of the main stages: the migration process itself, its accel-
eration, and stabilization. All these processes occur under the influence of certain factors. State policy is designed
to influence them by providing various benefits (for example, tax), using administrative coercion, creating small
businesses. Only the state has the ability to influence labor migration.

The role of the production sphere, which is interconnected with the social sphere of the village, is increas-
ing. Rural schools are given the role of a social structure, whose activities are interdisciplinary and interdepart-
mental, designed to nurture a "new generation of rural farmers", to facilitate the adaptation of young profession-
als.

Conclusion. Regional programs are aimed at solving narrow rural problems, national projects are designed
to solve many problems in rural areas, however, they lack a direction that takes into account the orientation of
rural school activities to prepare students for life and work in rural areas, which means that the ongoing efforts to
reform the education system will not contribute to creating conditions for rural recovery from the crisis and the
centralization of rural production, the system of state orders reflecting the price mechanism, preferential tax
policy. In the context of youth migration, rural schools cannot remain the same and need a special development
strategy.

Introduction. The international community is increasingly taking steps to develop common methods and
criteria for assessing the quality of education, which is an effective tool for improving national education sys-
tems. The article is devoted to the analysis of international experience in the development of scientific and meth-
odological support for monitoring research in education (in particular, on the example of OECD countries),
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which can be used in organizing and conducting a study of the quality of education in the framework of monitor-
ing.

Methods. Analysis of scientific publications on the topic, official sources, sociological surveys of students,
parents and the general public; analysis of statistical data on issues of resource provision of educational institu-
tions, organization of the educational process and its results.

Introduction. The article has the goal to determine the conceptual basis of the theory of social adaptation.
This is motivated by a high level of youth migration from the Arkhangelsk region, a low level of employment,
problems with employment and social adaptation of youth. Problems with the social adaptation of young people
began to be studied not so long ago, so there are still no significant solutions. The study of youth social adapta-
tion is one of the most actual problems, because young people belong to the most vulnerable social group, and
modern society too quickly changes and dictates new rules in all spheres of life.

Methods. 1 employed the following methods: firstly, analyzing and structuring the information about social
adaptation of the young people in Arkhangelsk region, secondly, correlation study according to different charac-
teristics of the population in Russia and in Arkhangelsk region, and, finally, working out recommendations for
promoting the strategy of youth social adaptation in the Arkhangelsk region.

Results. As a result, I demonstrated a new system of social adaptation of youth. The system shows a con-
ceptual model of social adaptation of a young person. On the basis of this, connections with the outside world
and external factors are already being built. The research provided some useful insights into the problem of
youth social adaptation. Regarding all the mentioned factors I attempted to make several recommendations to
improve youth social adaptation in the Arkhangelsk region.

Conclusion. Theoretical contributions and practical implications indicate that it is rather difficult to assess
what result of social adaptation a person should come to, since a positive result for one individual may be nega-
tive for another. But recommendations given in this paper might be a background for modeling new actual
mechanism of social adaptation and conducting further research in this topic.

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SOCIAL MEMORY OF RUSSIAN STUDENTS
ABOUT THE GREAT PATRIOTIC WAR

Introduction. The purpose of this article is to analyze the degree of Russian students’ trust to various
sources on the history of the Great Patriotic War, which form the social memory of modern youth about the feat
of the last generation. The need to study the conditions for the formation and structural content of the social
memory of modern Russian youth is actualised under the influence of the growth of information flows in one
way or another striving to distort the historical past of Russia. Studies of domestic and foreign historians, sociol-
ogists and political scientists interpret on the whole the problem of preserving the social memory in a contradic-
tory way, but the interdisciplinary approach they use allows a versatile analysis of the phenomenon of social
memory as a key concept of historical reflection.

Methods. The authors of the collective monograph “Thank you, great-grandfather, for the Victory ... Mate-
rials of the IV stage of monitoring “Modern Russian students about the Great Patriotic War” in their historical
and sociological research use a whole range of methodological approaches. The basic principle of the online

survey is used through the methodology of correlation analysis, the traditional approach of comparing means in
assessing statistical data of demographic groups. To characterise the specifics of the social memory of modern
Russian students, the authors widely use the cultural analysis proposed in the concepts of Yu. M. Lotman, L. N.
Kogan.

Results. Analysing the social memory of Russian students about the Great Patriotic War, the authors come
to the conclusion that the collective memory of Russian youth at the present stage is more dependent on genera-
tional transformations, the formation of which is negatively affected by the reduction in the course of national
history in higher education and the mythologisation of historical consciousness under the influence of the me-
dia.The monitoring carried out by the authors of the collective monograph convincingly proves the decrease in
the level of trust in online sources of information about World War II among modern Russian youth, which
makes it urgent to create high-quality textbooks on Russian history for universities.

Conclusion. The growing gap between the process of teaching history and acquiring the skills of historical
self-education, as well as the weak ability to verify the historical source, become the main obstacle in the for-
mation of students ' stable knowledge about the Great Patriotic War.
