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INTERCULTURAL COMPONENT
OF GERMAN CLASSICAL PHILOSOPHY IN EASTERN EUROPE

Introduction. The article is devoted to the insufficiently studied intercultural phenomenon of German
classical philosophy in the territories of East Prussia, the Commonwealth and the western part of the Russian
Empire in conjunction with the Haskala.

Methods. The research uses the historical method and the method of philosophical comparative studies.

Results. As a conceptual basis for the study, a model of intellectual intercultural communication typical
for the European region was used. This made it possible to attract to the study previously unconsidered mate-
rial about intellectual contacts in Eastern Europe through a multicultural environment.

Conclusion. The role of the multicultural environment in giving the German classical philosophy a re-
gional intellectual format of classical Kantianism and neo-Kantianism is revealed.

PHILOSOPHY OF EDUCATION: VALUES, EDUSEMIOTICS
AND INTERCULTURAL DIALOGUE

Introduction. This article is intended to investigate some of the features that make up the education sys-
tem in Russia against the background of the problems of the historically formed in America "pursuit of hap-
piness", the American materialistic dream. While formal education in the West clearly focuses on academic
disciplines, in Russia there has always been an element of “upbringing” as a sign of a value dimension, infus-
ing, sometimes implicitly, both formal and non-formal [or culturally conditioned] education. Structurally, the
work consists of 6 parts, due to the objectives of the study. Introduction, semiosphere and dialogue, socializa-
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tion as non-formal education, in search of happiness, reversing the process of secularization, value education,
conclusion.

Methods. The article uses a combination of methods of philosophical analogy and comparison. As the
main research method, the authors use semiotic analysis, referring also to the comparative methodology when
analyzing the features that are similar and different in the Russian and American education systems, values
and worldview.

Results. The article is intended to demonstrate the ubiquity and importance of the edusemiotic concept
of value education, not reducible to suggestion, but focused on self-education, embedded in human experi-
ence, carried out on its basis. An edusemiotic perspective problematizes the goals of education and emphasiz-
es learning from experience, dialogue, coordination, meaning-seeking and the transmission of values to new
generations. Values, like culture, are messengers of the past, of what was accumulated by previous genera-
tions, are transmitted by the education system, while undergoing some modernization [re-understood and
interpreted in the spirit of the times]. Values "live" in life experience, and edusemiotics surpasses education,
reduced to teaching empirical facts, on which Western, in its genealogy, positivist science is built.

The article also critically examines education as socialization through social networks and confirms the
value of spiritual education in contrast to sustainable secularization. Spiritual, moral education, upbringing of
the value basis of the reproduction of society and the individual are positive, they correspond to the historical-
ly established system of education and upbringing of the individual in Russia. This value-oriented approach
has a number of advantages over the secularly changed system of Western education in recent centuries, the
positivist view of the world. The positivist view is insufficient for understanding the world in its diversity,
does not include the value dimension, and leads to reduction and positivist secular schemes. In this sense,
Russia was able to preserve the value dimension of education, not only educates, but also educates new gen-
erations. However, it is also challenged by informal means of socialization, informal communication of social
networks and a little more formally structured, through the media, advertising and PR, the impact of mass,
commercially oriented culture.

Conclusion. The authors focus on the main semantic message of the article: upbringing is an integral
part of education, denial of this is a mistake that should be corrected. The secularization of society, culture
and education was perhaps appropriate at the beginning of the journey, during the transition from the Middle
Ages to the New Time. But it was worth stopping on this path after the first results were achieved, this is not
the success that should have been developed. Today the process of secularization has gone too far and re-
quires desecularization in order to achieve a harmonious balance between faith and reason, between educa-
tion and upbringing, historically having religious roots.

Introduction.The old forms of identity are being destroyed, national traditions and religious beliefs are
losing their consolidating significance. The divergence process is both natural and artificial. In the context of
a conscientious / geopolitical war, socio-political technologies are constructed under the guise of luminous
ideas, but initially creating unequal conditions: the Leviathan market flourishes and communities are
abolished.

Methods. The stratification approach allows us to trace the replacement of sages (1 stratum) by usurers
(3 strata). The geopolitical approach reveals the colonial nature of interaction with the mondialists, where
strategic raw materials are sold at dumping prices, and factories are transferred to investors who are potential
opponents. The conscientious approach helps to reveal the technology of implanting the idea of
Eurocentrism, demonstrating the "brilliance" of the West and the "poverty" of the East, glorifying the merits
of the market and pointing out the mistakes of socialism, praising the "self" of individualism and criticizing
collectivism. The method of reconstructing communal (paternalistic, fraternal) relations reveals the state of
"rashness" of the modern man in the street.

Results. A person is not interested in the nature of money, but in the possession of it. A person does not
value the names of God in himself: Truth, Goodness, Virginity, Chastity, Justice. The dichotomy of
communitarianism and consumerism is decided in favor of the latter.

Conclusion. According to our conclusions, consumerism is not viable. For the balance of power in
society, along with statism, it is necessary to maintain communitarianism.

Lack of substantive
researches about acquaintances of Chuvash youth, modern crisis of institution of family together indicates
high relevance of this article.

Methods. Conceptual feature is chronological analysis of available written sources with their constant
comparison with results of expeditions of the author and folklore materials. Some of cited written sources
relate with places where the author made targeted expeditions. It visually shows "how it was" and "how it
became." Method of complex approach allows to conduct comprehensive analysis of this issue. Field re-
searches include in-depth interviewing.

Results. The article analyzes traditions and transformation of marriage acquaintances of Chuvash youth.
Acquaintance of young in XVIII-XX cc. are very different from today. Existing written sources, folklore and
expeditionary data of the author well indicate not only differences themselves, but also their causes. Estab-
lished system existed behind acquaintances. In general, transformation has own vector, its causes and laws.

Conclusion. Acquaintance was considered as one of stages of creating successful marriage into kin.
Marriage union, in turn, lays at heart of well-being of whole kin, its prolongation. Once-existing unity of kin
completely dissolved private in itself. Independent acquaintance did not have any sense. Only unite confirma-
tion of all knees has to authorize future marriage. Approval of marriage was by entire history of kin, from
dead to living.

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WHO ARE THEY ENTREPRENEURS TODAY OR THE REAL
VS IDEAL IMAGE OF A CONTEMPORARY ENTREPRENEUR
(SOCIOLOGICAL ANALYSIS)

Introduction. Entrepreneurs are an important layer in the social structure of society, forming the core of
the middle class in developed countries. The attitude to entrepreneurship in Russian society is a kind of
barometer for evaluating market reforms in general, since one of the main features of a market economy is
the freedom of entrepreneurship and private property. The purpose of the article is to identify the attitude of
the population of the Republic of Mordovia to entrepreneurship, to establish the real and ideal image of a
modern entrepreneur, its positive and negative aspects, as well as problems and barriers to the development of
entrepreneurship in general.

Methods. The empirical basis of the study was the data of a sociological survey (questionnaire survey,
n=300) of the population of the Republic of Mordovia on a quota sample. The use of analytical methods and
research techniques (analysis, generalization, induction and deduction, system approach) allowed us to
substantiate the author's point of view on the essence, functions, positive and negative aspects of
entrepreneurship, the ideal and real image of the entrepreneur, the reasons for engaging in entrepreneurship in
modern conditions.

Results. The analysis of the collected empirical material shows that the majority of the population of the
region believes that over the past five years, the attitude towards entrepreneurs has changed for the better.
However, according to respondents, the real image of an entrepreneur today includes more critical
characteristics: "a successful Nouveau riche who seeks to make money", "an oligarch who is friends with the
authorities", "a trader in the market", and an IPESHNIK who makes ends meet. When assessing the main role
of the entrepreneur for the development of society, the majority noted the macroeconomic functions — the
creation of new jobs, meeting the mass needs of society and the production of a unique/useful product.
Contradictory assessments of the activities of entrepreneurs and their interaction with the authorities are
revealed by the population.

Conclusion. The dynamic development of the region requires active entrepreneurial activity, without
which an effective economy is impossible. A significant potential of entrepreneurship is the positive attitude
of the population, especially young people to entrepreneurs. The materials of the article will be useful for
representatives of state authorities, entrepreneurs, specialists involved in the development of state programs to
support the development of entrepreneurship, as well as for teaching training courses "sociology of
entrepreneurship", "economic sociology".

Introduction. The article is devoted to the consideration of legal education in the context of the for-
mation of the legal culture of young people in the context of sociological science. The paper notes that an
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important and even necessary component of legal education is respect for the fundamental components of law
and legally established legal norms and traditions.

Methods. The study and analysis of the basics of legal education among young people as a component
of the legal culture of the individual, as well as the author's sociological survey aimed at identifying the level
and significance of legal education of the younger generation.

Results. The main ideas of the study, the results obtained and their discussion. The article deals with the
works of such scientists as I. A. Ilyin, A. S. Akhmetov, A. V. Demidov, P. S. Samygin, M. Yu. Popov, S. L
Samygin, A. Kaufman, E. Ehrlich, Ya. V. Zubova, Yu. E. Zubok, V. I. Chuprov and others, revealing the
basics of legal education in the aspect of the formation of legal culture of youth. Thus, based on the analysis
of various concepts, the paper notes that legal education should explain to society how important, and even
necessary, it is to value and honor the legislative framework, as well as to comply with their obligations on a
voluntary basis. The goal of a healthy legal education should be to overcome the alienation and marginaliza-
tion of the individual from society and the state as a whole. The paper also presents the results of a sociologi-
cal survey aimed at identifying the level and importance of legal education of the younger generation in the
context of the formation of legal culture. These studies allowed us to conclude that the level of legal educa-
tion and legal culture of young people is low, but high levels of awareness of the respondents in particular the
need to improve and consolidate their knowledge in the field of law. On the basis of which some recommen-
dations for improving the legal culture of young people are proposed.

Conclusion. The study provides insights about the importance of right educational process of young
people, which is a valuable tool that allows to create pro culture a person of high social and legal responsibil-
ity for themselves and their environment.

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TRANSFORMATION OF HISTORY IN BROADCASTING
THE FACTS OF VICTORY IN WORLD WAR 11
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Introduction. The article deals with the problem of forming the image of historical events by the
mass media. The specificity of the presentation of military events is characterized, the target orientation
of manipulation, distortion and substitution of the initial data, used both unconsciously and in subjec-
tive interests, is indicated. On the example of coverage of individual sides of the Second World War,
the divergence of the substantive and evaluative aspects of information summaries of the media of dif-
ferent states is displayed.

Methods. The research methods were quantitative content analysis of significant content (accord-
ing to the method of A. N. Alekseev) and qualitative analysis of the accompanying and main material.
The calculation was carried out based on the presence of keywords and phrases identified by the results
of the pilot analysis of the information array. The qualitative approach involved the study of
videographic material, the method of constructing text, as well as ways of expressing a subjective as-
sessment of the described phenomenon. For a comparative analysis, we selected the sources distributed
in Russia, the Republic of Belarus, the United States and the European Union (in Russian and English).

Results. Differences in the content and quality of the presentation of the material are revealed de-
pending on the territorial orientation of the sources. Russian and Belarusian sources largely focus on the
significance of damage to the civilian population, as well as on the negative aspects of the spread of
nationalist ideology. In the American and European media, the problem of victims is mainly assessed in
terms of harm to the Jewish population, while the most popular idea contains the contribution of the
Allied states to the victory over the nationalist movement.

Conclusion. This divergence forms a distorted view of the contribution of the Soviet Union to the
opposition to nationalism. The presence of errors and contradictions in information bulletins in Russian
is largely due to the desire to form a text that arouses increased interest and reflection of users. In some
situations, historical facts are transformed according to the given idea of the transmitting subject.

Introduction. The core of historical memory is communicative memory. With its fading, due to the
departure of a generation of participants in events, historical consciousness is transformed. This process
takes place especially sharply in transforming communities. The purpose of the study is to identify the
features of the historical memory of the Great Patriotic War of modern students in the society of trauma.

Methods. In 2020, the Russian Society of Sociologists conducted the 4th wave (the first three - 2005,
2010, 2015) of the All-Russian survey of students online, as a new “digital” generation has come to uni-
versities. The survey was organized by university professors from all federal districts of the Russian Fed-
eration. By its design, the survey is closer to the parameters of quota research, in which the object is lim-
ited by age and occupation, and a significant array (10,065 students) allowed it to be structured on other
grounds: sex, place of residence, participation in volunteering, etc.

Results. The article is based on the hypothesis that the place of residence remains a strong factor de-
termining the youth knowledge system about generals, heroes, events of the war and their reflection in
artistic and musical creativity.

Conclusion. The assumption that the socialization conditions of those who grew up in rural areas and
in cities with over one million people made significant adjustments to the historical memory of the grand-
children and great-grandchildren of the generation of Winners was not confirmed. The unified information
space created by teachers, textbooks, the media, social networks defines the general structure of the histor-
ical space, which determines its meaningful content to a greater extent than the conditions of everyday life.
