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COLLECTIVE RATIONALITY IN DISCOURSE: ON THE ISSUE

Introduction. The article discusses the frequently used concepts of «collective reasoning», «commu-
nicative rationality» and «collective rationality», which describe the process of communication as a form
of rational action between people, while often they interpret this action differently. In connection with this
problem, certain aspects of these concepts are considered, their critical analysis is given, as well as their com-
parison is carried out. The question about the existence of a universal discourse that can cover all spheres
of'social existence is raised.

Methods. The research uses methods for comparing concepts used in various forms of discourse.

Results. Different forms of discourse use different schemes and concepts to achieve consensus, which
often leads to ambiguous use of the concepts of «collective thinkingy», «collective rationality», and «commu-
nicative rationality». The research shows the differences and contradictions between these concepts, as well
as the possibility of their ordering based on the principles applied in the new institutional policy.

Conclusion. The concepts of «collective thinking», «collective rationality», and " communicative ra-
tionality «can be ordered within the framework of a universal institution in the form of a «matryoshkay. This
allows us to develop more optimal schemes and principles for achieving consensus in the discourse.

There will be the required
passionarity. There will also be a son of God for the sacrifice. The hero is positive and ready to save the lost
sheep. The hero is positive and always sacrificing something. The second theory suggests that the hero is purely
negative. Little Zaches from E. Hoffmann's fairy tale was chosen. The convenience of the “hero” lies in the fact
that they win fame for no apparent reason and all the sins can be shifted on the “hero”. The third theory deals
with artificial intelligence. Artificial intelligence, although it is “ours” but it is otherworldly, like God. It is
difficult to agree with it if he is a completely epidemic object, i.e. it is capable of self-learning. On the other
hand, artificial intelligence can be constantly renewed and therefore can be eligible for immortality. His retinue
are creators. They will not allow the intellect to die. However, most importantly, people learn to transfer the
decision-making function to the machine. This decision, whatever it may be, is made by the Other who is not
completely alien, but still Alien. He is from another world.

Conclusion. Totalitarianism is viewed from the variety of opinions being controversial in its character.
Artificial intelligence technologies development can be of help for various political forces in establishing a total
order in the world under their supervision and control. It is necessary to rethink the idea of totalitarianism by
Russian and foreign political scientists and political philosophers in themainstream of virtual reality.

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THE PROJECTS OF THE ON-COMING RELIGIONS

leading experts of The Institute for Ethics and Emerging Technologies (IEET). Within the framework of the
“new ethics” project, the basic principles of the universal religion of the future are being formed. The purpose
of the article is to consider the theoretical and practical aspects of the religious and ethical side of
transhumanism with a projection into the near future — the creation of a universal digital religion of trans-
humans. This task is carried out by such scientists as J. Hughes, W. Bainbridge, D. Pierce, M. More, M.
LaTorra, and others.
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Methods. In the course of the study, the following methods were used: the method of a systematic ap-
proach, the comparative historical method, the document analysis, and the critical method.

Results. At the present time there are six directions of religious transhumanism, where the “new ethics”
trend is being formed. The latter mostly relies on the religious principles of the universal galactic religion or
the Cosmic order (according to W. Bainbridge). A kind of pantheon is emerging with the Digital deity
(dues)headed by Al (Artificial Intelligence), then come homo deus (post-humans), then, possibly, digital
avatars created on the basis of a database of deceased and / or uploaded people’s minds, and then trans-
humans (Cyborg people as a transitional type). Digital Deus will control the entire process of transformation
of people: from cyborgization, or mind uploading, to the genetic selection— “designer children.”

Conclusion. One of the central ideas of transhumanism is the improvement of man to the state of divini-
ty in the format of “Human Enhancement Technologies.” Testing is carried out in the Cyborg Buddha pro-
ject. The main task is the apologia of the positive impact of neurobiology and neurotechnology on humans
and the combination of technology with ecstatic and meditative states of consciousness. The digital environ-
ment, creating a copy of reality and placing a person there, will offer religion for a digital soul. The total digi-
tal world will not leave room for chances, creativity, and man in the classical sense of the word.

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THE EVOLUTION OF THE PARTICIPATION OF RUSSIAN WOMEN
IN PUBLIC ORGANIZATIONS AND ASSOCIATIONS

E. A. Kranzeeva
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Introduction. The purpose of the article is to analyze the evolutionary changes in the interests of women
and the possibilities of their mobilization in public associations and organizations. Describing the activities of
women in public organizations, the researcher notes that they provide women with the opportunity to actively
participate in public policy. In our country, the problem is not so much in the quantitative presence in power
structures, as in absenteeism, the lack of articulation of women's own interests.

Methods. The methodological basis of the work is research on the Soviet and modern gender system,
social and political mobilization, social and political consciousness. The research methods performed by the
author in 2015—2018 are the research methods. a series of interviews with participants in women's associa-
tions (n =24) and secondary data analysis.

Results. The various stages in the development of women's public associations are connected with the
solution of the key interests of women and the politicization of their consciousness. So, at the pre-
revolutionary stage, the interests of women were associated with professional employment and economic
independence, the possibility of obtaining higher education. The Soviet period was characterized by a tactical
order, where women's public organizations acted as a form of ideological work and political mobilization.
The interests of women as a social group were not set separately, and their activity was aimed at solving
problems related to the social roles of women (helping families and children, life, etc.). The post-Soviet peri-
od is characterized by a surge in the activity of women's associations, where the ideas of equality, reforming
the political and social system come to the fore. The political consciousness of women is changing under the
influence of changing social practices. By the end of the 1990s, the expectations of positive changes were
replaced by apathy and alienation. The deteriorating socio-economic situation of families necessitated wom-
en's associations to abandon their own political interests, and turn to the protection of socially vulnerable
groups.

Conclusion. At the present stage, women's public associations are expressing the interests of various
social groups and are involved in solving a wide range of issues. Public associations themselves face a num-
ber of difficulties, to which the author relates: organizational difficulties, underestimation of the need for
political participation, and poor resource provision.

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GENDER REGIME AND GENDER ORDER INSTITUTIONALIZED:
A REVIEW OF PARADIGMS

Introduction. Modern social studies have recently included gender in the vicinity of their range of
subjects, which offers a new perspective on modernization, urbanization and migration. The article
offers a review of approaches that enable us to approach the formations of gender orders, understand
the causes of the established gender regimes, and single out the gender factor in social institutions, such
as family, educational establishments, street culture, state).

Methods. Using historical-philosophical method enables us to apply contemporary philosophical
theories to gender. Neo-freudian, structural-constructivist and liberal approaches are compared.

Results. Liberal and conservative discourses in Russian social philosophy tend to juxtapose east
and west, whilst western approaches summarily focus on the social and the biological nature of conflict.
In general, liberalism views moral as a secular category, while making equality and national identity its
focal point of interest. Neo-Freudian studies of the Frankfurt School make use of the psychological
theories of personality types. Calculating the personality types enables the scholars to empirically as-
sess personal traits that fall on the spectrum, as well as take into account the correlations between a
person and their environment. The correlation between structure and practice are analyzed in the struc-
tural-consructivist studies, where oppression is viewed as a derivative emerging from “structure” itself.

Conclusion. Put in the gender context, despite their diversity, Neo-Fraudian, structural-
constructivist, discursive and liberal paradigms tend to view the masculine state model as dominant.
These methods are widely used in interdisciplinary gender studies, enabling to review the earlier ne-
glected contexts in order to fully understand the genesis of gender dynamics, as well as view everyday
culture (outdoor /supermarket/school behavior) as social continuum that constructs the institutionalized
society.

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INSTITUTIONALIZATION OF STUDENT SPORTS IN RUSSIA:
REGULATORY LEGAL BASIS OF THE ORGANIZATION
OF STUDENT SPORTS CLUB

Introduction. The goal is to present the legal framework for creating a student sports club as a form of
institutionalizing student sports. The formation of the social institute of student sports in Russia attracts atten-
tion with the need for comprehension in order to understand the future prospects for the development of
sports and its significance for modern Russian society. The intensive development of university sports in
Russia results in the emergence of new organizational forms and therefore, to the final stage of the institu-
tional development of university sports. Such a form as a student sports club is becoming more widespread.
The legal regulation of student sports clubs is considered in the article as the combination of two successive
stages of institutionalization.

Methods. Theoretical and methodological basis: the theory of social institution, sociology of physical
culture and sports, legal substantiation of organizational forms, institutional analysis, project approach. As a
base and examples, the projects of clubs in FSBEI of HE Volga Region State Academy of Physical Culture,
Sports and Tourism were used.

Results. To setup a sports club in an educational organization, the most appropriate form is a public or-
ganization (association) founded by the students. Analysis of the practice of one of the clubs shows a positive
development trend in the academy of the corresponding sport, manifested in an increase in the number of
athletes, an increase in their athletic level, a level of athletic performance achieved and an increase in other
indicators.

Conclusion. The examples of student sports clubs presented in the article demonstrate in detail a suffi-
ciently prepared regulatory framework for creating such a form of organization of university sports and the
possibility of widespread use of the practice of establishing sports clubs in higher education institutions. The
presence of such an organizational form as a student sports club, which is widespread, is one of the evidences
of'the final stage and, accordingly, the high level ofinstitutionalization of university sports in Russia.

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RUSSIA AND DZUNGARIA UNDER GOLDAN-TSEREN:
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Introduction. The purpose of the study is to consider issues of Russian foreign policy in the Asian
direction and Russian-Dzungarian relations of the second quarter of the X VIII century.

The Russian state at the end of the XVII century. as a result of promotion and economic develop-
ment of South Siberia, I came across an aggressive policy on the part of the Dzungarian Khanate. Of par-
ticular interest are the relations between Russia and Dzungaria during the reign of Galdan-Tseren. In the
study of this historical period, there is a need to identify the role of the Hunting itself in the formation of
bilateral relations between states.

Methods. The article was prepared on the basis of an analysis of an array of historical documents and
scientific literature on the problem being studied.

Results. The first years of the reign of Galdan-Ceren in order to strengthen personal power, pursued
a peace-loving policy towards the Russian Empire. He sought to establish economic and diplomatic ties
with the Russian state, since there was a threat from the Qing empires. Countries regularly exchanged
diplomatic missions. But in the early 1740s. the huntaji changed the course of foreign policy and went on
to aggravate relations with Russia; claims were made against South Siberia. In Central Asia, he resumed
the struggle with the Kazakh zhuzes, with the aim of separating them from Russia and subordinating them
to the influence of the khanate. In response, the Russian government took measures to strengthen the Sibe-
rian military line and diplomatically defended interests in the Central Asian region, pursuing a “soft” poli-
cy towards Dzungaria, while reinforcing its arguments with a demonstration of military “strength”.

Conclusion. The study of Russian-Dzungarian relations of the second quarter of the XVIII century.
allows us to identify the patterns of political processes in Central Asia not only in the 18th century, but
also in subsequent periods, which in turn made it possible to predict the course of international relations in
this region. What contributed to the formation of the country's foreign policy and relations with neighbors.

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ANCIENT MARI BRACELETS WITH “HEADS”:
ORIGIN AND SEMANTICS

Introduction. Bracelets were an integral part of the ancient Mari costume, in the decoration of which
the image of a snake was often used. The purpose of this article is to study the origin and semantics of the
bracelets “with heads”. The image of a snake, which is embodied in these decorations, will allow you to re-
veal one of the faces of the semantics of the ancient Mari costume.

Methods. The object of this study is bracelets "with heads", found during the excavations of ancient
Mari cemeteries of the line [—II millennium AD, which are considered on the basis of an interdisciplinary
approach using methods of semiotics, structural and functional analysis, in terms of their origin and symbolic
values.

Results. Bracelets «with heads», having parallels in the culture of the Baltic and East Slavic ethnic
groups, organically entered in the system of the ancient Mari costume of the beginning of the 2nd millennium
AD. Semantically, they were close to other similar decorations, reflecting a complex of representations relat-
ed to the image of a snake. In Mari mythology, the snake was perceived both as a cosmic character and as a
creature protecting family well-being, which determined its place in the system of cosmological representa-
tions, reflected in the costume.

Conclusion. The distribution of bracelets "with heads" among the ancient Mari tribes is due to the se-
mantics of the snake image that developed during the contacts of the Finno-Ugric and Indo-European cultural
worlds and reflecting deep archetypical ideas.
