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THE DOOMSDAY CLOCK AND THE MYTHOLOGIZATION
OF TIME IN THE DIGITAL AGE?

Introduction. The article is devoted to the study of the role of the Bulletin of Atomic Scientists maga-
zine and the metaphor "Doomsday Clock" used by this publication in the mythologization of time, character-
istic of the media sphere of digital society. Media in the digital age are undergoing a serious transformation of
temporal myths that construct social reality. The Doomsday Clock is one of the most important tools for re-
producing the eschatological myth in the modern digital world. The media image of this metaphor has a
strong influence on the formation of ideas about time.

Methods. The methodological project of the study is focused on the post-non-classical paradigm of
studying the mythologization of time. The analysis of the processes of transformation of temporal social my-
thology into digital form in the modern media environment makes a constructivist approach to the study of
social reality in demand. An important role in the study is played by the methodology of studying social time,
which involves a functional analysis.

Results. The Doomsday Clock, placed on the cover of the Bulletin of Atomic Scientists, has become a
recognizable media image symbolizing the unsolvability of global problems of humanity that can lead to its
death. In the modern media environment, the Doomsday Clock reproduces the eschatological myth in a new
digital format, visualizing fundamental planetary threats. By bringing the hands of the Clock to midnight and
predicting the imminent end of the World, the publishers of the Bulletin pursue the goal of clearly demon-
strating the seriousness of the impending danger of a planetary catastrophe. To do this, they use an apocalyp-
tic myth that has a huge potential for emotional impact. At the same time, the periodic decrease in the amount
of time before the death of the World (the count is already in seconds), with its simultaneous constant transfer
to the next year, leads to the mythologization of time.

Conclusion. The metamodern context of combining the incongruous characteristics of time represented
in the Doomsday Clock metaphor contributes to its perception at the mythological level. The mythology of
apocalyptic time sets the framework for social actions and defines the temporal modality of digital society.

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STRUCTURE AND TRENDS IN THE DEVELOPMENT
OF THE SOCIAL IDENTITY OF THE CAPITAL OF THE REPUBLIC
IN STRUCTURE OF RUSSIAN FEDERATION

The research for this article was done with the financial support of the Russian Founda-
tion for Basic Research, project Ne 20-011-00588 «Construction of the social identity of the
capitals of the republics in the structure of Russian Federation population (on the example of
the Republic of Mordovia and the Udmurt Republic)».

Introduction. The purpose of the article consists in analysis of the structure of the capital identity
in the regions within the Russian Federation on the example of the capital of Mordovia — Saransk.

Methods. Based on the data of qualitative (focus groups with citizens) and quantitative (mass sur-
vey of the city population) social studies, the authors identify the main components of the social identi-
ty of Saransk residents, assess their significance and transformation potential for the formation of a
stable urban self-identification of the population.

Results. In order to identify the structural and functional features of the social identity of the pop-
ulation of the capitals of the republics within the Russian Federation, authors specify the main compo-
nents and levels of the formation of the capital identity of the cities-administrative centers of the repub-
lics and estimate the degree of formation and contribution of individual components of the capital iden-
tity (ethno-national, civil, primordial, center-peripheral). The ambivalent perception of the citizens of
Saransk as a «provincial capital», occupying a dominant position relative to the rest of the territory of
the republic, but a peripheral status in the Russian social space relative to larger regional centers, is
revealed.

Conclusion. Authors conclude that the dominance of the center-peripheral component of the capi-
tal's identity in Saransk over the rest, stating the impact of cultural and symbolic mechanisms of the
republican identity policy, including ethno-cultural ones, is neutralized by a low degree of satisfaction
with the quality of the urban environment and contribute to the formation of the «transit city» identifi-
cation. As an alternative to the migration outflow, the possibility of switching from an extensive to an
intensive model of urban environment development in accordance with the needs of citizens is prob-
lematic. Authors consider that the achievement of the level of maturity of civic identity necessary for
changing the priorities of development is limited both by the inertia of the existing model of urban poli-
¢y, and by the migration attractiveness and relative proximity of Moscow and the capital region as terri-
tories convenient for individual modernization.

Introduction. The methodological space of modern humanitarian studies includes many approaches,
concepts, theories and ideas. On the one hand, their diversity makes it possible to develop the topics of basic
scientific research in various fields of humanitarian knowledge, on the other hand, the methodological space
of modern humanities faces the challenges of the growing trends of polyparadigmality, interdisciplinarity and
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intersubject characteristic of the science. Under these conditions, the definition of the main lines, thematic
and methodological trends of modern humanitarian research is of particular importance.

Methods. A valid method for solving this problem is to analyze the results of basic humanitarian re-
search, supported by the expert scientific community. In this article, this problem is solved by the method of
scientific reflection on the content of the reports of the All-Russian Scientific Conference with international
participation "Fundamental Problems of the Humanities: Experience and Prospects for the Development of
RFBR Research Projects", prepared based on the results of implemented RFBR grant projects (September 24-
26, 2020, Barnaul).

Results. As a result of the analysis, a spectrum of basic problems of modern humanities was revealed; a
description of the RFBR grants implemented by the conference participants in the field of history, linguistics,
literary criticism, psychology, pedagogy and sociology is presented; the assessment of their contribution to
the solution of the problem of building a unified methodological space of modern humanitarian research is
given and directions of development of the methodological space of modern humanitarian science are deter-
mined.

Conclusion. The theoretical significance of the research is to determine the directions of transformation
of the modern methodological space of the humanities. The obtained scientific results have significant poten-
tial for practical use and can be used in the processes of organizing Russian humanities, international integra-
tion of science in the context of globalization and glocalization, examination of applications for scientific
research in the humanities and assessment of their results, modernization of the content of humanitarian edu-
cation and the popularization of scientific humanitarian knowledge.

Introduction. This work identifies and comparatively analyzes the spectrum of demographic character-
istics and religious and social views of representatives of the two main subgroups that make up modern Mus-
lim religious communities - regular members and clergy (imams).

Methods. The empirical materials used in this article were collected using the method of sociology - in-
terviewing using closed questionnaires; the authors used an inductive strategy, as well as methods of meas-
urement, comparison, analysis and synthesis.

Results. It was revealed that among the representatives of the clergy there are no builders, military per-
sonnel, law enforcement officers and media workers; representatives of the clergy are more actively advocat-
ing cooperation between religious associations and state authorities. The respondents define the spheres of
interaction between state and religious institutions: spiritual and moral education of people, charity, culture
and education. The definition of the priority areas of state-religious relations is the same for the clergy and
regular members. The problem of the spread of non-traditional religions worries the Muslim clergy more than
the regular members of the communities; it is connected, in the opinion of one fifth of the respondents, with
the intensification of conflicts in modern Russian society. At the same time, most of the respondents believe
that there should be no restrictions on the spread of religious worldview, proselytism is not a problem, and
ideological choice is a private matter for everyone. The overwhelming majority of both clergy and regular
believers define Russia as a special civilization.

Conclusion. Muslim religious associations of Bashkortostan strive to actively influence various spheres
of public life of citizens, while the clergy are more proactive in this matter; a significant part of imams and
regular members of communities support the principle of secularism and positively assess the state's policy



towards religious associations. The clergy and ordinary believers - regular members of the Muslim communi-
ties of Bashkortostan celebrate the unity of the multicultural space of modern Russia.

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SOCIOLOGICAL ANALYSIS OF THE DYNAMICS OF THE HUMAN
RESOURCES POLICY OF THE PRC AND THE CPC (2013 - 2021)

N. B. Pomozova

Introduction. The article analyzes some sociological trends in the dynamics of the personnel policy of
the leadership of the PRC and the CPC, which, in turn, make it possible to draw conclusions about the change
in the country's socio-political priorities. In the context of slowing economic growth, as well as in the context
of the tasks facing the leadership of the PRC, including the preservation of political stability within the coun-
try and the consolidation of its leadership in the international arena, the principle of meritocracy was chosen
as the basis of the state and party HR policy, which is considered by Western sociologists, to be the key to the
successful development of society.

Methods. The research is based on the analysis of biographical and sociological data, as well as the
methodology proposed by D. Bell, M. Weber, K. Davis, W. Moore, T. Parsons.

Results. The transition from technocracy to meritocracy, intensified with the coming to power of the
President of the PRC, General Secretary of the CPC Central Committee Xi Jinping, looks logical in the con-
text of China's economic and technological leap and its apparent intention to take the lead in the international
arena. The new status of the PRC implies the need not only for competent management, but also the im-
portance of understanding the changes taking place in China, which determines the appointment to leading
state and party posts mainly of people with a liberal arts education received in leading Chinese and foreign
universities. The increased attention to the quality of human capital both in the country as a whole, and
among the members of the CPC and its leadership, testifies to the desire of the elite to share common values
with the people, on the one hand, and to increase the efficiency of the work of party cadres, their compliance
with the tasks facing the country, on the other hand.

Conclusion. An analysis of the trends in the dynamics of the PRC's HR policy showed that the rapid
development of China and the new tasks dictated by it in the field of domestic (maintaining the CCP's legiti-
macy) and foreign (international leadership) politics, determined the choice of meritocracy as the principle of
functioning of the state and party HR policy.

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THROWING WITH A SLING

G. N. oqlu Bunyamin
Azerbaijan University of Tourism and Management, Baku (Azerbaijan)

Introduction. Researchers point out that for the first time people began to use various types of weapons
precisely for the purpose of self-defense from wild animals, and not to hunt them, and also that the first
weapons were ordinary stone and wooden batons. We also agree with this and believe that the stone thrown
by ancient man to protect himself was his first weapon and tool. Considering the influence of man on nature,
G. Akhmedov says that man separates himself from the world in which he was created and creates a new
world. We fully agree with this idea, and we believe that in the course of this process, ancient man created
many types of tools, weapons, developed techniques for their use for self-defense and for hunting wild ani-
mals. In our opinion, the first weapons were rocks and fragments of rocks that people threw to drive animals
away from high mountains and steep cliffs.

Methods. During the research at the Nakhchivan State Historical Museum, we conducted a study of two
stones of different sizes, which are museum exhibits. These stones, which are identified and listed in the
catology by the museum staff under the name "stone balls", have an almost perfect round shape and are de-
void of any recesses or handles.

Results. Ancient people, who initially used stone tools to protect themselves from wild animals, then,
gradually accumulating the necessary knowledge and skills, creatively generalizing the existing experience
and observing, began to use them for hunting, for digging up edible roots, collecting fruits from trees. One of
the ways was the use of various stones as throwing projectiles. The scientific literature indicates that the sling
was made by the ancient population of Azerbaijan from wood and animal skins. The middle part of it, in
which the stone was placed, was wider, and the ends used to bring it into action were longer. In our opinion,
the stones found by A. A. Mirzazade belonging to the archaeological layers from the Neolithic to the I mil-
lennium BC in the Half-hearth are projectiles from a sling. The researchers point out that the stones found in
the Beylagan district are also projectiles from the sling. Based on all this, we can come to the conclusion that
the stones in the Nakhichevan State Historical Museum are sling shells.

Conclusion. The sling played an important role not only in military affairs. but also in the emergence
and development of various games. In our opinion, the sling influenced the emergence of stone-throwing
tools.

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THE POLITICAL MOODS OF THE SOVIET PROVINCIAL SOCIETY
OF THE MIDDLE OF THE 1950s. (PART II)

M. G. Mokrousova, A. N. Pavlova
Povolzhskiy State Technical University

Introduction. In the second half of the twentieth century there were serious changes in the political
mood of Soviet society associated with the process of de-Stalinization, initiated by the country's leadership.
The problem of mass repressions and the rehabilitation of their victims remains one of the most debatable to
date, and the question of changing Soviet models of mythology is only beginning to be developed in Rus-
sian\ domestic science. The question of the perception of these changes in the general population of the USSR
has been little studied, in contrast to the moods of the party-government and cultural elites of that era.



Methods. The object of the study was the political mood of Soviet citizens of the second half of the
1950s, restored according to the memories of contemporaries and participants of the events. The materials
were collected in the framework of a survey conducted for several years by teachers and students of the Vol-
ga State Technological University among residents of the Mari El Republic and neighboring regions. The
analysis of the sources was carried out on the basis of an interdisciplinary approach using the methods of
historical and socio-anthropological research.

Results. The study of the survey materials shows that the political moods of the Soviet people in the
province, including children and adolescents, was formed under the influence of the media, as well as other
official sources. The difficult situation in the country in the 1920-1950s was directly reflected in the fate of
people, so family history has become an important source of political mood formation. Soviet provincial
society, with a few exceptions, in the mid-1950s was far from politics, preferring not to deal with acute prob-
lems.

Conclusion. The study of the political moods of the provincial society in the mid-1950s allowed to
identify sources and mechanisms of public opinion formation.

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HISTORY OF TOURISM DEVELOPMENT IN MARI EL

Introduction. This article is devoted to the history of tourism in Mari El. The current state of tourism in
the RME has been analyzed in sufficient detail by various authors. However, there is no complete picture of
the evolution of tourism and the main stages of its development in Mari El.

Methods. When considering the history of tourism in Mari El, methods such as comparative historical,
systemic and structural analysis and an integrated approach were used.

Results. The subject of the research is the stages of tourism development in the Mari Territory. The
author, by grouping historical events in separate periods, carried out a periodization of tourism in the
Republic of Mari El. Particular attention is paid to the prerequisites for the formation and development of
tourist and excursion activities in the Mari Territory. It is determined that the pre-revolutionary period is
largely associated with the development of excursion business in the framework of school education. The
main features of the development of tourism in the Soviet period were mass and social character. The main
trends in the post-Soviet period of tourism development are associated with the commercialization of tourism
in general and the transformation of Mari El into one of the tourist centers of Russia in the last decade. The
advantage of tourism in the RME is the unique natural resources and ecological situation, as well as the
spiritual culture of the Mari.

Conclusion. The presented material helps, in our opinion, to consider the essence of the main stages of
the formation and development of tourism in Mari El, to show a direct connection with the state of society.
The research results are important for understanding the current state of tourism in the Republic of Mari El.

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THE GLORIOUS WAY OF VAVILOV READINGS
IN MARI EL AND RUSSIA: FROM ORIGINS TO MODERNITY

V. P. Shalaev
Volga State University of Technology, Yoshkar-Ola (Russia)

Introduction. The article examined the phenomenon, considered the main historical milestones of the
development of the Vavilov readings, an international, interdisciplinary scientific conference in Yoshkar-
Ola, working in the direction of dialogue of sciences, generations and territories. Vavilov readings are asso-
ciated with the names of two prominent Russian, Soviet scientists with a world name, brothers S.I. Vavilov,
physicist and N.I. Vavilov, plant genetics.

Methods. The main methods of research were the historical approach, the analytical method and the
method of scientific generalizations.

Results. Vavilov readings arose in Mari El in 1996 as a platform for scientific dialogue between scien-
tists of various sciences and directions during the period of difficult trials of Russian science. Their main
goal was to create conditions for maintaining scientific dialogue and cooperation of scientists, during the
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period of brutal deformations of domestic science and higher school, in the post-Soviet period of Russian
development. Another, fundamental, no less important goal, was the creation of a systematic platform for
dialogue between generations of researchers in science. Vavilov readings, initially, in their activities formu-
lated a scientific and educational mission, the establishment of a worldview dialogue of young and mature
generations of scientists and researchers in science.

An integral part of the readings was the youth segment of the conference, which organized a competi-
tion for the best scientific reports and materials of students and undergraduates, in 15 scientific sections,
including humanities, social, natural and technical sciences.

Reading is distinguished by a problematic focus on the study and solutions of the fate of Russia and
the world in the context of the upcoming Western globalization and consumption society, the topic of human
security and sustainable development of society in the context of global transformations, the topic of national
security of Russia in a changing world. Over the years of scientific and educational activity of readings on
the land of Mari El, more than 10 thousand scientists, researchers, practitioners from 11 countries of the
world took part in them. In different years, well-known scientists of Russia from leading academic institu-
tions and higher educational institutions of Russia, famous statesmen of Russia and the Republic of Mari E
took part in them. The article presents the unique thematic history of the Vavilov readings in Yoshkar-Ola. A
separate place is devoted to describing and understanding the content and results of the anniversary 25
Vavilov readings.

Conclusion. Over the years of its existence, the Vavilov readings have become a kind of scientific face
of the Republic of Mari El both in the Russian and international space of scientific ideas, scientific dialogue
and scientific development. Vavilov readings have become an important factor in the scientific and educa-
tional and critical understanding of the current processes of cultural and civilizational development of man
and society in a modern format.
