Introduction. This work is devoted to the formation of political mythologization, its features, as well
as the initiation of the image of the "World demon" as a specific figure (image) in world relations. The

main purpose of this research is to identify the features and specifics of the political myth, its features and
differences from the traditional myth, as well as to analyze the image of the "World demon": its specifics,
characteristics, principles of construction, etc.

Methods. This paper uses dialectical, comparative, analytical and ethical methods of analysis. In ad-
dition, elements of religious studies and psychological approaches were used, as well as the method of
mental modeling. This set of methods and approaches allows us to study in detail and consistently the
phenomenon of political mythologization (in particular through the prism of correlation with traditional
myth), as well as to identify the Genesis features (etiology and teleology) of the image of the "World de-
mon".

Results. As a result of this research, the author comes to certain conclusions. There is a certain con-
nection between politics and mythology, in particular with the artificial one, in order to form the legitima-
cy and apologetics of the former. There is a serious differentiation between political mythology and tradi-
tional myth (the former uses the tools and features of the latter, but excludes the content). General provi-
sions of the initiation of the image of the "World demon" in the framework of political dialogue (mytholo-
gy): initialization of the enemy (search for the enemy and resistance, stimulation of social activity) and
veiling one's own weakness (by the initiator of this image). The reasons for the appearance of the image of
the "World demon" in the individual's mind: disinformation ("information hunger"), lies, fear, adaptation.
Exclusion of the numinous aspect in the image of the "World demon".

Conclusion. Political myths have speculative and propagandistic meanings. Due to the very nature of
a person, they can also have a reversible character. Political mythologization is a specific simulation that
reconstructs the reality of events in order to substitute their content, provide apologetic and sanctioned
behavior, manipulate consciousness (individual, group, mass within the framework of social ideology and
international dialogue), and is also used as a tool of political confrontation, in particular to discredit the
opponent.

Introduction. The article is devoted to the analysis of the current state of intercultural contacts be-
tween Russia and China, carried out through various multimedia services in the Internet space. Since cul-
ture is crucial in the implementation of various forms of communication, the study of the nature and con-
tent of the interaction of the two countries in the information space through various Internet technologies
seems to be an extremely urgent task.

Methods. As a methodological basis of the study, cultural-philosophical analysis is used, suggesting
a communicative approach to understanding the process of intercultural interaction in the context of glob-
alization. This approach was chosen as the most relevant for the analysis of the nature of multifactorial
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processes of interaction of cultures in the information society, taking into account the significance and
results of the rapid development of technical means of communication.

Results. The article shows the importance of establishing channels of information exchange and in-
teraction in the field of culture of Russia and China in the context of the transition of mankind to the state
of the information society. Special attention is also paid to the preservation of local cultures, given the
presence of rapidly developing mass culture. The article notes both the positive consequences of its spread
in terms of creating a unified cultural space-communication, as well as the negative ones associated with
the emergence of a potential threat of loss of identity by national communities. The paper analyzes the
main online services of importance for the interaction of representatives of Russia and China, and also
concludes on possible ways to strengthen international cooperation, primarily at the level of interpersonal
relationships.

Conclusion. In the context of globalization and the spread of mass culture products in the modern in-
formation society, it has created a serious threat to the preservation by national states of their own identity.
In these conditions, the problem of developing a compromise cultural policy that combines the tasks of
building an intercultural dialogue in the Internet space with the tasks of preserving national identity and
culture is becoming urgent for Russia and China.

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POWER AND SOCIETY IN PERCEPTION
OF “GENERATION OF ZERO YEARS”

Introduction. Based on the theory of generations the results of the next stage of a longitudinal study
of social memory, social mood, and images of power of students born in the last two decades of the XX
and in the zero years of XXI centuries are presented as a factor of their future behavior.

Methods. A method of processing the information received was a qualitative analysis of documents
with the identification of typical events, memories of which are inherent in each of the three studied gen-
erations, and their interpretative content.

Results. The study based on the same methods of social memory, social mood and images of power,
allowed to identify the features of the “zero” generation in these aspects.

Conclusion. According to the results of the study, it was concluded that the most significant trace in
the social memory of the generation is left by the events whose eyewitnesses are its representatives, and
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which affect its subsequent adult life. Significant shifts in the recollections and perceptions of these events
can be traced among students already within a decade. However, it is premature to draw conclusions about
the role of the “zero” generation in society in their adult phase, as it has not yet matured.

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Introduction. The article is devoted to process construction and representation of gender in TV
commercials. Research problem consists in pattern analyze of the gender-role behavior in TV advertisment
which determines gender stratification and builds gender inequality in Russian society. The author focuses
on the importance of nonverbal communication, which expresses the meaning of the message by means of
the defining value of high profile in society, roles and values of male and female images. Gender-
differentiated means of nonverbal communication picture gender asymmetry and, as a result, the male
domination and female submission becomes stronger on television. It hinders building of the adequate
social structure in Russian society. The goal of this research is to reveal the mechanism gender social rep-
resentation in TV commercial as the projection of social processes in Russia.

Methods. The methodology of the sociological research is based on the positions of structural con-
structivism which is devoted to analyzing the norms of gender functioning in different practices of socially
approved male and female behavior. The empirical research methods are content-analysis and structural
semiotics analysis that make possible to reveal processes of the nonverbal communication in TV commer-
cial.

Results. As the sociological analysis showed, the current Russian TV advertisement is a mean of
symbolic interpretation of the gender behavior. Variety of social situations are described by means of non-
verbal communication and it determines set of basic life strategies for social actors.

Conclusion. TV advertisement is the important factor of forming daily lives of people, it keeps the
understanding of dominant culture signs and symbols in the society. Nonverbal communication creates the
semiotic system of gender-differentiated means and it is used for social representation normative feminini-
ty and masculinity.

Methods. The method of analysis of primary and secondary data on the problem of the modern social
credit system and its impact on the processes of social development of China was used.

Results. The article analyses the desire of the Chinese government to create a social credit system inde-
pendent of Western global information networks, capable of overcoming the global information network-related
control and control over the traffic and content of personal and public information developed by Western world
information networks, as a tool for controlling and managing world public processes by Western capital and
Western governments, especially the United States and its intelligence centres. From a sceptical standpoint,
Western capital and governments have already created projects to track, control and manage information in the
global network by such Western projects as, for example, the global electronic intelligence system ECHELON

(Five Eyes), operating on the basis of an agreement between the UK, USA, Australia, New Zealand and Canada.

Conclusion. The author concludes that the project of the social credit system developed by China, which
can become an important factor in the national security of China and the security of its citizens around the world,
is positive.

ANALYSISOFTHECURRENTSTATE OF HUMAN RESOURCES
POTENTIAL IN RURAL AREAS OF THE REPUBLIC OF KALMYKIA

Introduction. The goal is to analyze the current state of the human resources potential of rural
territories of the Republic of Kalmykia. The relevance of the research is based on the fact that the basis of
human resource potential is youth (18-29 years). The analysis of scientific publications showed that
decreasing the population of the Republic, including youth, the trend of population outflow from rural
areas, are analyzed the causes of these phenomena, which is unemployment and low wage, it differs from
the wage in city 2 times. The problem of research is what are the directions and ways to improve the state
of human resources in rural areas, taking into account modern achievements of science and practice.

Methods. Analysis of scientific literature, statistical data, sociological survey( questionnaire),
methods of mathematical statistics.

Results. A questionnaire survey of 18-29-year-olds was conducted to identify their attitude to
farming, income level, future plans for living in rural areas, the main problems of rural areas and
expectations of support from the outside in running their business. Most of the participants do not expect
and rely on themselves or their relatives for support in running their business, a small part of them have a
desire to engage in agriculture, most of them do not see any improvement in living conditions in rural
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areas recently, most of the participants expressed doubts about further living in rural areas, and most of
them have a low income, which is enough for basic necessities.

Conclusion. The theoretical and practical significance of the results obtained is to Supplement the
theoretical provisions, the results can be used for teaching students of sociological faculties. The issue of
improving the human resource potential of rural territories and solving the problems of implementing
modern scientific achievements in their daily life remains relevant for further study.

Introduction. The article presents the author's sociological analysis of the strategies and practices of social
services providing services to socially-depivable categories of the population. The subject of the study is the
inclusive focus of Internet resources of social services in the cities of the Volga region. Inclusion, as the object of
multidisciplinary research, is of professional interest not only to professionals directly involved in the process of
social inclusion (social workers, medical and pedagogical workers, sociologists, psychologists, valeologists), but
also a wide range of employers, representatives of the government and civil society in general. The inclusive
culture, already part of modern everyday life, promotes new social spaces, practices and interaction strategies
that generate inclusive forms of social services delivery. The relevance of the author's research is conditioned by
the active entry into traditional forms of social communication of IT technologies, the necessity of which is con-
firmed by the specifics of the spread of the pandemic and forced restrictions of life, its transition to the online
format.

Methods. The work on the article carried out a theoretical analysis of the array of data of domestic and for-
eign scientific sources (monographs, articles and publications on the topic of research, author's credits for the
examination of degrees in sociology) and regulatory and legal documentation, which allowed to compare and
organize international and Russian developments in the context of trends in the evaluation of the effectiveness of
inclusive practices of social services; The method of analyzing interactive documents content analysis of social
services sites.

Results. As a result of the author's theoretical analysis of scientific sources and empirical research (content
analysis of the Internet resources of social services of Volga cities) the previously obtained data on the complex
social functions of the inclusive culture of social services, including in the aspect of atypical childhood, were
confirmed. Factors and principles of improving the efficiency of social services are justified: the development of
online services, through the evaluation of the effectiveness of online resources. It is proposed to introduce the
concept of "online efficiency", which today is considered not only as the most prompt and accessible way to
obtain information and services, but also relevant (in the conditions of a pandemic).

Conclusions. The article presents the results of the original author's study aimed at forming current mark-
ers for evaluating online resources of social services in the context of an inclusive culture.

Results. We have studied the experience of implementation, introduction, organization, and interac-
tion of school authorities, trainers, teachers, and students in the process of teaching using distance educa-
tional technologies at Specialized children's and youth sports school of the Olympic reserve «Baltic
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coast». The sociological survey revealed the attitude of the students of sports schools to the new learning
conditions during self-isolation period which was studied and analyzed.

Conclusions. The temporary order of teaching using distance educational technologies has led to the
need to alter the content, methods, and approaches in a very short time. However, the indirect, remote
form of educational interaction has become a fundamentally new lesser-studied experience for sports
schools. A number of problems, reducing the effectiveness of the teaching process, were revealed. Particu-
larly, the number of technical equipment and the level of technical preparedness of trainers and students.
The effectiveness of the learning process also depends on the student's ability to quickly integrate into the
changing conditions of the social environment, taking into account their interests and needs. Many of the
students adapted to new forms of social interaction quite easily, which was the theoretical part. However,
it appeared to be quite problematic to maintain physical fitness and practical exercises when studying
complex tactical techniques.

Introduction. Social stability in a transforming society is possible if the authorities take into account the
diverse and multidirectional trends characteristic of each of the stages of its modification. Since modern wars for
the future are fought on the ideological field, knowledge of semiotic verbal identification / self-identification of
respondents allows us to correct this process and predict the civil potential of society. Of particular importance is
the self-identification of young people who choose life goals, strategies for achieving them and, ultimately, a
way of'life.

Methods. In recent years, youth research has mainly been conducted in the student classroom for organiza-
tional and financial reasons. Since it is these young people who will determine the trends of social development
in the near future, and the mechanisms for managing social processes, as the experience of numerous “color
revolutions” have shown, have been worked out specifically for students, narrowing the object of research is not
of fundamental importance. Generation Z is characterized by a fashion for self-presentation in a variety of forms,
from selfies to deliberately defiant behavior on the verge of morality / law. Despite this, quantitative authors
prefer not to ask questions that would reveal points of division / risk in the ideological sphere. As a result, a por-
trait of modern youth inadequate to reality is created, against which the facts of various forms of bullying, AUE,
etc. characterized by nothing more than "sun spots".

Conclusion. The touches to the portrait of modern youth should be added based on the search for methods
of working with it. The article proposes a method for studying students' self-identification through the analysis of
modern reality based on the poem by A.S. Pushkin's "Freedom the Desert Sower".

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WOMEN’S SUFFRAGE MOVEMENT

Introduction. Women's suffrage was a radical idea in the 19th century when it was believed that
women lacked the rational abilities and independent judgment necessary for responsible political govern-
ance. The article shows how the women's suffrage movement originated, strengthened and developed in
the United States and Great Britain, where the struggle was long and difficult. The experience of these
countries and those that were the first to give women the right to vote is generalized, which broadens the
understanding of historical events that took place in the mid-19th and early 20th centuries.

Methods.General scientific methods as well as a historical-comparative method were used during the
research.
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Results. Women in the United States have been involved in a long and difficult struggle for suffrage,
requiring dedication and hard work of several generations. Seventy-two years passed between the Seneca
Falls Convention (1848) and the adoption of the nineteenth amendment (1920). In the women’s struggle
for the right to vote in the UK, the first and second wave of the campaign can be distinguished. Those who
participated in the first wave of the campaign believed in peaceful, constitutional methods and acted
through petitions, posters, leaflets and public gatherings. A new generation of activists was ready for di-
rect, belligerent action to achieve their goal. British women were only granted voting rights in political
elections in 1928.

Conclusion. Great Britain and the USA turned out to be the main centers of the organized women's
suffrage movement that arose in the middle of the 19th century. Women's suffrage has never been a gift. It
is concluded that women were able to achieve the right to vote through skillful organization, mobilization
and activity in creating a powerful social movement. The suffragists saw the path to social and political
equality through gaining the right to vote and achieved it.
