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CATEGORIES OF AESTHETIC
IN POST-INDUSTRIAL SPACE AND METAPOLITICS

Introduction. The article conducts a study of the aesthetics of the beginning in the 20th century. and its
relationship with politics. The influence of the industrial revolution on social views, moral guidelines of both the
individual and the whole society as a whole, which in turmn determined the aesthetics of this period, is considered. At
the same time, two categories of aesthetics are revealed, their relationship and their inclusion in the metapolitical
scenario.

Methods. In this study, a metaphysical method is used when considering moral issues that constitute the social
and personal worldview in a post-industrial society. It is also used, to build a logical chain of research and search for
alternative solutions, the technique of sophism. And in order to build an evidence base on the issue being analyzed,
and then to find solutions, a rationalistic method is used.

Results. The study is based on the concept of aesthetics, which was rethought in connection with the
reorganization of post-industrial society. Socio-political principles that influence aesthetics are revealed. And in this
regard, a conclusion is made about the hermeneutic, linguistic morphological structure of aesthetics, which is based on
a sign system. Thus, for the new aesthetics, which is structured by a sign system, two categories are characteristic:
firstly, it is “art becoming life”, aesthetics participating in “life-building”. This category includes objects of industrial
production and design; the second category is defined as — "the life of art", which is defined by the museum format
representing art.

Conclusion. Given the morphological structure of the new aesthetics, it is concluded that it is included in the
metapolitical scenario.

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THE ISSUE OF BUDDHIST THEOS: DIVINE EXISTENCE
AND ITS CHARACTERISTICS

Introduction. Within this scientific paper the author on a complex basis considered the fairly actual, not
yet exhausted issue concerning Buddhistic divine spirits being, which is grappled in Buddhism under its speci-
fic philosophic postulates and religious cosmology. And besides the author, in justice to the previous overhaul
native and foreign researches that accented on typological determining Buddhism as religion or ethic and athe-
istic doctrine, existing/non-existing of Buddhistic Exclusive Lord-Creator, essential, functional and other typo-
logy of many Buddhist gods, Buddhistic discussions about human or entire divine nature of Buddha
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Shakyamuni, other buddhas and «Bodhisattvas», syncretic connections between Buddhism and religions of
particular nations, focused his attention on basic essential and characteristic peculiarities of Buddhist gods, its
existence and non-existence, «Karma’s» and «Samsara's» influence on them, particularity of original trans-
gressed correlation between human and divine nature. Thus the narrative of the given research is not an issue
whether the existence or non-existence of Exclusive Lord-Creator and many other gods is accepted in Bud-
dhism, but what all these gods are.

Methods. Within the given research the axiomatic method, abstracting, ascensioning from abstractions to
particulars and from particulars to abstractions, induction and deduction, analysis and synthesis, describing,
comparing and historical methods were used.

Results. Relating to the issue of existence or, on the contrary, non-existence of Exclusive Lord-Creator,
Buddha Shakyamuni having human or divine nature the Buddhist points of view could be diametrically oppo-
site to each other. It means that these issues are not actual comparing to the basic narrative points of Buddhist
philosophy, whose examples are the dilemma of difference or identity between «Samsara» and «Nirvanay,
conception of «Emptiness» («Shunyatay), material objects and «dharmases's» not having its individual and
essential nature etc. Among others this is why the matter of Buddhist Theos could not be clenched definitely by
Buddhistic thinkers, particularly by Buddha himself. The actualization of this issue is harmful for Buddhist
because it distracts him from comprehension of «Dharmay, prolonging his «Suffering». Cognizing the «Dhar-
may and getting «Nirvanay, as Buddha did, is possible for anyone without reliance on the exact knowledge
about existence or non-existence of Exclusive Lord-Creator. Human beings and Buddhistic gods are essentially
transgressed relating to each other. On the one hand, the time of gods™ existence is limited, different human
emotional, sensual and other characteristics are inherent in them. On the other hand, human coming to «En-
lightenment» «transcends» him, gradually bringing him closer to the divine residences, step by step converting
him into them as «Bodhisattvasy.

Conclusion. Thus the issue of Buddhistic theos within its, to our mind, most actual content context repro-
duces itself on the basis of emphasizing the key essential and existing characteristics of one or another
Buddhistic divine spirits. These characteristics add up to non-universalism of its nature that appears in cyclic
recurrence of its existence and disappearing, subordination in humans being way to «Karma» and «Samsara's

gyre».

THE CHANGE OF PARADIGMATIC APPROACHES
TO EDUCATION AS A NECESSARY CONSEQUENCE
OF ITS MASS DIGITALIZATION

National Research Nuclear University MEPhI; Institute of Philosophy, Russian Academy of
Sciences, Moscow (Russia)

Introduction. This article raises the problem of conformity of the paradigmatic and methodological foun-
dations of modern education with its accelerated digitalization.

Methods. To analyze the impact of digitalization on education as an institution, the concept of paradigm
shift as types of scientific rationality developed by V.S. Stepin is used: classical, non-classical and post-non-
classical. Through the prism of this approach, existing pedagogical technologies are considered in order to iden-
tify their compliance with a particular paradigm, to clarify what their main features are in accordance with it.

Results. In the course of the study, it was found out that in modern pedagogy as a science of education,
there is a pluralism of points of view both on the number of paradigms possible in this area and on the very
content of this term, which casts doubt on the possibility of talking about the existence of any single, integral
universally recognized paradigm in this area. It is in connection with this fact that the use of paradigmatic ap-
proaches external to education seems to be more productive. The correspondence of traditional pedagogical
technologies to the paradigm of classical scientific rationality, humanistic pedagogical technologies to the
nonclassical one is shown. The necessity of the development of new pedagogical technologies within the
framework of the post-nonclassical paradigm for the successful digitalization of education is revealed.

Conclusion. Based on the analysis of existing approaches to modern education, the following conclusions
can be drawn: firstly, in the presence of many existing educational technologies, it is at least premature to talk
about the existence of a single universally recognized paradigm in this area; secondly, a significant part of the
existing forms of education goes back to the traditional pedagogical technologies of the pre-digital era, which
generates inconsistencies with new, digital forms of production, dissemination and assimilation of information
and requires a fundamental reworking of the structure and models of modern learning.

CONSTITUTIVE PHENOMENOLOGY
BY A.-T. TYMIENIECKI

Introduction. Constitutive phenomenology is a philosophical response to the generativity and emer-
gence of sociocultural being. The dynamic integrity of being forces us to turn to isomorphic forms of
representation of reality, such as cinema, built on creative imagination and constructivist semiosis.

Methods. The article examines the features of constitutive phenomenology presented in the works
of Anna-Teresa Tymieniecki. Its phenomenological model takes into account the emergence, the
processual of the ontic order of the world. Anna-Teresa's ideas are demonstrated by the example of works
of art, especially cinema, as the most dynamic, semantically loaded and intertextual work. The aesthetic
experience of the collective theatre comes from the strengthening of the eventfulness of life. The cinemat-
ic shock of culture pushes the young Polish phenomenologist, who emigrated to the West, to modernize
classical Husserlianism. Anna-Teresa acted in an unprecedented role as a phenomenologist of life, bring-
ing into phenomenology the themes of development, creativity, ontopoiesis, impulse and balance of the
logos of life. The life world is interpreted as a human universe, and science and art act as engines of per-
sonal formation.

Results. Tymieniecki's phenomenology makes it possible to feel involved in the dynamics of histo-
ry; her philosophy develops in response to the challenges of socio-cultural problems. Synergetics, post-
modernism, hermeneutics, analytical philosophy, pragmatism — each modern direction offers its own
solution for the conceptualization of complexity. Tymieniecki gives a procedural impulse to phenome-
nology by introducing dynamic categories in response to the impulses of life. The synthesis of Ingarden's
teaching and philosophy of life creates a dense phenomenological description and becomes an argument
in favour of the value of phenomenology, both in the study of cinema and aesthetics in general.

Conclusion. In 2023, Anna-Teresa Tymieniecki turns 100 years old (1923-2014). In this case, cin-
ema is an ideal conceptual environment where symbolic orders, cognitive norms, unconscious images,
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existential narratives are formed. This contrasts with Husserl's transcendental phenomenology as a repre-
sentative apperception of the Other. Tymieniecki acts as a medium in the mobile semiosis of semi-stable
structures of being. The metaphor of being as a phenomenology of cinema is pure kinaesthetics outside of
anthropological predicates. Cinema fills the phenomenological narrative with processality, and the panop-
ticon of movement is ontologized as a flow.

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Introduction. The article from a socio-philosophical critical position reveals the ideological foundations
of the modern consumer, technologically highly developed society of universal alienation. The relevance and
significance of the considered issue is explained by the fact that the study of the problem of the state of modern
society and man is in demand as socially significant, humanistic significant and existentially significant —
significant in the context of what is happening to them in terms of criteria, ideals and principles of the reasona-
bleness of mankind, genuine progress and freedom, social and spiritual-psychological health.

Methods. In order to study the problem, a dialectical approach was used, as well as, in particular, the cat-
egorical apparatus of discourse of neo-Marxist, postmodern, humanistic socio-critical thought of the XX-XXI
centuries; theoretical analysis of philosophical and social and humanitarian literature on the problem; synthesis;
generalization method; the principle of determinism; philosophy of alienation. As a methodological toolkit,
among other things, it turned out to be significant for representatives of the “critical theory of society” to under-
stand ideology as an apology for the correctness, inevitability and naturalness of the existing social civilization
vector.

Results. The article gives a general theoretical picture of the essence, meaning, specifics of modern ideol-
ogy (the ideology of a late capitalist technologically highly developed consumer society). The emphasis is
placed on the fact that ideology reproduces pseudo-real and (or) false social reality, but apologizes for it, totally
convincing it of its correctness, inevitability and naturalness. That is, ideology assures that everything generated
in the established social reality is universally significant and possessing unconditional value for everyone. And
this is intended to perpetuate the order in the world and serves to strengthen and grow the power of a minority
seeking profit and to maintain social power in the world.

An important aspect of the article was the emphasis on the fact that the trends in the consumption society
are the unconscious by a person his neglect of the dominant system (consumer exploitation/manipulation of the
masses); establishing universal social solidarity through the integration of all into the social whole based on the
ideology of consumption; subordination to the logic of capital, goods and consumption of all manifestations of
society. It is also noted that the ideology of the consumer society is based on the non-stop production of more
and more, mainly artificial, desires and needs; directs the vital energy of the masses into the channel of the
consumer, overly hedonistic-selfish, philistine-insignificant way of existence.

Conclusion. One of the results of the study was to record that by involving the masses in consumer activi-
ty, tasks are being solved to achieve steady economic growth; mass management; gaining a state of integrity
and social cohesion; levelling contradictions dangerous for the system — by integrating everyone into the social
whole based on the ideology of consumption (which, at the same time, contributes to universal atomization).

As a source of the specified manifestations are mechanisms of alienation and a objectification of the per-
son in a modern sociocultural situation, the fundamental reasons of these mechanisms are specified. As one of
the key aspects connected with conditionality of human beings by the extreme materialistic, the corporal and
ego oriented, consumer and spiritless values, by system of production consumption.

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DEMAND FOR TOURISM SERVICES
DURING THE PANDEMIC

N. A. Zyulyaev
Volga State University of Technology, Yoshkar-Ola (Russia)

Introduction. The article notes that a person's need for travel is constantly growing and is turning from
luxury into the first need. Demand for tourist and recreational services is determined by many exogenous and
endogenous factors, including the sanitary and epidemiological situation. Based on the statistical data of Rosstat
and the Bank of Russia for 2019-2021. the author showed the negative impact of coronavirus infection on do-
mestic, inbound and outbound tourism and, accordingly, on the export and import of tourism services.

Methods. The study used general logical (analysis and synthesis, abstraction), empirical (observations,
description, comparisons, measurements), statistical (grouping, indices) methods. General logical methods
made it possible to reveal the impact of COVID-19 both on the demand for tourism services in general and on
certain types of these services. Empirical methods made it possible to consider real processes in tourism in the
context of the spread of coronavirus infection, while statistical methods allowed us to quantify and summarize
its impact. The information base was the official statistical data of Rosstat, the Bank of Russia, UNWTO for
2019-2021, numbering 150 observations.

Results. The introduction of quarantine measures in Russia related to the COVID-19 coronavirus infec-
tion had a negative impact on the tourism and hospitality industry, although to a lesser extent than on the inter-
national one. Over the two years of the pandemic, domestic tourism decreased by 17.6 %, inbound tourism by
29,1 %, and outbound tourism by 42,4 %.

The article notes that the driver of tourism recovery in the country was domestic tourism. The demand of
Russians for domestic tourism services in the context of the pandemic was determined, firstly, by the closure of
borders and the cancellation of flights to popular outbound tourism destinations, and secondly, by the cashback
program, which made it possible to reduce the cost of travel and open up many new places for Russians to tra-
vel. Traditionally, the most attractive and comfortable in terms of infrastructure tourist regions of Russia were
in the greatest demand among Russians.

In the context of the pandemic, the demand of foreign citizens for trips to Russia and the volume of ex-
ports of tourist services provided to them decreased from $11 billion in 2019 to $2,9 billion in 2020 and $3,2
billion in 2021. Data are given on the reduction in the number of tourists from countries traditionally visiting
our country.

The quarterly dynamics of the decrease in the demand of Russians for outbound tourism is shown and
the reasons for this decrease are named. Data are provided for the Top 10 countries most in demand among
Russians during the pandemic.

Conclusion. During the pandemic, the tourism industry in Russia continued to function and suffered less
losses compared to other countries.

Russians showed the main demand for travel around their native country, and domestic tourism became
the driver of the industry's recovery.

In the context of the pandemic, inbound tourism suffered the most, which affected. a decrease in the
number of foreign tourists and the volume of exports of tourist services.
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Outbound tourism, affected by the pandemic, is gradually recovering. Currently, 101 countries are avail-
able for Russians to travel. However, mass outbound tourism will only go to friendly countries, and Russians
will only be able to travel to unfriendly countries on their own.

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ANALYSIS OF APPROACHES TO ASSESSING THE STATE
OF THE LABOR POTENTIAL OF RURAL YOUTH

Introduction. The purpose is to classify approaches to assessing the state of the labor potential of rural
youth and to determine the optimal system of criteria and indicators that will make it possible to make
managerial decisions. Relevance of the study - currently, regulatory legal acts of the federal and regional levels
are aimed at the development of rural areas. According to the Strategy of Sustainable Development of Rural
Territories of the Russian Federation for the period up to 2030, the development of rural territories is aimed at
creating and improving the quality of life of the rural population to perform national functions, but at the
moment the standard of living in rural areas significantly lags behind urban. The problem of the study is what is
the optimal system of criteria and indicators that make it possible to make effective management decisions.

Methods. The research methods were the analysis of scientific literature, regulatory sources and statistical
data, the method of deduction and induction.

Results. Effective management decisions for the development of labor and demographic resources can be
made only on the basis of a system of criteria and indicators reflecting the state of the labor potential of this
contingent. The methods of assessing labor potential used in practice can be divided into administrative,
economic and socio-psychological. The assessment of labor potential is based on quantitative and qualitative
components. To assess the state of the labor potential of rural youth, it is optimal to apply an integrated
approach and evaluate statistical data and data from sociological surveys of young people on the problem of
labor potential. The developed system of indicators will allow to more accurately determine the current state of
the labor potential of rural youth and develop adequate management solutions.

Conclusion. The theoretical and practical significance of the results obtained is to supplement the
theoretical provisions, the results can be used for teaching students. The issue of improving the labor potential
of rural youth and solving the problems of introducing modern scientific achievements into their daily lives
remains relevant for further study.

Introduction. The change of ideology in the CIS countries after the destruction of the Soviet Union had a
significant impact on the memorialization of all the events of the twentieth century. This article is devoted to
the analysis of the role of the family in the formation of the historical memory of the Great Patriotic War.

Methods. The research program of the student youth of the CIS countries was based on the Marxist
methodology using historical, comparative, system-structural and complex methods. Indicators and indicators
of historical memory were recorded in a large-scale empirical study.

Results. The object of this research is students of Russian universities with Russian and foreign ci-
tizenship, as well as students studying in CIS countries.
