Introduction. This article investigates methodological aspects of the study of social space. The genesis of
ideas about social space in foreign and domestic tradition is considered. Modern notions of social space are
considered.

Methods. The method of chronotope is used in this study, which allows to study the phenomenon of so-
cial space more fully. This method makes it possible to compare different historically formed forms of social
space with each other. It also uses a systematic approach to study the elements of social space and understand
their relationship.

Results. The principle of chronotope as applied to the problems of socio-philosophical knowledge is the
basis of the conducted research.

Introduction. In the modern world of mass communications and complex social interactions, the question
of the reasons for making decisions is acute for each person. What is to be accepted as the truth that should be
guided in this process? Obviously, the concept of truth is connected with the theoretical and practical interpreta-
tion of rationalism and rationality.

Methods. The article uses a historical and philosophical approach, which allows us to analyze the devel-
opment of the problem of the connection between truth and rationality in the works of representatives of the
Frankfurt School, as well as F. Nietzsche and M. Foucault. In addition, to identify the features of the modern
decision-making process, a communicative approach was applied, which is a conceptual resource that allows
you to combine two levels of determining the truth as a decision-making condition: the ontological level of
interaction between a person and society and the communicative level of knowledge production.

Results. The purpose of this article is to substantiate the thesis about the plurality of concepts of rationali-
ty and to reveal the fact that each redefinition of rationality in a particular decision-making practice results in a
new search for the place of truth in these processes. The article defines the differences in instrumental and es-
sential, universal and contextual rationality, shows the contradiction between power and value rationality.

Conclusion. The study revealed that the main trends in the change in the discourse of rationality are the
contradiction between instrumental and essential rationality, value and power communications, universal and
contextual rationality. These approaches are represented by the works of J. Habermas and his colleagues in the
Frankfurt School and the studies of M. Foucault. It is shown that the modern understanding of truth is commu-
nicative in nature.

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THE ROLE OF THE SUBJECT IN THE FORMATION
OF VALUE PERSPECTIVES OF THE DIGITAL SOCIETY

Introduction. This article examines the concept of the subjects and their role in relation to the formation
of values of the type of society that uses digital technologies, including artificial intelligence, as one of the main
methods of production.

Methods. The objectives of this study dictate the consideration of the subject simultaneously from sys-
temic and axiological positions, which in the first case allows us to turn to modern works in the field of cyber-
netics of the third order, in the second — to philosophical and ethical concepts: consequentialism, deontology,
virtue ethics.

Results. Value attitude to any objects of reality is the basis of the subject's worldview and is necessary for
effective goal setting and the formation of an assessment of the results of the activity. But at the same time, the
question of how scientific and technological innovations, especially digital ones, should be perceived by a per-
son and society as subjects, is not at all reduced to whether these innovations should be evaluated positively or
negatively. Here we consider on what basis the subject is generally able to make an assessment, and how he/she
can see him/herself and the relationship with the objects of assessment, depending on the chosen system in
which this interaction occurs. These systems, as we believe, can and even should be considered simultaneously
from two positions: 1) as from the point of view of the subject and his/her intentions, determining the possibil-
ity of a particular value relationship; 2) so from the point of view external to the subject, but allowing to deter-
mine his/her position in the emerging system of relations and characteristics of the system itself.
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Conclusion. A subject in a digital society is able to be guided by utilitarian ethics at the level of value re-
lationships with objects, deontological ethics is added at the level of relationships with other subjects, virtue
ethics — at the highest meta-subject level.

Introduction. The paradox of the modern world lies in the fact that, thanks to the achievements of sci-
ence and technology, a person moves away / separates from the sphere of the actual mythological and reli-
gious, but at the same time he is looking for more and more new forms of sublimation of the need for partic-
ipation in the phenomena of this area. An artificial myth is an excellent instrument of influence, which in
international relations can be more effective than direct and brute force. This indirect influence and a kind of
anonymity (although, in fact, the author is always known) also provides security, minimizing the risk of
actual conflict. As a tool, artificial mythologization, in particular political mythology, has a wide range of
applications for constructing the socio-political «reality» necessary for certain purposes.

Methods. Dialectical, comparative, analytical and ethical methods of analysis are used in this work. In
addition, elements of religious and psychological approaches were used, as well as the method of mental
modeling. This set of methods and approaches makes it possible to study in detail and consistently the phe-
nomenon of political mythologization, as well as to reveal the ideological content of a number of
mythologems (for example, the myth of the «chosen brotherhood», supersessionism, categorical morality,
etc.).

Results. As a result of this study, the author comes to the following conclusions. The borrowing of el-
ements of the traditional myth by artificial mythology is revealed, however, not in its pure form, but in a
modified one for certain purposes. The mythologeme of the «chosen brotherhood» initiates a special state,
weighed down by feelings of anxiety, danger and martyrdom. A special «sacred» feeling of the above char-
acteristics of «objective reality» allows you to form a dialogue on the world stage, which has a speculative,
propagandistic and pragmatic character. The «Brotherhood» is in a special exalted state, approaching in its
features to fanaticism. Within the framework of this mythologeme, antagonistic phenomena merge together:
the provisions of the "ethics of brotherhood" and the values of the worldly world. The myth of
supersessionism, i.e. about the special chosenness of an individual, group or state within the framework of
world relations. Several provisions have been identified that can justify the assertion (self-affirmation) of
such a status: 1. The idea of being chosen by God; 2. Justification by moral duty; 3. Creation of special au-
thority on the basis of superiority in any area (economic, military, etc.). The paper analyzes the
mythologeme of categorical morality of political mythology, which does not have a proper moral primacy,
but serves only to drape/bring a positive assessment of immoral actions, as well as assert their legitimacy.
Morality in this state of affairs is only an external style that requires general publicity.

Conclusion. Summing up, it is worth pointing out that these mythologies are only a few that are dis-
tributed within the framework of international relations. This work sought to identify, structure and model
the general framework, trends and specifics of the formation of such artificial mythologies. They take from
the phenomenon of the traditional myth what can be of an applied nature, and allows them to perform certain
tasks that are set before them. Such concepts as «sacred» and «moral» are only a fiction, and have nothing to
do with these phenomena, and are only tools of influence. As certain catalysts and inhibitors, these
mythologems make it possible to regulate both foreign policy relations and the internal policy of a certain
society.

Introduction. Youth’s visions about a hero of our time reflect social-cultural process in our country. It is
something like barometer of value standards, social navigator that is recorded of coordinates in social area. The
purpose of this article is to define how today’s youth interpret the concept of a hero of our time and who are
heroes for the young people today. All hypotheses and conclusions based on pilot empirical research among the
young people of Leningrad region carried out in 2021.

Methods. The pilot empirical research is carried out by focus-group method. This field research allows to
allocate sense and meanings incorporated in the concept of a hero of our time in youth’s visions. It has been
done open coding empirical data, thus it has been defined categories (hero as a cultural pattern of era, hero as
value of the original word, hero as achievement, hero-pioneer (innovator), hero as a media intelligent, focused
hero-motivator) youth gives to the concept of a hero of our time. It has been defined types of heroes (“everyday
heroes”, heroes-celebrity, heroes-athlete, etc.). We have done the content analysis of inductive type to deter-
mine how many young people not to refer heroes of our time.

Results. The analysis of received empirical data shows the concept of a hero of our time is known for
young people but do not typical for them. Usually, they don’t use it. This concept becomes the umbrella con-
cept. New sense, meanings and discourses are added to its classical meaning (a hero as a cultural pattern of era).
Thinking about heroes of our time young people speak about idols, authorities, important people for them, iden-
tical models and also about heroes as consumer objects. The informants changed their vocabulary depend on
meanings implying the concept of a hero of our time.

Conclusion. In order to understand young people, theirs ethic and axiological standards it is necessary to
research theirs benchmarks, social coordinates, in particular heroes and heroes of our time. Carried out the pilot
research shows us the range of the young people’s visions about heroes of our time, different meanings imply-
ing to this concept.

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THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE EFFECTIVENESS
OF ELEMENTARY SCHOOL TEACHERS' PROFESSIONAL ACTIVITIES
AND THEIR LEVELS OF SELF-MANAGEMENT

Introduction. In today's dynamically developing socio-economic and socio-cultural conditions, there are
rapidly increasing demands on the quality and effectiveness of the educational process, the search for and im-
plementation of innovations. In this context, the professional activity of an elementary school teacher is no
exception. Elementary school teacher, as well as other professionals, it is important to maintain a high bar in
their professional field, successfully adapt to the new digital and information space, which dictates the time and
successfully navigate it, providing a high level of educational services, have a mobile and creative approach to
solving their professional tasks. All this actualizes the problem of self-management of elementary school teach-
ers, based on such processes as self-organization, self-management, self-education and self-control.

Methods. This article describes the results of the study organized on the basis of the Laboratory of Mod-
ern Educational Technologies of the Center for Professional Competences of the Pedagogical Institute of the
Federal State Budgetary Educational Institution of Higher Professional Education "Mari State University",
which was aimed at identifying the levels of self-management of elementary school teachers working in general
educational institutions of the Republic of Mari El through our developed method "Self-management assess-
ment of elementary school teachers". In order to confirm the hypothesis we conducted a correlation analysis
and constructed a scatter diagram taking into account the linear regression equation.

Results. The conducted diagnostics revealed the presence of a high level of self-management in 9 elemen-
tary school teachers (15 %), the average level in 51 (85 %) with a complete lack of low. We hypothesized the
presence and direction of the correlation dependence of the trait-result on the trait-factor and built a scatter dia-
gram taking into account the linear regression equation (correlation analysis). Based on the diagnostic data, a
graph of the dependence of the level of self-management of elementary school teachers on the qualification
category and a graph of the dependence of the level of self-management of elementary school teachers on the
pedagogical experience, the linear regression equation was calculated, a linear Pearson correlation coefficient
was found, according to the Cheddock scale a moderate correlation relationship of self-management level with
pedagogical experience was determined for elementary school teachers who took part in the study. A linear
regression equation showed that with an increase of 1 unit of experience, the level of self-management in-
creased by an average of 0,1663 — about 0,2 points. The obtained results served as a basis for proving the as-
sumption that there is a direct relationship between the effectiveness of the professional activities of elementary
school teachers and their levels of self-management.

Conclusion. The results obtained during the study will form the basis for further work in this direction,
which will be aimed at developing and testing methodological recommendations for improving self-
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management of elementary school teachers, not only those who participated in the study, but also all those in-
terested in issues of improving their personal effectiveness, including students of pedagogical specialties

Introduction. The relevance of the research is determined by the conditions of accessible and practically
unlimited communication of individuals and groups of individuals that have developed in modern realities. In
addition, this topic is poorly covered and, according to the authors, insufficiently investigated precisely in the
context of comparing the rate of spread of ideologies and their radicalization. The purpose of the study is to
identify communicative tendencies aimed at spreading newly emerging patterns of thinking, as well as to search
for a response of the society in connection with the assessment of the potential negative consequences of this
phenomenon. Also, the purpose of the study is to create prerequisites for further study of the subject under con-
sideration.

Methods. The research methods used were discourse analysis of linguistic structures containing a set of
media texts corresponding to certain phenomena or phenomena, also authors used method of analysis of public
documents. As a discourse, the authors selected a number of articles, the common feature of which was the
presence of a coherent and coherent text, the actualization of which is determined by such a socio-cultural fac-
tor as influencing the position of an individual on various incidents of actual reality. It should be noted that it is
important for the authors of the fact that the discourse reflects not only the linguistic forms of statements, but
also contains evaluative information, personal and social characteristics of communicants, and implies commu-
nication intentions.

Results. The authors have researched and analyzed 113 articles by leading world publications, both do-
mestic and foreign, including publications in such publications as Die Welt, Kommersant, Frankfurter
Allgemeine Zeitung, Sun and others. As a result of the study, the authors made a number of conclusions about
the nature of the trends accompanying the process of high-speed penetration of ideologies into an unprepared
environment. The scientific novelty of the study consists in comparing the maturity of ideologies and their radi-
calization, as well as hypothesizing that these parameters are interrelated. The work is practically significant,
creating a foundation for further research of the raised issue in the following areas: expanding the list of ideolo-
gies under consideration, analyzing the personal characteristics of leaders of radical movements, correlation of
the quality of education in educational institutions and the degree of exposure to the effects of the penetration of
new ideologies.

Conclusion. In conclusion, recommendations are given to reduce the risks of the influence of communi-
cation systems on the individual's point of view.

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SOCIAL AND HISTORICAL CONTEXT IN FUNCTIONING
OF “PIONER” PERIODICAL (1970-80s)

Introduction. The present research is aimed at revealing main tendencies in the interior and foreign policies
of the Soviet government that influenced the development of the Soviet society in 1970-80s, including upbringing
of Soviet youth by means of mass media.

Methods. Comparative analysis method is used to show correlation between the political and economic situ-
ation in the Soviet Union in 1970-80-s and contents of youth periodicals. We also study processes and events in
their dynamics and chronological order. Semiotic approach interprets society and language as two interconnected
systems where changes in one system lead to changes in the other. Functional approach enables us specify those
language functions that may explain the interrelation between the language and its users.

Results. After having analyzed a group of official documents and papers dated 1970-80-s, we highlight the
basic ideological concepts of the ruling party discourse. At that time internal and foreign policies were governed by
Marxism-Leninism ideology, which was fixed by Article 6 of the 1977 Soviet Constitution, and were described
with the terms of this ideology. The existing society is described as “developed socialist” and is characterized by
strengthening the power of the Communist party and decreasing repressions towards Soviet citizens. This govern-
ing ideology determines the economic development of the country, as well as youth education policies. Foreign
policy is influenced by opposition between the USSR and US known as ‘the Cold War’.

Conclusion. These tendencies are reflected in the Soviet mass media, including periodicals for youth and
children. Both official documents and periodicals create a positive image of the Soviet society and do not reveal
existing problems.
