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INTEGRITY IN THE ASPECT OF A PSYCHOANALYTIC
APPROACH TO A PERSON

Introduction. An attempt is made to consider psychoanalytic research of a person through the prism of a
systematic approach, as well as two multidirectional methodological attitudes. The aim is to reveal by their
example the thesis about the principle for science of forming adequate ideas about the studied object as a
whole. The relevance of this is due to the ongoing understanding of the foundations of scientific knowledge,
correlated with the question of the limit of fragmentation of the object of knowledge, as well as with the
ontognoseological problem of the presupposition of knowledge itself. In anthropological terms, the relevance of
this study correlates with the search for the fundamental foundations of human existence, associated with both
the integrity of the individual and the "ecology" of its existence, due to the new challenges of modernity.

Methods. Methods. The methodological basis is the consideration of the topic from the perspective of re-
ductionism and irreductionism (functional analysis and functional dismemberment), as well as in the context of
the "system of thinking", which allows us to trace the philosophical and ideological "motivation" of the inter-
pretation of the human problem. At the same time, the "system of thinking" itself appears as a kind of "pre-
sketch", which determines the nuances of a specific interpretation.

Results. In the psychoanalytic tradition, integrative and systemic approaches have become such a
"worldview prerequisite" for the way of posing and solving a person's problem. It is significant that in post—
Freudian psychoanalytic anthropology — first of all, in L. Binswanger and E. Fromm - the idea of the integrity
of the individual became a fundamental point. The latter allowed us to comprehend the role of integrative corre-
spondence / inconsistency in the realization of functional needs in its healing (or, on the contrary, destructive)
aspect.

Conclusions. The obtained conclusions allow us to touch upon the problem of a kind of "ecology of the
spirit". All this contributes both to the substantiation of the philosophical problem of integrity and to a more in-
depth understanding of the psychoanalytic tradition itself. In practical terms, it is possible to use the results of
the study in teaching university socio-humanitarian courses.

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THE PHENOMENON OF CYBERSPACE IN THE CONTEXT
OF THE SPATIAL EVOLUTION OF MODERN WARFARE

Introduction. The purpose of the article is a political and philosophical study of the specifics of cyberspace in
the context of modern transformations in the bellosphere (war space). The relevance of the study is determined by
the fundamental transformation of wars and armed conflicts in the modern era, the active use of cyberspace re-
sources to resolve political conflicts. At the same time, the existing theoretical works pay insufficient attention to
the analysis of the relationship between cyberspace and traditional domains of warfare.

Methods. The author uses methodological principles of social constructivism, interdisciplinary and compara-
tive analysis. It allows to reveal the constructive nature of cyberspace and to establish its socio-ontological status as
an element of the modern bellosphere.

Results. To designate the space of warfare, which has a complex structure and is characterized by continuous
dynamics, the author introduces the concept of "bellosphere". The phenomenon of cyberspace is interpreted in the
article as a natural outcome of the spatial evolution of modern warfare, which has led to radical transformations of
the bellosphere. The integration of modern and traditional domains of warfare causes synergistic effects of military
activity. Since there is no territory in the modern world that could limit political conflicts in the physical space,
they are transferred to the purely technological sphere of warfare — cyberspace. The heuristic and methodological
significance of the concept terra nullius ("no man's land") for the political and philosophical analysis of armed
violence is revealed and the relevancy of its use in relation to cyberspace is substantiated.

Conclusions. The conclusion is made, that although cyberspace is actively used for political purposes, it re-
tains the pre-political status of terra nullius. Cyberwar can only be officially recognized and regulated when cyber-
space is accepted as terra communis ("common land").

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TO STATEMENT OF THE QUESTION
OF NATIONAL MORAL AND MORAL VALUES

Introduction. The relevance of the research topic is due to drastic changes in the practice of the country's
socio-political life, global changes in politics and geopolitics. How to preserve the country, preserve and in-
crease the national cultural heritage in a difficult situation of civilizational confrontation with the West. These
questions are relevant today.

Methods. This study uses general scientific methods, methods of cultural studies and history, a compara-
tive historical method of research.

Results. The idea of traditional moral values, which were normative for most of history, is being updated.
The revision and rejection of traditionalism carried out in the USSR, in the more than a thousand-year history
of the country, looks like nothing more than a historical fluctuation, a sharp departure from the established val-
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ue normativity. Any abrupt departure from the framework of traditional normativity in the historical perspective
is extinguished, the situation returns to the average, familiar, historically established. This is exactly what we
are seeing today, albeit at an early stage. Russia's national moral values are once again gaining absolute domi-
nance over values brought in from outside, primarily universalist values that have a Western character in their
genealogy. Russia has its own historically and religiously established cultural and civilizational system, which
corresponds to national moral values, which include elements of traditionalism.

Conclusion. The national moral values of Russia have been formed throughout our history, and therefore
have a pronounced historical, traditionalist dimension, if only because the history of the country has more than
1000 years. Modern and postmodern to some extent directed to the future. But this is not a linear process, seri-
ous corrections are possible here. We are talking about the actualization of moral values, characteristic of past
historical eras, from the modernist project of the USSR close to us to Russian history of the pre-modern period.
National moral values are a product of the teleology of Russian history, in the spirit of G. F. Hegel.

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PROFESSIONAL PLANS OF UNIVERSITY GRADUATES:
SOCIOLOGICAL ANALYSIS

Introduction. The article presents the results of a sociological survey of graduates of universities of the
Republic of Bashkortostan regarding their professional plans and employment strategies. The plans of gradu-
ates regarding work in the specialty are revealed. The expectations of graduates of the relative ease of employ-
ment in the specialty after graduation are determined. It is established how important it is for graduates that
their future work corresponds to the specialty in which they completed their studies.

According to the results of the study, there are common and distinctive features in the professional guide-
lines of graduates studying at different levels of higher education (bachelor's degree, specialty and master's
degree).

Methods. To obtain the results of the study, such general scientific methods as analysis and synthesis, as
well as a sociological survey were used. The materials for the study were the results of a sociological study
conducted in 2022 among graduates of universities of the Republic of Bashkortostan.

Results. A significant proportion of the surveyed graduates of universities of the Republic of Bashkorto-
stan (37,2 %) do not plan or do not know whether they will work in their specialty after graduation. Confidence
in work in the specialty varies depending on the gender of graduates, academic performance during studies, the
level of professional training, the form of tuition fees and other factors. Every third respondent does not think
that after graduation he can easily get a job. At the same time, the overwhelming majority of respondents
(82,5 %) believe that the specialty they graduate from is in demand in the labor market.

Conclusion. The study found that the higher the level of vocational training, the more graduates are fo-
cused on working in their specialty, are more confident that they are graduating from a sought-after specialty,
are more confident that they can easily get a job in their specialty within a year. The issues of choosing a pro-
fession at the stage of admission to the university and assessing satisfaction with the choice after the stage of
employment and direct work in the specialty remain relevant for further study.

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CONVERGING INFLUENCE OF THE INTERNET ON ADOLESCENTS
AND YOUTH IN THE TERMS OF DIFFERENCES
IN SOCIAL STATUS AND GROUPS

Introduction. At present, in connection with the active entry of Internet technologies into everyday life
(education, work), especially in the environment of communication and activities of adolescents and youth, the
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social circle is expanding, in which an active user of social networks rotates (hereinafter referred to as social
networks). People of various social statuses and groups (teachers and students, parents and children, representa-
tives of creative and mathematical professions, managers and subordinates, etc.) register, communicate and
show other forms of social activity in social networks. Faced with each other in the process of using online
platforms, they make social connections that would be unlikely to form in real life in a fairly close and trusting
format. In connection with the foregoing, the issue of erasing the framework, subordination boundaries, dis-
tance, reverence that are present in real life, which is essentially limited by many conditional factors, starting
with the forms of address and ending with the style of joint activity adopted at school, college, and other organ-
izations, becomes relevant.

Methods. In this study, induction methods were applied: the data identified during the sociological survey
were summarized, and based on the results of the information received from the focus group, conclusions were
drawn about the social process on a more global scale (at the level of society as a whole).

Results. We believe that this issue is practically not studied in modern sociology: articles and other scien-
tific works of other authors are devoted to studying the influence of the Internet on adolescents and young peo-
ple in general, while the issues of rapprochement, mixing of social. groups and carriers of various social. status-
es are presented only in the form of brief mentions and statements. In the course of the study, we noted, among
other things, conflict situations associated with a clash in the space of the VKontakte social network of repre-
sentatives of rival social networks. groups. The solution of such problematic situations is important in practical
terms, since it contributes to a more successful socialization of the younger generation and positively affects the
emotional and mental state of the studied social group.

Conclusion. Based on the results of the study, it was undoubtedly recognized that the ability of the Inter-
net to provide interaction between representatives of distant groups often plays a positive role and allows ado-
lescents and young people to socialize not only within their traditional circle, but also to master other social
values and attitudes. Thus, the phenomenon contributes to the versatile development of the personality, its so-
cial characteristics.

Introduction The article presents a proven methodology for assessing human resources in the field of
tourism on the example of the Republic of Karelia. The methodology makes it possible to identify the existing
personnel problems of the industry and level them with changes in the economy, politics, culture and society.
The research problem is the lack of scientific information on how the quality of tourism services in the Repub-
lic of Karelia is ensured by the professional level of the staff. Similar studies have not been carried out before.
At the same time, the demand for recreation in Karelia is steadily growing, the region shows a steady increase
in tourist flow, which has persisted even during the difficult period associated with the pandemic. In the first
half of 2022, 550,000 people arrived in the republic, which is more than in the same periods of previous years.
The object of the study is the tourist enterprises of the Republic of Karelia. The subject of the research is the
professional level of personnel of tourist enterprises of the Republic of Karelia.

Methods. As a theoretical and methodological basis for the study, we have chosen an attributive approach
that allows us to identify any characteristic features of the profession and criteria for professionalism in the field
of tourism. The main research method is a survey (electronic survey) using the Google Forms platform.

Results. Piloting of the tools was carried out as part of the complex scientific expedition "Loukhi-2022"
of the Humanitarian Innovation Park of PetrSU in July 2022. 9 representatives of tourism enterprises of the
Loukhi district of the Republic of Karelia were interviewed. The presented methodology for assessing tourist
personnel will allow obtaining operational data on the state of the personnel issue in a particular area and in the
region.

Conclusion. Thus, the presented methodology for assessing tourist personnel will make it possible to ob-
tain operational data on the state of the personnel issue in a particular area and in the region. Tourism entrepre-
neurs can use this questionnaire as a feedback tool to help formulate a request for qualified staff. Using the
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results of the survey, a rating of the regions of the Republic of Karelia with a shortage/balance/surplus of per-
sonnel in tourism can be compiled.

Introduction. The author systematizes theoretical and methodological approaches to the sociological
study of the socio-professional group of insolvency practitioners. The relevance of studying the complex nature
of insolvency management is due to both the diversity and significance of the functions performed by this insti-
tution in society, and the contradictory processes taking place within the framework of the institution of insol-
vency management and influencing the formation of the socio-professional status of this professional group.
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Methods. The following theoretical research methods were used in the work: systemic, structural-
functional, comparative-historical. The theoretical basis of the study is status-role theories, theories of con-
structing the social structure of society, social stratification and mobility, the theory of professions, social and
professional communities.

Results. The methodological potential of classical and modern sociological theories has been studied,
which made it possible to substantiate the expediency of using the integrative sociological paradigm of theories
of professions and professional activity in the study of the status-role characteristics of insolvency practitioners.

Conclusion. The results obtained make a significant contribution to the theory of social structures and in-
stitutions, the sociology of labor and professions. An analysis of the factors and conditions for the formation of
the status and role characteristics of insolvency practitioners serves as the basis for further study of the institu-
tion and the socio-professional group of insolvency practitioners. The results obtained in the course of the re-
search can be used by representatives of authorities, institutional structures to improve the regulatory frame-
work for insolvency management.

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FACILITATION APPROACH AS A CONDITION FOR THE DEVELOPMENT
OF DIVERGENT CRITICAL THINKING OF CADETS HIGHER MILITARY
EDUCATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS

Introduction. The article is devoted to the role of the facilitation approach in the development of diver-
gent critical thinking of future military specialists.

Results. The author actualizes the importance and necessity of forming a special type of thinking (critical,
divergent) as conditions for successful professional activity of military personnel. The relevance of the modern
Armed Forces of the Russian Federation in a military specialist who is able to rationally analyze the operational
situation, build cause-and-effect relationships, anticipate the decision of the enemy, simulate possible situations,
not to focus on template ready-made algorithms, to take new non-standard effective ways to solve the difficul-
ties encountered in the shortest possible time. It is noted that critical (divergent) thinking is an important com-
ponent in the formation of cadets' readiness for future military professional activity and is a guarantee of a high
level of professionalism and competence. Attention is paid to a small retrospective analysis and features of
critical divergent thinking. The conceptual foundations of the facilitation approach in the architectonics of the
modern educational space are revealed. The features and types of facilitation as a certain kind of art, a separate
tool for organizing the process of group communication are considered. It is noted that currently facilitation is
becoming the leading competence of a modern teacher, who must have a number of qualities for productive
communication with students in the process of group interaction. Examples of the use of various methods of the
facilitation approach in seminars with cadets of the higher military educational institution in the academic dis-
cipline "Philosophy" are given. The article describes the experience of introducing into practice such methods
as intellectual and cognitive games ("Own game", "Wheel of Philosophy", "Intellectual and cognitive ring,
etc.), the method of six hats of thinking by Edward De Bono, the method "635", analysis of the field of forces.

Conclusion. One of the results was the fixation of the fact that improving the critical divergent thinking of
cadets is important for improving the quality of their professional training process during the development of
their basic professional educational programs. It is concluded that the facilitation approach is a necessary condi-
tion for the development of divergent critical thinking of future military specialists.

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HISTORICAL STAGES AND PREREQUISITES FOR THE CREATION
OF THE UNION STATE OF BELARUS AND RUSSIA IN THE CONTEXT
OF EFFECTIVE PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION

Introduction. The paper presents the historical stages of the creation of the Union State of Belarus and
Russia: from the beginning of the establishment of diplomatic relations between Belarus and Russia (1992) to
the signing of the treaty on the development of the Union State (1999). The paper actualizes the importance of
expanding and deepening the interregional relations of the fraternal nations — Belarus and Russia — in the con-
text of functioning of the Union State model in the field of trade, economic, scientific, technological, social and
humanitarian cooperation. Consideration of the stage-by-stage evolution of the creation of the Union State al-
lows to determine the prerequisites for the subsequent stages of development, potential scenarios of develop-
ment of the Union State and socio-economic growth of the countries-allies. The prerequisites for the creation
and development of the Union State predetermine the conditions for effective use of the joint resource potential
for the growth of competitiveness of Belarus and Russia.

Methods. The paper uses the methods of extrapolation, historical analysis, structural analysis and system
analysis. The analysis of publicly available literary sources, including the scientometric databases eLibrary.ru,
Cyberleninka.ru, ResearchGate.net, ScholarGoogle.ru, as well as in the repository of BarSU.

Main ideas of the research, obtained results and their discussion. Vectors of integration in the economic,
social sphere between the allied countries are intensifying every year. The main targets of the two countries in
the vector of union cooperation are presented in the article, including ensuring peaceful and democratic devel-
opment of the fraternal peoples; creation of a single economic space, conducting a coordinated foreign and
defense policy, formation of a unified legal system, conducting a coordinated social policy, ensuring security of
the Union State, strengthening peace, security and mutual cooperation and development of cooperation with
friendly countries. The study uses the methods of logical structuring and system analysis. The structure of the
governing bodies of the Union State of Belarus and Russia is highlighted, namely: Supreme State Council,
Parliament, Council of Ministers, Court, Accounts Chamber. The paper presents an analysis of the implementa-
tion of 69 union programs.

Conclusion. The authors have formulated the main objectives of interaction between the partner countries
in the Union State, based on the effective use of shared resource potential. The article presents a number of
prerequisites for the creation of the Union State: economic, social, political and organizational.

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POLES OF THE REPUBLIC OF BASHKORTOSTAN:
ON THE HISTORY OF THE FOUNDING OF RURAL SETTLEMENTS

Introduction. The publication examines the history of the foundation and existence of Polish rural
settlements on the territory of the Republic of Bashkortostan. The first mention of representatives of this ethnic
group in the region dates back to the end of the XVI century. Their mass migration is based on political,
economic and social factors. In general, there are 10 stages of resettlement. According to the All-Russian
population census of 1920, the presence of 10 Polish settlements was recorded in the Republic of
Bashkortostan.

Methods. The paper uses descriptive and comparative-historical research methods.

Results. The study of the traditions and culture of small peoples inhabiting the Republic of Bashkortostan
does not lose its relevance at the present stage of research, which is associated with ongoing assimilation and
transformation processes. The historical interaction of the indigenous Turkic and alien Slavic peoples became
the basis for the formation of the ethno-cultural image of the region. Based on the scientific literature, the
reasons and stages of the formation of the Polish diaspora in the region are shown. The main information base
was the materials of the National Archive of the Republic of Bashkortostan, data from the population censuses
of 1917 and 1920 and households in 1925.

Conclusion. According to the results of the study, the number of settlements in the region is determined,
the dispersed nature of their placement is noted. The analysis of the history of the foundation of Polish rural
settlements, the dynamics of changes in the number of households, the main types of occupations of the
population is presented, a comparative analysis of the material condition of households is carried out. This
article is the basis for further research of the interaction of the peoples of Bashkortostan, their cultures and
traditions in a multiethnic environment.
