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KINEMATIC INTERPRETATION OF WAVE FUNCTION
AND METATHEORETIC PRINCIPLE OF CORRESPONDENCE

Introduction. The currently accepted probabilistic-statistical interpretation of the wave function
needs to be supplemented and developed. The proposed kinematic interpretation of the wave function,
solving this problem, includes the idea of absence of hidden parameters of the trajectory and temporal
motion of the microscopic object, as well as the idea of mathematical imaginary elementary movement
of a quantum particle.

Methods. As a consequence of the proposed interpretation, the logical-mathematical description of
qguantum tunneling of a particle is given for the first time in the most general form. The proposed
kinematic interpretation of the wave function is based on the formulated metatheoretic principle of
correspondence of sets of numbers to fundamental concepts, such as space, time, material medium and
motion.

Results. In connection with the proposed concept, the main logical dilemmas faced by modern
physics are also analyzed and with their help the inductive conclusion of the above-defined principle of
compliance is indicated.

Conclusions. For the first time in history of science and philosophy based on the resolution of
Zeno's aporia, a numerical evaluation of the fundamental concepts of space, time, movement and
interaction was obtained. It was found that a specific number corresponds to each concept.

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ANTHROPOLOGICAL PRACTICES OR "CARE OF YOURSELF"
IN ANTIQUITY AND THE MIDDLE AGES ACCORDING TO M. FUKO

Introduction. The purpose of the work is to show that despite the urgency of the problem of the
disappearance of the subject from scientific knowledge, as many philosophers think, in science there was
an attempt to return the subject to M. Foucault himself, whose theory continued to exist with even
greater disclosure within the framework of synergistic anthropology.

Methods. The work uses a theoretical content analysis of M. Foucault's work The Hermeneutics of
the Subject through the content of anthropological practices and related concepts. The comparative
historical method is also used in the analysis of the anthropological practices of antiquity and the Middle
Ages, and P. Ado is compared with similar practices.

Results. In this article, the author raises the issue of the disappearance of the subject from scientific
knowledge. He analyzes the French sociologist and philosopher Michel Foucault’s attempt to return the
subject referring to the anthropological practices of antiquity and the Middle Ages. By revealing the
concepts of caring for oneself, practising oneself, stultitia, turning to oneself, M. Foucault shows how
important the subject was in antiquity, the Middle Ages and the Renaissance and lost its relevance during
the New Age. The attempt to return the subject to the twentieth century failed, however M. Foucault’s
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theory is becoming the basis for other modern fundamental areas, such as for example, synergistic
anthropology.

Conclusions. The issue of the subject, raised by Michel Foucault, does not cease to be relevant in
modern science and is continued in the works of the synergistic anthropology of S. Khoruzhiy, O. Agapov
who offer a new approach to consider the individual not as a substantial person, but as an energetic
person capable of transformations and changes. If M. Foucault succeeded in showing, in contrast to the
“practice of oneself”, a staltus being a person who does not strive for anything, does not try to
remember anything and allows his life to simply flow away, S. Khoruzhiy successfully reveals how in the
ontological “topic” when climbing to the “anthropological border” there takes place one’s new
understanding of oneself as a subject. Further study of the problem posed requires the application of this
approach to the analysis of modern reality as a new methodological approach.

Based on the philosophical analysis of the innovative development models and basic
trends in the scientific rationality development, the conclusion is made that in modern conditions there
is a necessity in creation of new forms of communication of subjects of innovative policy on principles of
postnonclassical rationality.

Results. The author used the example of the U.S. innovation policy to view the philosophical and
methodological foundations of inter-subject interaction in the context of the development of scientific
rationality (classical, non-classical, postnonclassical). The basic elements of the US innovation policy are
given. Using the functions of those elements, the author ma de typologization taking into account the
nature of the interactions arising in them and the dominant activities.

Conclusion. According to the researchoutcomes, it the conclusion has been made that at the
present postnonclassical stage of science development there is a growing need in setting up reflexive
communication platforms for inter-subject interaction within the framework of the innovation policy.

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ADVERTISING IN THE CONSUMER SOCIETY
AS A REASON OF SUBJECTIVITY CONSTRAINT

Introduction. The article deals with the function of advertising to desubjectivate members of
modern society from the social-philosophical and point of view. The relevance and significance of the
subject is explained together with other things, by the fact that advertising is one of the determiners
of economy development in the modern society. Advertising controls demand and needs, it is a
reflection and attribute of the present general social trends. Advertising is one of the conditions for the
global consolidation of the consumer society and sociocultural needs homogenization of the members of
modern society. In this regard, the example of advertising provides grounds to study the condition of
modern society and a man and what happens to them in terms of criteria, ideals and principles of
reasonableness of humankind, true freedom, social and spiritual-psychological health.

Methods. In order to study the problem, a dialectical approach was used, as well as, in particular,
the categorical tools of neo-Marxist, existentialism, postmodernism discourses and humanistic, social-
critical thought of the 20th — 21st centuries; theoretical analysis of philosophical and social and
humanitarian literature on issue raised; qualitative analysis of advertising products and papers on
advertising; synthesis; ascending from the abstract to the concrete; a generalization method; an
interdisciplinary approach to social process analysis.

Results. The author analyzes the advance of advertising on human subjectivity, including the
manipulation of the person’s instinctive nature and the capacity of advertising to bypass the recipient’s
consciousness and exploit his desires, emotions and the unconscious. Emphasis is made on the strategy
of large-scale mythologization, idealization of goods, i.e. the endowing the advertised and promoted
product with artificial and additional values and perceptions to control subjectivity. An important issue of
the article is highlighting the dialectic ability of the man — adverising interaction: the person’s
characteristics and qualities (in particular, the wish to eliminate doubts and, in general, the chain of
subjectivity, freedom), general simplification, mindlessness contribute to the success of subjectivity
constraint. It is noted that advertising creatws patterns and trends hostile to the authentic purposes and
multifaceted abilities of people. Itis emphasized that a massive attackis made on children's
consciousness, which allows to control successfully consciousness and behavior.

Conclusions. At the end of the article, some possible ways and options are given to neutralize the
repressiveness of advertising, to suppress its focus on the recipient’s subordination: establishing dialog
communication; the person's own awareness of his or her subjectivity, taking responsibility in the pursuit
of self-organization in the form of critical and transformative activity.

The general outcome of the study is stating such features and functions of advertising as the
impact (through the use of various hidden techniques and means of compulsion) on primary and
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unhealthy spectra of the human psyche to exploit them; reflection, taking advantage and reproduction of
values and rules of mass consciousness and mass culture; moulding of a person, starting from his
childhood, according to the sample of the person having narrow needs, interests, aspirations. In this way,
a substantiation was given of modern advertising as contributing factor to a number of repressive
processes to the subjectivity, suppressing and eliminating subjectivity in modern society and in consumer
society.

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Introduction. The article considers the effectiveness of the state youth policy and its information
component evaluated by schoolchildren living in South-Western Siberia regions. The authors highlight
the features of political socialization of schoolchildren and the role of the modern state in it. The
presence of information communications between the authorities and the youth is seen as a key element
of youth policy, lack of this element makes it impossible to disclose the content of programs and
reinforce in the young people’s minds the combination of images, values and symbols shaping the
national identity.

Methods. Based on the materials of a mass survey of schoolchildren in four regions of South-
Western Siberia (Altai Krai, Kemerovo and Novosibirsk Oblasts, Altai Republic) and focus group studies,
the opinions of schoolchildren and their interpretations on the content of the state youth policy are
given, as well as the main problems in the state — youth communication system are highlighted.

Results. There is a predominance of criticism of schoolchildren regarding the effectiveness of the
current projects and their information support, which is typical of the situation when youth policy does
not have a unified and coordinated legal and institutional framework at the Federal and regional levels
and lacks the appropriate amount of funding for program implementation. The influence of the Internet
and modern digital technologies on the transformation of the information field of youth and its
communication channels is analyzed separately.

Conclusions. The authors come to the conclusion that it is necessary to form a system of
communication between the authorities and the youth. The state will be able to successfully advance its
interests into the youth environment only taking into account the opinion of various youth groups, their
interests and priorities.

Introduction. Communicational interactions in the web space expand day by the day. They acquire
an ever increasing importance. Among the affected areas are the functioning of the image and the
reputation. The reason is the widespread invasion of the Big Web which is also evident in the social
interactions between people and companies. The present article aims to at least partially explore the
present changes.



Methods. The arisen scientific matter is presented via the prism of existing research regarding
reputation and trust, the logical approach, and the dialectic transition from the abstract to the concrete.
Conclusions are based on the examples accessible via the mass media.

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INTEGRATION PROJECTS IN RUSSIA:
PROBLEMS AND PERSPECTIVES

Introduction. The collapse of the USSR and the subsequent reforms turned the former superpower
into a country without sovereignty and without national interests. Post-Soviet Russia was considered by
other countries as a commodity appendage of the Western economies. Therefore, a natural reaction of
the new Russian government to these processes was the attempt to reintegrate the former Soviet
countries and to initiate Russia’s participation in several international integration projects. The goal of
this policy was to develop the economy and to return to the country the status of the superpower.

Methods. Analysis of scientific publications on the topic, analysis of official sources, speeches of
political leaders, expert opinions, sociocultural analysis, statistical data and sociological analysis.

Results. The general conclusion of the performed analysis is that there is a need to overcome the
inconsistency in Russia’s relationships with its closest neighbors and to develop Russia’s strategic policy,
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which would be based on clearly defined national interests. These issues have been already quite actively
discussed by public and recently in the scientific literature.

Conclusion. Considering the real attitude of the Russians to the occurred changes and in response
to the rigid sanctions of the Western countries, Russia should use the 'window of opportunities” to reach
an effective and socially responsible development. In this regard, the paper considers the experience of
China with its unique, concise and very clear principles used in sphere of international relations and the
highly effective non-western model of the economic development. Both Chinese economic model and as
its foreign policy provide China with the worldwide accepted leading status.

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THE ROLE OF HUMAN CAPITAL IN THE FORMATION

Introduction. The formation of civil society is one of the strategic objectives of the country's
development. It creates qualitatively new models of social values and practices. The aim of the work is to
highlight the contradictions in the development of civil society in Russian conditions and to show the role
of human capital in overcoming them.

Methods. The analysis of the problem is based on the ideas of sociohumanism, system-synergetic,
socio-cultural, institutional approaches.



Results. Formation of civil society in Russia complicates incompleteness of transformation of
practices and sociocultural reference points of behavior. As a result, there are no norms recognized and
approved by society and at the same time corresponding to the purposes of its strategic development. In
this regard, the idea of civil society should be supplemented by the idea of human capital, the
understanding of which has recently been expanding in scientific works. Its development is considered in
the context of the formation of a new type of personality with such social qualities as the ability to find a
balance of social and individual interests, awareness of responsibility for the consequences of their
activities and for what is happening around, willingness to take an active part in social processes.

Conclusions. The theoretical analysis allows to draw a number of conclusions. In the conditions of
modern society the importance of self-organization of various spheres of life grows, accordingly new
requirements to qualities of the person are made. These qualities can develop and be realized within the
framework of civil society and, in fact, characterize a new type of personality with a set of values,
attitudes, abilities, which are integrated by the concept of human capital. The person possessing it is
capable to embody in reality values and practices of civil society, to overcome widespread at present
passive indifference of Russians, their welfare mentality, to set more certain valuable priorities of
society.

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Introduction. The article is devoted to the consideration of the features of legal culture and
communication in the concepts of thinkers of the Ancient World as part of the study of the
communicative and legal culture of the individual, which is directly reflected in modern sociocultural
society.

Methods. Ancient Greece and Ancient Rome philosophers, sociologists and legal scholars’ theories
which captured the idea of the interdependence of communication and law, as well as the problems of
the formation of a communicative and legal personality culture are studied and analyzed.

The paper deals with the scientific works of the ancient Greek philosophers and orators of
Socrates, Plato, Aristotle who identified law and communication. According to their fair remarks, the
theory of eloquence is the most important speaker’s characteristic both in the process of professional
legal communication and in the course of everyday communicative interaction in the legal sphere. They
also pointed out the importance of the ability to convince, which, undoubtedly, is an element of the
communicative and legal competence of the individual, and this skill exerts a beneficial effect on
establishing a communicative and legal culture of both the future lawyer and a specialist in any field. The
author of the article gives consideration to the disciplines inquiries that provide insight into the content
of the foundations of communication in the legal sphere of Ancient Rome figures, such as: Mark Portius
Cato Sr., Servius Sulpicius Galba, Guy Papirius Carbon, Guy Scribonius Curion, Marc Antony, Quintus
Gortenzius Gortal, Mark Tullius Cicero and others.

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POLITICAL MOOD OF THE SOVIET PROVINCIAL SOCIETY
OF THE MID-50s OF THE TWENTIETH CENTURY

Introduction. The 50s of the 20™ century turned out to be one of the most dynamic epochs to be of
interest till the present time. It was a unique experience of dismantling the totalitarian system, changing
the political moods. Despite the large number of sources and existing historiography, the political mood
of the general public of the Soviet society, especially in the provinces has not been sufficiently studied
yet. The purpose of this article is to reconstruct the political mood of the last mid-century using the
childhood memories of contemporaries of events.
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Research methods. The object of the study was the attitude of the Soviet people through the
childhood memories of the contemporaries to the events that took place in the country after L.V. Stalin’s
death. The memories were collected as part of a survey carried out by the teachers and students of Volga
State University of Technology. The materials obtained in this way were investigated using the
interdisciplinary approach together with comparative, systemic and retrospective methods, taking into
account historical anthropology methods and techniques.

Results. The results of the survey prove that the primary attitude to the events in the country
among children and teenagers was formed under the influence of their parents, teachers and mass
media. However, later due to studying literary works, political essays, etc. many people transformed
their attitude depending on the prevailing public opinion. The surveys proved certain historical myths
and stereotypes associated with I.V. Stalin’s death and the public response caused by it.

Conclusion. The research conducted allows us to restore the certain political mood of the Soviet
provincial society and to find out the mechanisms of historical memory formation.
