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IDEA OF PHILOSOPHICAL ANTHROPOLOGY
AND MODERN PHILOSOPHY

Introduction. In article the status of a question «That there is a person?» in philosophy is investi-
gated. Relevance of research is caused by constantly changing cultural situation. Such phenomena as
biotechnologies, artificial intelligence, the internet of things raise for us again a question: Who are we,
and whether the happening changes are admissible?

Methods. In article the historical method in philosophy is used. In article distinction between philo-
sophical anthropology as discipline and philosophical anthropology as a configuration of the philosophy
is carried out. The author analyzes a phenomenon of anthropological turn and connects it first of all with
I. Kant. Kant makes anthropological revolution in philosophy, and the subsequent European philosophy
makes counterrevolution, turning philosophy into ontology. In the narrow sense of the word anthropo-
logical turn is connected with the German thinkers of the first half of the XX century. The author notes
that the German project philosophical anthropology developed along with the Russian project of philo-
sophical anthropology.

Results. If the western philosophy displaces a subject of the person on the periphery, the Russian
philosophy makes the question of the person central. Similar configurations of philosophy are character-
istic and for a modern situation at the turn of the century. The anti-anthropological tendency in the
western philosophy is expressed in idea of the end of exclusiveness of human existence today. Anthropo-
centricity of the Russian philosophy is embodied today by idea of anthropological accident.

Conclusions. The author analyzes the content of idea of the end of human exclusiveness and allo-
cates four forms of this idea: overcoming of border between culture and the nature; overcoming of bor-
der between the person and an animal; overcoming of border between the person and equipment; over-
coming of border between the person and objects. In concept of anthropological accident the author
fixes three values: replacement of consciousness with language; exhaustion of anthropological projects;
loss of an anthropological form. In modern Russian philosophy the author allocates anthropological pro-
jects and represents modern statement of a question of the person.
