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THE PROBLEM OF THE SUBJECT IN SOCIAL PREDICTION (POST-
NONCLASSICAL APPROACH)

Ya. Yu. Vasiliev
Ukhta State Technical University, Ukhta (Russia)

Introduction. While studying the prognostic paradox, known as the Oedipus effect, the author
encountered a lack of verification of the term "subject of forecasting" and the need to expand this
concept (including other persons in addition to the forecaster). The problem of the subject has a
multiple—level nature. In methodological terms, the lack of a clear definition of the subject of forecasting
leads to difficulties in the demarcation of the subject cognizing the social reality and the subject acting in
society. Simultaneously many concepts of the subject are distinguished by vagueness and inherent
inconsistency.

Methods. The foreseeing of the future (according to its scientific image) is connected to the analysis
of complex subject-subject interaction, different degree of involvement of subjects in the projected
process and changing nature of their impact on the situation and each other. The most promising for the
study of such phenomena are the post-nonclassical approach and the synergetic paradigm, which allow
to study the problems of subject-subject interaction and the influence of subjects on the forecasted
situation.

Research results. Wide opportunities for synergetic forecasting allow to complement the classical
definition of the forecasting entity by including the forecaster, the forecast customer and other subjects
directly influencing the projected process.

Conclusion. In the context of studying the effect of Oedipus, examples of prognostic situations
analysis using the conceptual apparatus of synergetic are considered. Thus, if we consider the predicted
situation as an open dynamic system, the moment of making a decision to intervene in the future can be
described as a point of bifurcation, and the subject-subject interaction can be characterized as a process
of self-organization, which has the features of building self-similar structures that arise in the course of
cross-observation and analysis.

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HUMAN NATURE: FRAGMENTS OF HISTORICAL

Introduction. The relevance of the study of the essence of man and mastering his own nature was
emphasized in the works of J. Huizinga in the 20th century, which only determined the extent of our
illusory knowledge about human nature. Then it was conceived as one of the tasks of the culture of that
century, and, namely, the mastery of one’s own nature [17]. The cataclysms of the last century caused
this shrill concern about the fate of all of humanity, as well as of a single person. In the future, the
challenges of history became more catastrophic and global for humanity. The purpose of this work is to
identify the most important aspects of human nature, giving us confidence in the existence of a special
human nature in history.
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Methods. The method of unity of historical and logical and the method of reflection are used in
inseparable unity. The historical process is presented as a space for the formation of "nature", the logical
reflected in the formation of a chain of understanding: the nature of the essence — the nature of man —
the nature of the whole. A person as an entity can be considered, first of all, as a whole. After all,
potentially it already contains the prerequisites of being. The method of reflection, existential experience
is aimed at describing the basic concepts of human nature. After all, its identification (human nature),
possibility, readiness, non-obviousness, rejection, non-readiness (as a more natural state of a person),
etc. - all this historically and logically arises as an entity that follows existence.

Research results. The results of the study showed us that “human nature” is possible when
considered only in the unity of socio-philosophical, ontological, cultural, anthropological approaches. The
formal-logical links of “human nature” with “nature”, “second nature” — “culture” were interpreted, the
incorrectness of differentiation of biological and social in human existence was designated, the

phenomena of sociality and individuality were critically examined.

Conclusion. Certain conclusions have been made that sociality is a fertile condition for the
crystallization of individuality. Identification of human nature, mastering it is possible only in the dialectic
of the individual and social, individuality and sociality. Human nature is considered in the logic of the
nature of essence.

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THE ROLE OF SYNTHESIS IN HEGEL'S PHILOSOPHY

R. Yu. Lopatjuk
Institute of Philosophy, Russian Academy of Sciences, Moscow (Russia)

Introduction. The problem of the structure of the Hegelian triad method is critically important for
modern historical science. Modern researchers generally proceed from the subject-object model in
explaining the role and structure of the speculative method in Hegel's philosophy. Based on this, the
author of the article intends to show that the specificity and essence of Hegel's method derive from
disagreements with Schelling about the functions of the nature in philosophy.

Methods. In this article, the author turns to the historical-philosophical context that formed the
approaches of Schelling and Hegel. Primarily it concerns the philosophy of enlightenment. Schelling
understood nature as the author believes not only from the point of view of natural philosophy, but also
from standpoint of the philosophy of enlightenment and romanticism.

Research results. Due to the philosophy of enlightenment and romanticism, Schelling interprets
synthesis as an identity without contradictions. The philosophy of enlightenment understands the
category of nature as something simple. Accordingly with this, the state of nature as the unity of man
and nature becomes the ideal of human. In an effort to preserve these intuitions, Schelling, firstly,
proclaims nature as an object of knowledge, and secondly, introduces into his system the idea of
synthesis as a simple identity. By contrast of this, Hegel puts nature on a much more modest place and
understands synthesis as the unity of diversity.
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Conclusion. Thus, the main conclusion of this work is that the differences in the structure of the
synthesis of both thinkers are based on differences in the understanding of the place of nature in the
system. These ideas gave a perspective for studying the triad method in connection with Hegel’s social
philosophy and philosophy of freedom.

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THE OTHER BEGINNING AND ITS MOOD
IN TARKOVSKY’S “STALKER”

Ya. E. Manovas

Introduction. Tarkovsky’s “Stalker” can be interpreted in many different ways. It opens a space for
interpretations, gives them place to unfold themselves, but they cannot encompass this space itself.

Method. The author makes an attempt of approaching Tarkovsky through Heidegger ang Heidegger
through Tarkovsky. Tarkovsky’s “Stalker” is interpreted as an illustration to Heidegger's work
“Contributions to philosophy (From Enowning)” which is, in turn, read as a commentary to the film.

Research results. The grounding question of Heidegger's philosophy in general and of
“Contributions to philosophy (From Enowning)” in particular is the question of being, the mystery of
being that does not let uncover itself. Tarcovsky’s “Stalker” is also centered on the mystery — the mystery
of the Zone. The special mode of speech, the special “logics” of the other beginning, corresponds to
some characteristics of the film’s soundtrack. The topography of the space of thought, sketched in
“Contributions to philosophy (From Enowning)”, corresponds to topography of “Stalker”. The mood of
reservedness (Verhaltenheit), the grounding mood of the other beginning, permeates the whole film. The
mood of reservedness in Heidegger’'s “Contributions to philosophy (From Enowning)” is an attitude
toward the mystery of being, that denies revealing. It is the grounding mood of the other beginning of
Western thought, the being-historical thinking. The other beginning and its mood require a special mode
of speech. The “logics” of the other beginning is sigetics, the logics of silence (in Greek “sigan” means “to
be silent”).

Conclusion. Tarkovsky’s “Stalker” can serve as an introduction to Heidegger’s later works. The
imagery of the film can help to gain access to them by shifting the viewer into the mood of reservedness,
the grounding mood of the other beginning. “Stalker’ illustrates Heidegger’s philosophy — or Tarkovsky
and Heidegger illustrate each other.

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DELEGITIMIZATION OF ELITE THROUGH THE PRISM
OF ANTI-CORRUPTION LEGISLATION

Introduction. The relevance of the topic under consideration is due to the fact that corruption
processes in our country with the collapse of the USSR are acquiring more and more threatening
features, increasing both in quantitative and qualitative scales and this represents not only a threat to
the country's economic security, but also to the entire functioning of the social mechanism and the
existence of the state. The goal of the research is to search for adequate and effective measures to bring
about a radical change in the current situation and return it to the framework of a civilized legal field.

Methods. To identify weak and ambiguous elements in the current practice of combating
corruption, we applied a system analysis method that allowed us to reveal internal contradictions and
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inconsistencies in the content of the stated form as an effective solution to the problem. Also, the basis
of the study was sociological marketing and other data, a large role was provided by statistical reports of
law enforcement agencies, which were used for calculations.

Research results. The results obtained, with a certain degree of confidence, allow us to conclude
that the current practice of interaction between the population, business and the bureaucratic machine
is more beneficial to the latter, which lobbies for sabotage the declared principles in combating the
phenomenon under consideration and low effectiveness of anti-corruption measures. The population, in
turn, does not see the real working mechanisms in the fight against this evil, which leads to a low level of
efficiency in evaluating the work of government officials and distrust of them. The opinion that a
kleptocratic system has triumphed in Russia has also taken root abroad, which leads to both image losses
and a decrease in the country's innovative attractiveness and, ultimately, the entire population of the
country suffers from it.

Conclusion. The decision, as many reputable researchers of this issue believe, with which the
author of the material in the restoration of the confiscation institute strongly agrees with; criminalization
of such acts as “illegal enrichment”; the introduction in the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation of a
norm allowing to shift the burden of proving the legality of the origin of property to the person guilty of
committing a crime and some other measures, and above all the political will of the country's highest
establishment. This article is devoted to the consideration of such a painful topic for Russian society,
where the current situation is analyzed and possible ways of resolving it are suggested.

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EARLY INTERVENTION SERVICE IN THE SLOVAK REPUBLIC

Miriam Slana
Trnava University, Trnava (Slovak Republic)

Introduction. Early intervention service is one of the services provided to support families with
children in Slovakia. Its aim is to ensure optimal development of a disabled child from birth to age 7 in
line with a holistic approach.

Methods. Early intervention service is aimed at children with a developmental delay, children with
diagnosed predispositions of likely deviations in development, and children jeopardised by biological or
environmental factors or an adverse social situation. The service may significantly improve the child’s
development, prevent developmental delays, ameliorate disadvantaged conditions and thus improve the
overall functioning of the family.

Research results. Assistance and support thus needs to focus not only on the child but the whole
family — offering counselling, family visits and support in activities of daily life. Early intervention must
react to the needs of the family and involve experts from different fields along with the parents.

Conclusion. The main challenges faced by these families include low awareness among experts;
economic hardships for the families; a non-existent network of formal assistance; and weak informal
support. Those needs/challenges strongly correspond with five conditions identified for successful early
intervention based on the research analysis of early childhood intervention carried out by the European
Agency for Development in Special Needs Education. These are accessibility, proximity, financial
accessibility, an interdisciplinary approach and diversity.

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ECOLOGICAL CONSCIOUSNESS AS A REFLECTION
OF MAN'S ATTITUDE TO NATURE: THE EMPIRICAL DIMENSION

National Research Mordovia State University, Saransk (Russia)

Introduction. The article analyzes specificity, levels of ecological consciousness, its elements and
possible configurations of these elements, patterns of behavior in man's relations with nature. The
relevance of this research is due to ecological problems, which are logical consequences of the lack of
harmony in relations between man and nature. The type of ecological consciousness occurs not so much
in people's scientific knowledge as in his values and real actions. The specific of ecological consciousness
most comprehensively is shown on a behavioral level.

Methods. In order to study empirically the level of ecological consciousness of Saransk's residents
in 2017, we conducted a questionnaire-based survey (N=266 people aged 18 to 60). There were a few
blocks in the questionnaire, which related to the levels of ecological consciousness.

Research results. Results of the survey showed an ecological discreteness of Saransk's residents
with a dominance of anthropocentric type of consciousness. From one hand, there is a comprehension of
ecological problems and responsibility of everyone for solving them. On the hand, people are mainly
concentrated on economic prosperity, which promotes apparent anthropocentrism as one of the main
guidelines for spiritual development. The research shows that the predominance of anthropocentric
consciousness prevents in many ways implementation of the ecological practice. Young residents of
Saransk demonstrate more explicit positions of ecologically responsible behavior.

Conclusion. Depending on the type of values, the author distinguishes basic types of consciousness
—anthropocentrism, sentiocentrism, biocentrism, and ecocentrism. Ecocentric type of consciousness sets
the benchmark for action in any problematic situation, which can occur in a system "human-nature".

Methods. The material of study is the regional political text, representing the form of the social
activity of regional matter. Methods are cognitive-discursive method, discourse analysis, methods of
logical sociology (definition of concepts, social combinatorics), cognitive modeling. Approaches are new
regionalism, cognitive-topological approach, synergetic-cybernetic approach.

Research results. The Renewal of the social life of the Russian region in the conditions of
globalization depends on the characteristics of the epistemic space of the territory, the content of which
is unconditionally influenced by the regional language Institute. The technological and cultural history of
the Altai frontier should be considered in the context of the theory of factors, which helps to identify a
complex of social environments, circumstances and conditions affecting the Institute of language.
Institute of language of the Altai frontier-speech behavior, language behavior, styles of space exploration
(geographical, economic, information-ideological and information-cybernetic), topological cognition,
configuration models of epistemic gestalts, on the basis of which regional myth-making is possible,
epistemic and social events, based on social time model (formula) interpretation of events. The
parameters of the regional language Institute are studied taking into account the social time of the
region, which, on the one hand, models the social life of the inhabitants of the region, on the other hand,
is modeled by texts produced within the region.

Conclusion. The Institute of language is considered in the context of sociological tradition as a social
institution. The parameters of social time are defined by the features of the Altai frontier, or 'inner Asia
of Europe’, the 'text' of which is created on the basis of German figurative Gestalt structures explaining
the Altai topological cognition.

Introduction. The purpose of this work is to analyze the situation of the workers of industry and the
collective farm peasantry of the Mari ASSR on the eve of the Great Patriotic war (1941-1945). With the
opening of new archival collections, the study of the history of the mari workers of the pre-war years
remains an important topic of historical research.

Methods. The methodological basis of the work is the most important principles and methods of
scientific knowledge, allowing to consider the problem in the development, unity and interrelation of its
components. The article is based on the principles of science, objectivity, historicism in combination with
comparative—historical, logical and problem-chronological methods.

Research results. Industry and agriculture are the main components of the economy of any state.
The economy created on the eve of the great Patriotic war (1941-1945) in the USSR allowed to surpass
the industry of fascist Germany in production of all types of military equipment already during the war.

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DIALOGUE AS A WAY OF OVERCOMING DIVISIONS
IN ORTHODOXY (THEOLOGICAL ASPECTS OF THE STUDY)

Introduction. The article examines topical issues of the attitude of the churches of the Ecumenical
Orthodoxy to the jurisdictions that have departed from them and without their permission (tomos). In
theology, theology, they are called schisms, and in religious studies, they are called associations of
alternative Orthodoxy. A large number of such associations have appeared in the world in the last thirty
years in connection with the disintegration of a number of states on the European continent. The
purpose of the study is to study the relationship of the title churches to the structures leaving them
without sanction. The task of the study is the study of ways to overcome splits, and among them — the
dialogue.

Methods. The features of church divisions are investigated mainly on the factual materials of the
Russian Orthodox Church. Her attitude towards them is analyzed, starting with the reformational and
modern autocephalist movements in Ukraine. However, the ways of overcoming splits based on
materials from the early and medieval history of Ecumenical Orthodoxy are also being investigated. The
study was conducted on the basis of the methods of historicism, structural and functional, and the
method of historical retrospection in combination with the theory of social transformation and social
phenomena, which include the church.

Research results. The author comes to the conclusion that the relations between the Local
Churches and the schisms were always tense and conflicting. Although conflicts occur in the religious
sphere, their negative consequences are also expressed in the social sphere — society and the state.

Conclusion. The analysis of the gradual transition of the local churches from anathema to a
dialogue with representatives of the jurisdictions departed from them has theoretical significance, i.e.
contributing to the study of the evolutionary processes taking place in religion and the church. The
author believes that in modern society, in its religious sphere, it is necessary to develop a dialogue as a
positive form of communication in the spirit of peace and patience. Such a conclusion undoubtedly has
practical significance.
