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THE CONCEPT OF “GREEN GROWTH” AND ITS ALTERNATIVES

Introduction. The purpose of this article is to analyze the contradictions of the sustainable
development concept. Explicifies the multivalued nature of the term “sustainability” that can have
different and often opposing meanings when applied to economic, social and environmental situations.

Methods. The article discusses alternative interpretations of the sustainability, based on the
hermeneutic method and a comparative study of various environmentally oriented development
strategies (“Green Growth”, “De-Growth”, “Post-Growth”).

Results. Now scientific disputes revolve around the problem of conflict-free combination the
following goals of sustainable development: Growth and/or Sustainability, Environmental and/or
Economy Equilibrium. Compares the conflicting interpretations of sustainability paradigm in order to
reveal differences in their value assumptions and arguments. Discussion around this paradigm is explored
by the example of “Green Growth” and “De-Growth” strategies. The possibility of ecological decoupling is
justified in the first, whose critical pathos are directed against idea of global equilibrium and the
exhaustibility of the planet's resources. The alternative conception justifies the transition to “Post-
Growth” economy, which requires a radical restructuring of people's needs and value preferences.

Conclusions. Reveals that so authoritarian “Limits to Growth” conception is opposed to the “Green
Growth” transit strategy, the inherent principle of which (“Universe of Opportunities”) based on the
Western cultural tradition, faith in scientific and social progress, as well as the creative abilities of people.
Justifies that the model of “Green Growth” is more instrumental for transition to truly sustainable
development than the concept of “Post-Growth” or “De-Growth” economy.

Introduction. The situation in which modern philosophy finds itself today is fundamentally
different, in many respects incomparable with various types of philosophizing and the construction of
metaphysical systems of the past. Conceptual changes and shifts in modern philosophical science
concern not only the revision of the general picture of the world, but also the explication of new
categories and principles that underlie the emerging type of rationality — neoclassical philosophy.

Materials and Methods. Despite the fact that in modern Russian philosophy, post-structuralism and
after-postmodernism, with their methodological attitudes of anti-systemic, paralogical, irrationalism and
general post-apocalypticism, are the main reflexive and methodological vector of research of both
fundamental fundamentals and different fluctuations discourse begins to form a new request for the
formulation and development of a new philosophical system.

Results. This request is primarily determined by the realities of modern society, which is in a state
of ontological gap and the formation of a new system of self-organization. The total digitalization of
modern life, the penetration of the Internet and IT technologies into all areas and processes of social
communication, the formation of the digital economy and globalization, pose a new challenge for
philosophy — a critical understanding of the achievements of modern scientific and technological
progress.

Discussion and Conclusions. It becomes clear that philosophy in its previous form does not have an
adequate theoretical and methodological potential and does not meet the challenges of the modern era.
The formation of a synergistic picture of the world, the emergence of a new type of rationality, changes
in the humanitarian paradigm underlie the emerging neoclassical philosophy. The purpose of this article
is to reveal the main content, reflexive models and the potential of neoclassical philosophy in the context
of the formation of a new ontology that meets the requirements of the modern era. To achieve this goal,
it is necessary to perform the following tasks: identify the essential features of the neoclassical picture of
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the world, define the modern type of determinism, identify the underlying principle of neoclassical
philosophy, as well as define its main category.

SCIENCE DIPLOMACY AND SOCIAL INNOVATIONS

Introduction. The purpose of the paper is to identify the philosophical and methodological
foundations of the increasing role of scientific diplomacy in the context of the development of scientific
rationality, as well as the study of the most significant functions of science diplomacy in contemporary
world realities.

Methods. Based on a philosophical analysis of innovative development models and basic trends in
the development of scientific rationality affecting the increasing role of science diplomacy in social
innovations, it was concluded that the global scientific community needs to create conditions for the
dominance of new forms of life, in which it will be possible to overcome selfishness and assemble
development subjects on the principles of post-non-classical rationality.

Results. The paper discusses the philosophical and methodological grounds for the increasing role
of science diplomacy in the context of the development of scientific rationality (classical, non-classical,
post-non-classical). The basic trends in the development of scientific rationality that affect the science
diplomacy and social innovation in the modern world realities are highlighted. The most significant
functions of science diplomacy are presented. In order to neutralize the growing global threats for
humanity, a topical direction of science diplomacy has been proposed, focused on the awakening of
reflexion in the direction of forming the subjectivity of human development. It has been hypothesized
that the next stage in the development of cybernetics - third-order cybernetics - could be the vanguard of
science diplomacy for the transition to the socio-humanitarian technological order.

Conclusions. The study concluded that in the current situation, science diplomacy still has reserves
to awaken the reflexion of mankind, to think about the disastrous consequences that await us if we do
not take urgent measures to establish adequate mechanisms for regulating world processes oriented



towards the harmonious and equitable development of mankind. The scientific foundation and the
avant-garde of science diplomacy could be developed post-non-classical cybernetics of self-developing
reflexive-active environments.

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IDEA OF PHILOSOPHICAL ANTHROPOLOGY
AND MODERN PHILOSOPHY

Introduction. In article the status of a question «That there is a person?» in philosophy is
investigated. Relevance of research is caused by constantly changing cultural situation. Such phenomena
as biotechnologies, artificial intelligence, the internet of things raise for us again a question: Who are we,
and whether the happening changes are admissible?
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Methods. In article the historical method in philosophy is used. In article distinction between
philosophical anthropology as discipline and philosophical anthropology as a configuration of the
philosophy is carried out. The author analyzes a phenomenon of anthropological turn and connects it
first of all with I. Kant. Kant makes anthropological revolution in philosophy, and the subsequent
European philosophy makes counterrevolution, turning philosophy into ontology. In the narrow sense of
the word anthropological turn is connected with the German thinkers of the first half of the XX century.
The author notes that the German project philosophical anthropology developed along with the Russian
project of philosophical anthropology.

Results. If the western philosophy displaces a subject of the person on the periphery, the Russian
philosophy makes the question of the person central. Similar configurations of philosophy are
characteristic and for a modern situation at the turn of the century. The anti-anthropological tendency in
the western philosophy is expressed in idea of the end of exclusiveness of human existence today.
Anthropocentricity of the Russian philosophy is embodied today by idea of anthropological accident.

Conclusions. The author analyzes the content of idea of the end of human exclusiveness and
allocates four forms of this idea: overcoming of border between culture and the nature; overcoming of
border between the person and an animal; overcoming of border between the person and equipment;
overcoming of border between the person and objects. In concept of anthropological accident the author
fixes three values: replacement of consciousness with language; exhaustion of anthropological projects;
loss of an anthropological form. In modern Russian philosophy the author allocates anthropological
projects and represents modern statement of a question of the person.

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METAPHYSICS OF NON-BEING IN THE BATTLE

Introduction. Modern reality represents its absence and non-existence for some people in the
pompous, and for others — in suicidal reality. Both those and others do not live, but create the
appearance of life. In the age of consumerism for young people, examples of a noble life are needed to
lift the passionary spirit, warm up national identity and build a communitarian society.

Methods. We will examine the metaphysics of non-existence in literary works and in the public
ministry of G. Derzhavin. With the help of soteriology and hermeneutics, non-existence is used as a
method of Derzhavin's intuition in the knowledge of the world. Science in the person of A. Einstein
creates the epistemological problem of “historical intuition”. G. Weyl defines “mathematical intuition”.
M. Bunge also added a third type of knowledge to “sensual” and “intellectual” — “pure intuition”. E.
Husserl introduces a new type of contemplation — “ideological abstraction” as a phenomenological way
of movement towards the universal.
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Results. The creation of preconditions for the organization of an ideational society is ruled out by the
ongoing clinical war. Socio-political mechanisms of historical and civilizational faults made their own proof-
reading for society, which, according to mondialists, does not need to know the truth. We must try to be heard,
so that those in power are interested in reconstructing real events in order to overcome the systemic crisis. It is
necessary to find the courage to voluntarily recognize voluntary or involuntary aiding in compradorism to
talassocrates, otherwise the country and the political establishment will have no future.

Conclusions. G. Derzhavin as a representative of the cultural-historical type organically combines
the immanent and transcendental world, which gives the poet-state figure to see destructive
technologies, to resist and crush them in the eschatological sense.

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GENERATION SPECIFICITY OF LANGUAGE
AND ETHNICAL STATE POLICY IN A POLIETHNIC SOCIETY

Introduction. The purpose of the article is to identify the specifics of the attitude of different
generations of the population of Tatarstan to language and ethno-state policy, which is most relevant in
regions with a roughly equal biethnic composition. It is made possible to consider the distribution
problems, according to the age and ethnicity of the respondents, of their opinions on language issues
(bilingualism inherent in Tatarstan, choice of the native language and communication language, the
scope of teaching tatar language in schools), ethnic and ethno-state identification (relations with the
sovereignty of the RT, to the bilateral treaty of RF-RT, the completion of the post of President of the RT).

Methods. The article reveals the results of a representative survey of the population of RT,
conducted in Kazan, in huge, large and medium-sized cities, as well as in rural settlements of Tatarstan.
Of the 1480 respondents, were surveyed 669 Tatars and 613 Russians. The generation of the “stability of
the 2000s” is distinguished among the respondents (37.3 % of the respondents); generation of
“perestroika and reforms” (17.5 %); generation of "stagnation" (30.6 %); generation of “thaw” (14.5 %).

Results. The discrepancy between Russians and Tatars on these issues, which decreased in the
2000s, again becomes noticeable in the conditions of the “Russian Spring”, the rise of the ethnic self-
consciousness of Russians, the spread of ideas of state irredentism, the protection of the rights of
Russians outside of the Russian Federation and the gathering of Russian lands.

Conclusions. At the same time, these discrepancies, which require their scientific analysis and
regulation, do not reach the peak level of “sovereignization” of 1991 and do not undermine the
prevalence of the all-Russian identity of all age and ethnic groups in the Republic of Tatarstan, which
allows minimizing the threats of extremism in the consciousness and behavior of the population.

Introduction. The article analyzes the relationship of ideology with the metaphysical picture of the
world, as well as the ideal ideas of Russian society about the nature of their state and about the
fundamental elements of the state identity of their state "we". Ideologies allow all key elements of
society to be brought into a meaningful system, target it to collective action and also allow you to
determine by whom and how the “historically significant choice of landmarks and ways of civilizational
development should be carried out”. Therefore, questions about how modern ideologies are formed are,
extremely relevant.

Methods. There are represented materials for substantive understanding of the ideological
positions of the state presented in the Constitution of the Russian Federation. Methods of dialectical
logic, comparative and typology analysis, method of interdisciplinary synergy was used.

Results. ldeologies about ideology are very heterogeneous: they either represent it as the
dominant force of social development, or completely deny it. However, the nature of the forms of the
equivalent being of ideal principles is such that they self-grow only in the process of social conversion.
Therefore, the mentioned variety of ideological interpretations is quite natural. To move in this direction,
the ideas laid down in the Constitution must be actively addressed, must be discussed, comprehended,
compared with philosophical maxims and with modern practices. The modern economic system of
society is focused on the massive processing of the “substance” of nature, culture and man, society, has
come close to intervening in the “first order” sphere of production that has not changed until now —in
the sphere of man’s production. Worldview and ideological choices may become dominant in favor of
cyber-trans-humanism, in favor of establishing progressiveness and abandoning the “old” man of the
cyber-state. The main scenario of the future is the movement towards preserving the nature of the social
(anthropomeric) state.

Conclusions. 1t is concluded that the position of the social state should be the subject of active
attention in connection with the alternative perspective of the future of the XXII century.

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RUSSIAN VILLAGE AS A SPACE OF THE DUAL WAY
OF LIFE: BETWEEN PAST AND FUTURE

Introduction. Categories of “city” and “village” traditionally are seen as two opposites and a basis of
two antagonistic ways of life. However, history and the present provide sufficient material to doubt the
such a categorical grid.

Methods. This article examines the dialectical relation between rural and urban ways of life. There
was since ancient times the tendency to integrate them. The category of dual way of life is
conceptualized here as an analytical tool to solve this methodological problem. Rural and urban forms
are two opposite sides of one social and cultural phenomenon. The research has as a methodological
basis historical method and ethnography. The field research has been conducted in the villages of the
Kostroma region.

Result. Rural and urban ways of life are complementary elements of the dual way of life.
Alternation of them allows to turn the costs each of them in the temporary condition, giving the
existence of diversity. Examples of this way of life in pre-revolutionary Russia were the way of life of
landlords and peasants. Rural life was combined with service or work in the city. In our time, shift and
suburban lifestyles are widespread.

Conclusions. The paper puts forward hypotheses about the possible pathways of social transformation of
the village in the Middle of the North. It can be a space of a country way of life for residents of neighboring
large cities, an integral part of national parks as tourist attractions, an area of organized reproduction of
forests and investments of citizens in that industry, the revival of agriculture in forms adequate to the
local natural conditions and the existing national division of labor. The continuation of the current
spontaneous evolution of the village of the Near North leads to the formation of the socio-territorial
organization of the country, in which the centers of life are large cities surrounded by social desert.

Introduction. The article analyzes the phenomenon of armed attacks on educational institutions
committed by students of the same educational institution ("school shooters"). This phenomenon is
considered in a wider context of armed attacks in public places, but the focus is on the so-called



"rampage school shooting", when an armed criminal or criminals choose their victims at random, thereby
attacking not certain individuals, but the institute itself (academic institution).

Methods. The study is based on a comparative analysis of more than one hundred attacks on
educational institutions in the United States, Canada, Western Europe and Russia.

Results. Various theories that explain the behavior of "school shooters" are critically evaluated:
organic brain damage, substance abuse, poor socialization, bad relationships with parents and peers,
school bulling and the intention to take revenge. The authors proposed three syndromes that
characterize various types of "school shooters": "Pied Piper syndrome" (resentment of a society that did
not evaluate or underestimate the merits and dignity of the individual), "Herostratus syndrome" (desire
to become famous at any cost) and "Nibelung syndrome" (desire to destroy your opponents and
yourself).

Conclusions. Some recommendations for the prevention of armed attacks on educational
institutions have been proposed. The authors believe that the most effective would not be to increase
access control in schools and not to control the weapon, but to increase attention to the "leakages" of
information from "school shooters" to social networks, their friends, relatives and acquaintances.

LANDS OF ALTAI IN THE XVII = FIRST QUARTER OF THE XVIlI-th

Introduction. Throughout its history, Russia has tended to expand its territory, primarily in the east.
The fall of Kazan and the defeat of the Siberian Khanate allowed to begin the process of mastering
Siberia. The aim of the study is to examine the peculiarities of Russian foreign policy in the Siberian
region, in particular with regard to the lands of Steppe and Gorny Altai in the period of the 17th — early
XVIIl centuries. To achieve this goal, it is necessary to solve the following tasks: first, to consider the
development of land in Southern Siberia and the advancement of Russian explorers deep into the Gorny
Altai, secondly, to raise the problem of the eastern direction in Russian foreign policy and its relationship
with the Dzungar Khanate.

Methods. The article was prepared on the analysis of the historical literature on the subject raised.

Results. Moving to the south of Siberia, Russian explorers faced opposition from the Teleuts.
Relations with them were controversial throughout the 17th century, only at the end of the century did
the Teleuts bring Shert to the Russian Tsar. During the XVII century. The tribes of the Northern Altaians
were included in Russia: the Tubalars, the Kumandins, the Chelkans, and the southern ones — the bodies
and some of the Teleuts. Since 1619, relations were established with Dzungaria. Russian-Dzhungar
relations were characterized by contradictions and mutual claims. They achieved particular acuity during
the reign of Peter the Great and Tsevan-Rabdan, in particular because of territorial disputes over Gorny
Altai.

Conclusions. It can be noted that the particularities of the country's foreign policy during this period
were greatly influenced by the dependence of the course on the personality of the ruler, in particular
Emperor Peter the Great, Galdan-Boshoktu Khan, and Tsevan-Rabdan. The study also revealed the
interrelation of events in southern Siberia and Central Asia and events in the central part and in the
western direction of Russia, which in many respects contributed to the slowdown in the development of
Russia of the lands of Gorny Altai.

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DISCRIMINATION IN THE CONFESSIONAL FIELD AS A THREAT TO
SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT OF SOCIETY IN UKRAINE

Introduction. The religious conflict that arose in modern Ukraine and, over time, worsened during
the socio-political crisis in 2014 is decribed in the article. The process of socio-political transformations
has led to an increase of the interaction of religion and politics, which has manifested itself in two
interrelated trends: the politicization of inter-Church relations and the clericalization of the political
sphere. In turn, religious and political actors are interested in mutual cooperation to achieve it's goals
and assert their status in society. It has become the main factor of tension in state-Church relations. This
conflict is fueled by preferences towards some Orthodox centers and by the spread of nationalist ideas in
Ukraine. It presents the intra-Orthodox contradictions and the developing of priority attention to pro-
state Orthodox centers, that has grown into discrimination of one of the largest denominations in
Ukraine — Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the Moscow Patriarchate.

Methods. The article presents the results of an analysis of the facts of pressure and discrimination
against this denomination. The subjects of religious conflict and the tools used in this social conflict are
identified. The participation of right-wing organizations in discrimination of the Ukrainian Orthodox
Church of the Moscow Patriarchate is shown.

Results. The article presents the results of an analysis of the facts of pressure and discrimination
against the dominant faith in Ukraine. In our study, we identified the subjects of religious conflict and the
tools used in this social conflict and showed the role and participation of right-wing radical organizations
in the discrimination of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church of the Moscow Patriarchate.
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Conclusions. The results of the study should help develop mechanisms to prevent the occurrence of
religious and confessional conflicts, as well as contribute to finding ways to resolve them. The
unbalanced policy and active intervention of the Ukrainian authorities in the affairs of the Church led to
the destabilization of society and the religious life of the country.

FAVORITISM. IS THAT A SENTENCE?

The need for awareness of modern Russian realities is actualized by the deformation of the value
worlds of Russian society. Russian philosophers, sociologists, political scientists and social psychologists
are actively and comprehensively studying this process. They identify cause-effect relationships that form
the Russian population’s tolerance, slightly agitated only with pension reform introduction, which
confirms the conclusions about the political passivity of a considerable part of the people, who focus not
on the future, but on survival in conditions of social, economic and political instability here and now.

The loss of Russian citizens’ subjectivity in the historical process is one of the results of introducing
into the political life the new population management mechanisms developed by the social sciences in
recent decades and actively used in Russia, especially during periods of election campaigns. But the
former social institutions are also improving, and among them is the institute of favoritism.

Analyzing the historical aspects of the favoritism phenomenon, the author comes to the conclusion:
favoritism is eternal, favorites are random. Only theoretical identification of favoritism boundaries can
contribute to network control over it from below.

S. P. Paramonova in her monograph “The Role of Favoritism in the Social Process"2 uses an
institutional methodological approach to the analysis of the social processes management mechanism,
differentiated by the roles “leader - favorite” and typology of moral consciousness (individualism —
collectivism).The author has chosen the generally accepted way: from the general philosophical study of
the favoritism nature to the sociological specifics of the phenomenon. Exploring the nature of this
phenomenon, Paramonova S. P. naturally raises the question: is favoritism objectively unavoidable due
to human nature, or is it the result of spontaneity and imperfection of management, and perhaps, in
general, an indicator of uncontrollability of social processes in society?
