Introduction. The history and theory of translation, formed today, has gone far beyond the purely
linguistic problems. The linguistic turn focused philosophical thought on the problems of language. Amid
the linguistic mega-turn there are more specialized turns, including translation turn. The purpose of this
work is to identify the philosophical status of translation practice, as well as to show the possibilities of
untranslatability, considered in the perspective of philosophical analysis. The relevance of the study is
due to the situation when translation (in the truest sense of word) in the global world becomes an
integral element of both private communication and the work of the scientific and philosophical
community. In such circumstances, there is an obvious need to consider the limitations that the
translation process imposes and the possibilities it reveals.

Methods. The work is based on the intersection of philosophy, philosophy of language and
translation studies. Dialectical analysis allows us to present the problem of translation as an antinomic,
controversial theory, which indicates its philosophical foundations. The historical perspective shows how
the problem acquires a theoretical framework.

Results. The article reveals the position that untranslatability is not something that is not
translated, but something that is translated all the time. The social function of translation in the
formation of subjectivity of the reader is also considered.

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RELIGIOUS FORERUNNERS
OF THE MODERN MASS TRANSHUMANISM
(as an example of Max Mor extropianism)

Introduction. Extropianism is one of the first movements that preceded contemporary
transhumanism. Extropianism, derived from extropy, as a level of viability and self-organization of
systematic intelligence, is based on the principles of hedonistic transhumanism, technical libertarianism,
the global market, and immortalism. The most ambitious ideas and aspirations were published in the
manifesto and in a series of programs of Max More. The purpose of this paper is to show the existence of
the religious ideas and their contradictory nature, as well as the problematic nature of combining
extropianism with traditional monotheistic views on the nature or essence of a person. The ideas of
extropianism embrace and adopt a peculiar religious foundation of transhumanism presently being
actively implemented.

Methods. In the course of the study, the methods of the system approach, the method of religious
comparative studies, the analysis of documents were used.

Results. The philosophy of cryonics combined new age (a complex of ideas of the New Age
movement), and earlier Theosophical theory ("the sixth race") with technical libertarianism, which does
not recognize any natural barriers to human evolution.

Conclusions. Officially extropians philosophy represented by the slogan: "promoting tolerance,
diversity, long-term thinking, personal responsibility, and individual freedom." In reality, this means
fighting traditional power, the state, nation States and patriotism, classical science and philosophical
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methodology. Extropianism promotes the idea of “inaccurate or vague” criteria for death, such as
“clinical death”, and hence the methods of cryopreservation or cryonic freezing as means of saving
patients’ lives and health. The supporters of extropianism interpret their technology as a cryonic “sleep”
until full restoration or physical resurrection of the body occurs in future cryoclinics. Inaccurate or vague
criteria, the lack of real methods of defrosting bodies, as well as the pseudo-religious doctrine of New
Age are far from the true science and philosophy of the grounds on which the commercial project of Max
More and his American company Alcor Life Extension Foundation (provides people with services of
cryopreservation at low temperatures) is implemented.

Introduction. The theme is directly related to the current security and sustainable development of
countries, peoples and regions of the world in a globalized world. The article explores the situation of
security and sustainable development of the aggregate non-western world and its individual countries, in
the system of global production and consumption created by the west, which is dominated by the
interests and objectives of the aggregate west.
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Methods. The main methods of research were historical, analytical and synergistic approaches,
each of which revealed the historical, analytical and synergistic contexts of the problem under study.

Results. There is no doubt that the globalized world, as we understand it, is a synthetic cultural and
civilizational solution to the problems of the leading group of Western countries, within the framework
of the history of axial time given to them (K. Jaspers). Indeed, the west, its culture and civilization based
on rationality and pragmatism, was able to transform not only the primary cultures and civilizations of
the Romano-Germanic peoples, but also to a large extent in a rational way influenced the surrounding
world not of the west, covering the whole planet with its influence. Through rationality and pragmatism,
the West was able to move beyond the European world and create a unified system of West-qualified
cultural and civilizational life of the world. In fact, by the 21 of the 19th century, it makes sense to talk
about a West-designed West-qualified planetary world. But, it is the beginning of the 21 century that has
also become the starting point for the west to lose its dominant role in the world and for the combined
non-west to take the path of growth of its socio-economic forces and statuses in the world. According to
the author, these processes in the most adequate form can be described by the synergistic approach,
which was able to adequately "grab" and manage the transitional and crisis processes of our time.

Conclusion. The results of the study were conclusions on the need for integration processes of the
non-western world, both within the non-western community and with individual western countries in
need of natural and human resources of the non-western world. The further development of the non-
west, according to the author, depends in a decisive way on integration and the increase of their
development resources.

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EAST-WEST DICHOTOMY: COMMUNITARIAN PREDICTION

Introduction. The systemic socio-political crisis is caused by the construction of syncretism
(inorganic fusion of dissimilar elements), which generates incompatible phenomena of wealth and
poverty, nihilism and traditionalism, West and East, obscurantism of consumerism and hesychast
communitarianism.

Methods. As part of the design method, we will present five possible author’s scenarios for
overcoming the systemic crisis and the development of Russian society in the paradigm of
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communitarianism. Initially, we reflect on the design problem: where is the country going? We find out
that the omega point is unknown. We outline the main goal of the work: to design an ideational society
that meets domestic traditions.

Results. Having examined the possible advantages of the Western and Eastern models of the
development of Russian society, we came to understand that the former legal standards, ideals and
ethical guidelines ceased to apply and it was time for a new formulation of ideas and principles,
consistent with the balance of power in society. In constructing the idea of nation-building, a range of
issues should be developed from the formation of the Russian national character of an individual to the
identity of a single Russian nation. The author’s theory of the “widening gap” discussed in this article can
be a source of discussion of the choice of path.

Conclusions. The dichotomy of the individual (West) and public (East) can be viewed from the
perspective of immanent and transcendental, consumerism and communitarianism. The illocutionary act
(the internal focus of verdicts, behabitives, expositives, exserts, commissives) in the speaker’s intention
combines goal-setting with an expression of propositional content and then the speaker’s statements
can generate “Esperanto language” without top and bottom, male and female. In our study, searching for
an omega point involves initially thinking ontologically and a priori, without setting goals in itself. Any
individual is linked to a society on which he is dependent and outside of which he cannot be happy.
Otherwise, the individual will resemble Krylov’s “pig under an oak tree”.

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DIAGNOSING GLAMOROUS PERSONALITY

Introduction. Dominant in society since the 90s. the twentieth century glamor changed the world
order and worldview, forming a special personality type — glamorous. In the metaphysics of the glamor
individual, specific features are found that often blur the line in the understanding of the norm and
pathology, which became the starting point for analysis. The object of the study was a glamorous
personality, in the existence of which certain diseases manifest themselves.

Methods. Dialectical approach and interpretation became the method of their analysis.

Results. Thanks to them, it was possible to find out that the diseases of a glamorous person turn
out to be acquired and have a socio-psychological pathology, delivering discomfort and testifying to the
crisis state of the individual. At the same time, attitudes towards diseases are ambivalent: at the same
time, signaling about pathological changes in the existence of a person, they turn out to be the norm in
the glamorous social, being perceived by the mass consciousness as a role model. Among the common
diseases of the glamor person can be called anorexia, idiocy, shopaholism, mythology, voyeurism and
fugu.

Spiritual practices, focused on the inner world of the subject and structuring his being-
here-for-himself, can become a way out of the crisis state of being of an individual.

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THE INFLUENCE OF ELECTORAL PROCESSES
ON THE RECRUITMENT OF THE GOVERNOR’S CORPS
(as an example of elections to the State Duma)

Introduction. The problems of regional politics and regional elites today are one of the relevant
directions in the study of political and social processes in the region. Recently, the formal rules of the
game have been actively changing, which affect the processes of formation of the elite corps of the
region and its activities, such as changes in the electoral law or changes in the mechanism for recruiting
the governor corps. These permanent processes of changing the composition of regional elites affect the
features of the social structure of regional society and require theoretical understanding.
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Methods. The article considers the influence of electoral processes (the results of the election of
deputies of the State Duma on the recruitment of the governor’s corps. To achieve these goals, the
author uses the method of descriptive statistics and the biographical method.

Results. During the study period, two election campaigns of 2007 and 2011 took place. In the
control year after the 2007 election campaign, there were 13 cases of empowerment of the heads of the
constituent entities of the Russian Federation, and in 10 cases the incumbent was replaced. In 5 cases,
the governor was replaced due to the expiration of the term of office, in 4 cases due to resignation. In
one case, as a result of "removal from office". The turnover index is 76.90 %. During the study period of
the 2011 campaign, there were 24 cases of empowerment, in 20 of which the head of the region was
changed. The turnover index is 83 %. The average result of United Russia in Russia amounted to 49.1 %.
In 5 cases, the change of governor occurred due to the expiration of powers of the previous head of the
region, in other cases the governor was replaced as a result of the early termination of powers of the
previous head of the region. In all cases when the governor changed, except for the Saratov Region and
the Republic of Mordovia, the percentage of EP earned in the region was much lower than the average
for Russia. In 11 regions with the lowest percentage of EP, there was a change of governors. On the
example of the 2011 electoral campaign, the influence of the factor of the result of the United Russia
party in the region on the turnover of the head of the region is clearly traced. In 11 regions with the
lowest percentage of EP, there was a change of governors. In addition to the above-described factor
affecting the hardware survival of regional leaders, experts identify others. “Image” — tied to the current
support ratings of the current heads of regions. The limiting factor here is the lack of publicity and public
expertise of the currently conducted closed studies, as well as sometimes hard-to-explain sharp jumps in
the level of support for regional leaders in sociological studies.

Conclusion. The obtained research results have theoretical significance for understanding the
processes of recruiting the regional elite, as well as applied value for interpreting the policy of the federal
center regarding the regional elite.

Introduction. The purpose of the study is to study the ideas of the young generation about the
value of labor and the value characteristics of labor activity, the prestige of professions in the labor
market of the Russian region. The relevance of the study is determined by identifying trends in the life
orientations of young people regarding their further working life, since this socio-demographic group is a
strategic potential of Russian society.

Methods. The materials are presented by the results of a questionnaire survey of senior students of
secondary schools in Barnaul. The method of collecting empirical data is a questionnaire survey, the
analysis method is statistical groupings in the form of one-dimensional distributions. The sample size was
240 people. The questionnaire consisted of several blocks of questions aimed at identifying high school
students' perceptions of the value of labor in general, the value characteristics of labor and the prestige
of professions.

Results. It was determined that for high school students such vital values as family and friendship,
freedom and the possibility of self-realization, financial and material situation are significant. Young
people realize that work is valuable to modern society and occupies an important place in their lives. The
following trends were identified: self-realization and financial situation, financial condition — this is what
is of particular value for the generation under study; young people become even more mobile, ready to
adapt to fast, dynamic changes in environmental conditions; important professional qualities of future
workers should be such as responsibility, literacy and professionalism, organization, reliability, flexibility
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and adaptability. Young people are focused on continuing education and mastering a profession that has
a higher prestige in society.

Conclusions. The choice of young people in favor of professions that are now more popular and
prestigious in society is obvious, since they satisfy the needs and expectations of young people from their
future jobs and those significant aspects that can be learned in the labor process. In addition, young
people are an active subject of informational impact, as they were born and raised in the era of the
development of active digital technologies.

SOCIAL REPRESENTATIONS ABOUT THE OLD AGE
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O. E. Noyanzina
Altai State University, Barnaul (Russia)

Introduction. Results of the evaluation of social representations about the old age and ageing as a
factor of formation of risk of social exclusion of the elderly people are considered in the article.

Methods. The research covered three regions of Russian Federation and realized among population
in the able-bodied age (40 years, n = 984). Author used the following variables to evaluate: content of
the image of the old age; perception of the retirement; evaluation of adaptive strategies of the elderly
people; success in the realization of adaptive strategies; factors of exclusion of the elderly people.

Results. Retiring, the elderly people try to keep the existing experience and life habitual strategies,
try to separate and be independent. Despite constructive relation to the problems of adaptation of
elderly people, the most of them could not adapt to conditions of the modern society. Government
created rather comfort conditions for life of pensioners, dominantly connected with economic provision,
but the formation in Russian society of the system of moral and psychological support for the elderly
people, real right’s protection in various spheres it not so developed and will act as depriving factor,
related to the exclusion of the pensioners from the system of social-communicative networks and
lowering the social value of status of the elderly people.

Conclusions. An able-bodied population understands the ageing in neutral or negative sense, they
are not free from negative stereotypes in the perception of the old age and correlate ageing with the
reduction of ‘socially useful’ functions of the elderly people.

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HISTORICAL AND CULTURAL RESOURCES OF THE MUSEUMS
OF THE TOURISM AND RECREATION CLUSTER «MOUNTAIN
KOLYVAN» AS A FACTOR OF TOURISM DEVELOPMENT

Introduction. The aim of the article is to study the integrated historical and cultural resources of
museums in the Tourism and Recreation Cluster «Mountain Kolyvan» in the Altai as a factor in the
formation of territorial identity. The relevance of the work is to promote museums, including them in the

branded tourist routes of Altai region such as “The Big Golden Ring of Altai”, “The Cossack Horseshoe of
Altai”, “Deep in Altai Ores” and the development of tourism in the Kolyvan region.

Methods. The work based on these materials of three museums in the Kurinsky district that is the
Museum of Local Lore named after M.T. Kalashnikova in Kurya village, Kolyvan Museum of Stone-Cutting
Workmanship History in Altai located next to the Kolyvan Stone-Cutting Factory named after I.I. Polzunov
which arranges excursions for tourists, as well as the Forest Museum in Kolyvan village. Research
methods - cultural-historical, descriptive, SWOT analysis.

Results. The results of the study showed the strengths of the Museum: the ability to provide
additional services; the development of new events and lecture halls; work on a contractual basis with
the local educational institutions; a high level of qualification and entrepreneurship of the head of the
museum; as well as to present weaknesses such as complete dependence on all financial issues from the
Division for Culture and Youth Affairs; ineffective advertising and promotion activity; lack of a marketing
plan; lack of employees’ concern in the museum profitability; centralized accounting of all cultural
institutions in the district center.

Conclusions. Based on the analysis of archival funds and expert evaluation method, the following
options were proposed for the development and management of the Kolyvan museum: cooperation with
travel agencies; issue of an information handout materials set; development of virtual tours, video tours
and promotional videos to be placed on information terminals and partner sites; organization of work
with an individual online client; customer service improvement; development and promotion of the
museum own website, virtual tours, advertising exposition halls; development and implementation of
the tourist route “Historical Wilderness of Kolyvan”. Practical significance lies in the implementation of
proposals for the development and organization of the Kolyvan Museum and its inclusion in the branded
tourist routes of the Altai territory.

PROTESTANT CHURCHES IN RUSSIA: TO THE QUESTION

ON INTRA-RELIGIOUS DIALOGUE

Introduction. The authors consider the relevant subject of intra confessional dialogue of various
churches of the Russian Protestantism. Recognizing the importance of researches in the field of
interreligious and interfaith dialogue, it is not less important ito consider dialogue within the
Protestantism presented by variety of congregatons.

Methods. The methods of historical-genetic historical method, comparative method and discourse
analysis method arechosen the main ones.

Results. The authors consider history of emergence and development of Baptism and the
evangelical movement at the end of 19th — the beginning of the 20th centuries, outlook of
representatives of both denominations and values of this period, expressed in works of two famous
figures. For Baptism I.V. Kargel was such a significant person, for evangelical Christianity peson of I.S.
Prokhanov was important. The first one was concentrated on a subject of santification and perfection,
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the second was aimed at transformation of society and was open to interfaith dialogue. With emergence
of Pentecostalism in the country intra confessional tension was fueled. Author consider the situation
during the period since the end of the 20th to the 50th years of the last century when for all
congregations of the Russian Protestantism the ideas of persecuted church and close end, faithfullness
during repressions were put in the forefront. From 1950th there was a division in the Russian
Protestantism presented by Baptism, evangelical Christianity and Pentecostalism according to the
principle of the relation to the state registration. The Baptists, Evangelical Christians and Pentecostals
who entered into the union of ECB (Evangelical Christians — Baptists) were opposed to congregations
which rejected the state registration. Opposition of separate unregistered churches continued even after
1990th years. Formation of new churches in 1990-2000th brought variety and enhanced dispersion of
values in the confessional field of Protestantism of Russia. Interaction, similarity and distinction of
religious discourses of various denominatons of the Russian Protestantism are considered.

Conclusions. Throughout two-centuries history of Protestantism in Russia the values of various
directions were changed depending on the state and confessional relations, changes in religious situation
in the country and other factors. The authors show four main periods of paradigm shift of values and
purposes of the Russian Protestants. Religious discourses of the Russian religious traditions are similar in
all-Protestant concepts, but diverse in specific aspects. The Protestantism in Russia is various, and
protestant congregations are not equally ready to dialogue.

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GOOD-BYE, MARX!

Introduction. Anniversary dates give a “legitimate” reason to summarize some results. Two big
anniversaries are such an occasion — the 200th anniversary of the birth of Karl Marx and the centenary of
the October Revolution of 1917. The article is devoted to summarizing some of such results as they
appear to the author.

Methods. Historical and comparative-historical methods are used, which allow us to trace the aging
of the problem, as well as the method of rising from the abstract to the concrete, which makes it possible
to gain knowledge about the phenomenon under consideration as a multidimensional complex
formation.

Results. The paper says how the case with the teachings of Marx in the jubilee year is, with the
degree of its influence; it is noted: we cannot say that the "Marx cause" in today's world is triumphant.
But this fact is contradictory: meaning, on the one hand, the non-triumph of the “cause of Marx,” it, on
the other, is an evidence of the triumph of Karl Marx personally, as the anniversary events have shown; It
explains what the actual socio-ideological significance of this method of recognition-discredit is. It is
shown that one of the fundamental reasons for the former triumph of the “Marx cause” is its connection
with the victorious socialist revolution in Russia. The universal significance and influence of the October
Revolution and socialism identified with it made the universal influence of Marxist doctrine possible.
Their subsequent fate is also connected. It is concluded that one of the reasons for its “non-success”
today is the mismatch between the nature of Marxist doctrine and the character of the modern era,
which is characterized by a disconnected social consciousness and sharp contradictory nature. It is noted
that disappointment in marxism is also associated with the unjustified and illusory expectations of the
possibility of the formation of a "new person."

Conclusions. The power of private property over a person turned out to be much more powerful
and tenacious than it might be supposed. It is noted that nevertheless one should not jump to
conclusions: there is nothing stopping us from thinking that we are not present at the final act of the
dramatic history of the teachings of Marx.
