BUILDING MATERIALS
All building materials are divided into three groups:
1. Main building materials such as rocks and artificial stones, timber and metals.
2. Binding materials such as lime, gypsum and cements.
3. Secondary or auxiliary materials which are used for the interior parts of the buildings.

We use main building materials for bearing structures, binding materialsare used for making artificial stone
and for joining different planes.We use secondary ma-terials for the interior finish of the buildings.

If the materials do not require any technological changes in their chemicalstructure they are called natural
building materials. These are: stone,clay, sand, lime and timber.

Cement,clay products and concrete are examples of artificial buildingmaterials. Timber is reffered to the
group of the main buildingmaterials. It is the most ancient structural material It Is light, cheapand easy to
work. But wood has certain disadvantages; it burns anddecays. Stone belongs to one of the oldest building
materials used by man.

Theimportance of a practical knowledge of geology is quite obvious. Theengineer should be acquainted
with the general structure of rocks. Hemust study the manner in which any particular rock weathers in
thelocality where it is to be used.

TYPES OF BUILDINGS.

Typesof buildings depend upon social functions and may be classifiedaccording to the role in the
community. The types of buildings may bedomestic, educational, office, industrial, recreational, etc. The
commonand necessary conditions are: (a) its suitability to use by humanbeings in general and its
adaptability to particular human activities;(b) the stability and permanence of its constructions.

Speaking of the residential construction we must say that the apartment housesare mostly built to suit urban
conditions. Group housing provides homefor many families and is at once public and private. The
techniques ofconstruction or the methods by which structures are formed fromparticular materials are
influenced not only by the availability andcharacter of materials but also by the total technological
developmentof society.

The evolution of techniques is conditioned by two factors: one is economic —the search for a maximum of
stability and durability with a minimum ofmaterials, labour and time; the other is expressive - the desire
toproduce meaningful form.
