What are the major values in your
university and those you have encountered that are relevant to your professional sphere?

Brainstorm ideas about personal/professional dilemmas you have faced in real life/ read about.

Prepare your presentation in ppt format if applicable about your research and talk about it.Prepare and ask
a set of questions relevant to your research to add to your collected dataif applicable. Learn about your
partner’s research if applicable. Examine your partner's questions (sent to you via email) and plan your
answers in advance.
