What is unemployment?

The terms unemployment and unemployed are sometimes used to refer to other inputs to production that are not being
fully used, for example, unemployed capital goods. The history of unemployment is the history of
industrialization. It was not considered an issue in rural areas, despite the "disguised unemployment" of
rural laborers having little to do, especially in conditions of overpopulation. The Office for National
Statistics (ONS) produces official estimates of unemployment using the International Labour Organization
definition. Under this definition people aged 16 and over are unemployed if they are out of work, want a
job, have actively sought work in the last four weeks and are available to start work in the next two weeks;
or are out of work, have found a job and are waiting to start it in the next two weeks.
